	IMPLEMENTATION OF PROPOSITION 69 AND DNA IDENTIFICATION AGENCY FUND AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF SAN DIEGO (District: All)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Proposition 69, the DNA Fingerprint, Unsolved Crime & Innocence Protection Act, was passed by California voters on November 2, 2004 and went into effect immediately.  The Act significantly expands the State’s collection of DNA samples from convicted felons and individuals who are arrested to include adults and juveniles convicted of any felony offense, adults arrested for or charged with (committed or attempted) murder or voluntary manslaughter, any felony sex offense covered under Penal Code section 290, and beginning in 2009, all adults arrested for or charged with any felony offense. Proposition 69 provides funding for the expansion of DNA collection and analysis by adding to the Government Code an additional fine of $1 for every $10 imposed by the courts for criminal offenses, Vehicle Code violations (except parking offenses) and violations of local ordinances. 

The measure has already had a dramatic impact on criminal justice in California resulting in an average of three “hits,” or DNA matches, per day from a database that has more than doubled in less than two years to over 500,000 samples.  These DNA matches often result in solved cases such as murders, sexual assaults, and, with increasing frequency, burglaries, robberies, and auto thefts. With a greater likelihood of finding matches, the requests for DNA analysis have grown significantly for both the San Diego Sheriff’s Regional Crime Laboratory and the San Diego Police Department Crime Laboratory

On January 11, 2005 (8), your Board approved the establishment of the DNA Identification Agency Fund to collect these fines for the reimbursement of allowable program expenses.  On May 17, 2005 (14), your Board approved the report on Phase One of the implementation of Proposition 69 in San Diego, which included the addition of eight positions in the Probation Department for the collection of DNA samples from over 18,000 adult and juvenile offenders on probation.  This request will implement Phase Two of the implementation of Proposition 69 in San Diego, addressing the increased costs and work in the region’s crime labs.  This is also a request to transfer two positions from the collection activities previously authorized by the Board to the Sheriff’s Department to address the increased workload in DNA sample analysis.  This is also a request to authorize the Sheriff to execute, on behalf of the County, an agreement with the City of San Diego to provide funding from the DNA Identification Agency Fund to the City of San Diego Police Department to support one DNA criminalist position in the City’s Crime Lab, and to execute amendments or addenda providing for additional funding as might be recommended by the DNA ID Steering Committee.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially budgeted.  If approved, this request will result in the reduction of $54,022 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 costs and revenue in the Probation Department and an increase of $181,170 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 costs and revenue in the Sheriff’s Department based on revenue from the DNA Identification Agency Fund.  If approved, this request will result in the deletion of two positions and one staff year in the Probation Department and the addition of two positions and one staff year in the Sheriff’s Department, for a net change in staff years of zero and no change in General Fund costs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 31, 2006 (1), your Board approved the Probation Department’s submission of an application for the Juvenile Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction (JMIOCR) grant program to the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA).  This is a request to accept JMIOCR grant funds in the amount of $1,424,038 for the period January 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008 with the possibility of four additional years for an estimated total of $7,120,190.  The target population of the JMIOCR Program is Probation wards committed by the Juvenile Court to the Breaking Cycles Program; wards with mental illnesses that are active with both the Probation Department and Child Welfare Services (dual court calendar); and delinquency wards with mental illness that have been discharged from juvenile institutions, or are on psychotropic medication and have been enrolled in the Medication Clinic.  

