The General Plan Update consists of a comprehensive amendment to the County’s land use policies for unincorporated lands necessitated by population growth, changes in law and regulations governing land use, and various challenges to the current plan that have occurred over the years. 

The General Plan Update was considered by the Board of Supervisors on October 20, November 10, and December 8, 2010.  During those hearings, the Board received presentations from staff and the public, and also heard a significant amount of public testimony.  Numerous issues, both general and property-specific, were also raised concerning the project through public testimony at the hearings or through correspondence to the Board. Staff was directed to review and provide additional information on certain substantive issues that were raised (see Attachment B) and also to evaluate all property-specific requests for different land use designations under the General Plan Update (see Attachment C).>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Palm Canyon Drive is an east-west street in downtown Borrego Springs (2008 Thomas Guide Page 1078, H2 & J2).  The proposed project is the construction of 350 feet of new curb, gutter and sidewalk along the north side of Palm Canyon Drive just east of Ocotillo Circle. Borrego Springs is a rural revitalization area with a concentration of low-income residents, and is eligible for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding.  CDBG partially funds the design and construction of this project. The project will benefit the community by improving walk-ability so residents can better access community services and businesses.  

On March, 23, 2010 (9), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2010-15 Consolidated Plan and Fiscal Year 2010-11 Annual Funding Plan for Community Development and Block Grant funding and authorized their submission to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. This project is funded from that Community Development Block Grant submission. 
This is a request to establish appropriations based on availability of CDBG funding, and approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Palm Canyon Drive Sidewalk Improvements project.  

Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.  Project construction is scheduled to begin Spring 2011 and be completed by Summer 2011. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Department of Parks and Recreation utilizes volunteers to assist with daily park operations.  Each on-site volunteer area consists of a recreational vehicle pad, utilities and other site specific amenities including, but not limited to, passenger vehicle parking, shade structure, storage shed, access controls and landscaping.  

The Department of Parks and Recreation needs to develop new on-site volunteer areas at three parks; Rancho Guajome Adobe Park (2009 Thomas Guide page 1087, F-2) in Vista, Guajome Regional Park (2009 Thomas Guide page 1067, D-7) in Oceanside, and Lamar Park (2009 Thomas Guide page 1271, A-6) in Spring Valley to support ongoing park operations.  Today’s request is to establish appropriations of $220,000 in the Capital Outlay Fund for volunteer pads at Rancho Guajome Adobe Park, Guajome Regional Park, and Lamar Park.  The requested action will also authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award construction contracts not to exceed $220,000, including contingency, for volunteer pads at these three parks. The funding source is Land Use Environment Group Fiscal Year 2009-10 fund balance available.  

Total construction and contingency costs are estimated at $176,000 for the volunteer pads at Rancho Guajome Adobe Park ($48,000), Guajome Regional Park ($48,000), and Lamar Park ($80,000).  Remaining project funds, estimated at $44,000 will be utilized for project administration and inspection related to the volunteer pads at Rancho Guajome Adobe Park ($12,000), Guajome Regional Park ($12,000), and Lamar Park ($20,000).  If approved, this action will result in total costs and revenue of $220,000.  Annual operations and maintenance of the improvements will be provided by existing Parks and Recreation staff and the volunteers that occupy the sites.