The JMIOCR services will be provided through a sole source contract with the San Diego Unified School District (SDUSD) using the evidence-based Multisystemic Therapy (MST) and Assertive Community Treatment (ACT) programs.  The evaluation component will be provided through a sole source contract with San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG).  Both components will be administered by Probation Department staff.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2006-2008 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in $507,713 of costs and revenues for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and $916,325 of costs and revenue for Fiscal Year 2007-08 for a total of $1,424,038 and will require 2.0 additional staff years.  The initial grant period is eighteen months to allow for program start-up. Four additional years of funding are possible and would result in $1,424,038 of costs and revenues for each fiscal year (Fiscal Year 2008-09 through Fiscal Year 2011-12) for a total of $7,120,190 and will require no additional staff years.  The Probation Department will use existing staff to satisfy the required 25% local match. The funding source is the Juvenile Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction grant program administered through CSA.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 31, 2006 (3), your Board authorized the Sheriff’s Department to submit an application for a grant through the Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction (MIOCR) program and adopted a resolution to support the Sheriff’s submission of the MIOCR grant proposal to California Corrections Standard Authority (CSA), formerly known as Board of Corrections.  In December 2006, the CSA notified the Sheriff’s Department that its MIOCR grant proposal in the amount of $1,497,945 had been selected and approved for an initial 18 month period of January 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008. The County could be eligible for program funding of four additional years through June 30, 2012 for a total of $5,991,780 subject to funds being appropriated by the Legislature in the State budget.
This is a request to authorize acceptance of the MIOCR grant, authorize the Sheriff as the fiscal agent for these grant funds, establish the necessary appropriations for the program, authorize one additional position (.25 staff year) in the Probation Department, and authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting Department to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to select a contractor to provide program services.  The grant will provide intensive case management services for seriously and persistently mentally ill adults in jail and on probation who require mental health services.  The grant will also support local efforts to reduce recidivism and promote long-term stability among mentally ill adult offenders.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Sheriff’s Department:  The funds for this request are not included in the Sheriff’s Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in $285,994 current year costs and revenues and $1,000,982 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenues.  The funding source is the MIOCR Grant. This request will require no

additional staff years.

Probation Department:  The funds for this request are not included in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in additional $47,909 current year costs and $47,909 revenues to be received from the grant.  The Probation Department will use existing costs ($83,219) as in-kind match (not to be claimed from the grant) to satisfy the 25 % local match requirement.  Fiscal Year 2007-08 will result in additional $163,060 costs and $163,060 revenues.    Existing costs ($291,267) will again be used as in-kind match (not to be claimed from the grant).  The funding source is the MIOCR Grant.  This request will require the addition of one position (.25 staff year in Fiscal Year 2006-07 and 1.00 staff year in Fiscal Year 2007-

08).

Four additional years of funding are possible and would result in $1,497,945 of costs and revenues for each fiscal year (Fiscal Year 2008-09 through Fiscal Year 2011-12) for a total of $5,991,780

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Sheriff’s Department requires towing services in the 15 Sheriff’s Command Areas which encompass the unincorporated County and the nine contract cities. Towing services are needed to respond to calls for roadside assistance; to tow abandoned, impounded and damaged vehicles; and to provide salvage and recovery operations. To ensure public safety, all vehicles that need to be towed must be removed
as quickly as possible, so a prompt response time is required. 

Additionally, companies providing towing service must have specific equipment and meet licensing, insurance and other requirements. Because towing services contracts will also include the collection of negligent impound fees on behalf of the County and remittance of those fees to the Sheriff’s Department, companies providing towing services must be financially sound. The Sheriff requests permission to issue a Request for Statement of Qualifications (RFSQ) to establish a list of all qualified towing companies to provide services on a rotational basis for each command area.  If approved, the contracts will be for one (1) year with four (4) one-year renewal options and up to an additional six months if necessary.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds to administer these agreements are included in the Sheriff’s Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  The funding source is primarily revenue from the collection of negligent impound fees through the towing services contracts.  If approved, this request will result in annual estimated costs of $158,000 and revenue of $104,000 and will require the addition of zero staff years.  The negligent impound fee is currently under review and may be brought to the Board at a later date for revision.

	The County’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) provides 24-hour inpatient care to mentally ill and physically disabled clients at two locations in San Diego County.  An important part of this care is the provision of quality linen services for patient gowns, towels, washcloths and bedding.  For the last three years, the San Diego County Psychiatric Hospital (SDCPH) and Edgemoor have contracted with Angelica Textile Services.  Angelica has provided high quality linen services that have complied with all hospital licensing standards and Joint Commission on the Accreditation of
Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO) standards.

Angelica Textile Services is the only locally based company providing linen services to large San Diego County hospitals.  To verify this, the Director of Purchasing and Contracting issued a Request for Information (RFI) in September 2006. The RFI specifically asked if the responder met State Licensing and JCAHO standards.  Angelica Textile Services was the only responder.  Because of its local market position, the company has been able to provide linen services to SDCPH and Edgemoor at a fair and economical rate, and has maintained an established local record of responsiveness and quality services.  Today’s action requests authority to enter into a new sole source contract with Angelica Textile Services for both SDCPH and Edgemoor beginning   July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008, with four option years.

	The Board of Supervisors established the Health and Human Services’ Office of Violence (OVP) Prevention in September 1994 to design and develop violence prevention programs to address the violence that threatens our youth and their families.
For the past 12 years, a portion of the County’s Office of Violence Prevention services have been provided through a contract with the San Diego State University Foundation.  Some of these services include data collection, analysis and compilation of findings for the Domestic Violence Fatality Review Team, as well as conducting literature reviews to identify evidence-based strategies to address intimate partner violence and youth violence. The contract with the Foundation is entering its final option year and will expire on June 30, 2007. A Request for Information (RFI) process is recommended to 
determine whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing these services. 
Today’s action would support the Office of Violence Prevention by authorizing the competitive procurement of these services. The extent of potential market competition to provide these services is not known, therefore authorization is also requested for Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and award a sole source contract in the event that only one qualified entity responds to the RFI.  Issuing an RFI will streamline the procurement process by enabling the County to determine up front whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing these specialized services.

	Domestic violence is a serious problem in San Diego County, affecting more than 5,500 families annually and often resulting in injury or death.  The Board of Supervisors has recognized the extent, severity and consequences of this problem, and has taken a variety of actions to address domestic violence issues. 

Supervisor Pam Slater-Price has been a leader in addressing issues related to domestic violence.  In 2001, working with Supervisor Slater-Price, representatives from law enforcement and domestic violence community stakeholders, the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) convened a planning effort to discuss service components in the development of a countywide domestic violence hotline.  Through this effort it was determined that the hotline should be made available 24 hours a day, seven days a week, with real-time emergency shelter-bed availability and up to date referral information on essential domestic violence services as a resource for victims, law enforcement and the community-at-large. Based on these findings HHSA developed a plan and identified funding to implement a countywide domestic violence hotline. 

On March 11, 2003, the Board authorized the competitive solicitation of Domestic Violence Hotline Services, which is currently provided by a contract with a community based agency.  The current contract will expire on June 30, 2007. A Request for Information (RFI) process is recommended to determine whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing domestic violence hotline services. Today’s action requests authorization for Purchasing and Contracting to competitively reprocure these services and to negotiate and award a sole source contract in the event that only one qualified entity responds to the RFI.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2008 Health and Human Services Agency’s Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in no current year costs and subsequent years’ costs and revenue of $200,000.  The funding source is Marriage License Fees. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 10, 2001 (7), the Board, in keeping with its regional leadership in energy efficiency, conservation, and renewable energy, adopted the Strategic Energy Master Plan for County Facilities. This Plan specifies that the Department of General Services utilize photovoltaic energy sources whenever economically feasible.  In 2003, the County purchased photovoltaic systems in four facilities: the North County Regional Center, the County Operations Center, the El Cajon Library, and the South Bay Regional Center.  Funding for this initial effort was supported primarily by loans and energy rebates from the California Energy Commission.
Recent legislation facilitating public/private partnerships for conservation services and providing tax incentives and rebates for photovoltaic systems now makes public/private partnerships for such systems an attractive alternative to procure renewable, environmentally beneficial energy.  The proposed action requests authority to issue a Request for Proposals and negotiate energy service contracts and leases with private providers to supply and operate photovoltaic systems at selected County facilities, subject to approval by the Board.  This action could result in the purchase of up to five million kilowatt-hours per year of this renewable power at market-competitive prices, representing approximately five percent of the County’s annual electric usage of approximately 100 million kilowatt-hours.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact of this request will not be known until negotiations are completed with the selected vendor.  Based on the experience of other entities that have entered into similar agreements, we expect to pay less per kilowatt hour with the photovoltaic systems than we currently or in the future will pay for energy from San Diego Gas and Electric.  There will be no capital outlay for the County; the systems will be provided and paid for by the photovoltaic system developers.  Ongoing operations and maintenance of the systems will also be provided by the selected vendor.

The best available technology for eliminating particulate matter on diesel powered trucks are known as “particulate matter traps,” and since 2002, Fleet Management has used $242,393 in grant funds from the Air Pollution Control District to outfit 28 vehicles with these traps.  Upon successful completion of the competitive bidding process, Ironman Parts and Service installed Donaldson Diesel Particulate Traps on the County Vehicles.  
Fleet Management has remaining grant funding and more trucks that need to be equipped with particulate matter traps. The Board is requested to approve an exception to Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, for Ironman Parts and Service to continue testing and installing the Donaldson Diesel Particulate Traps on diesel-powered trucks in the County fleet.
