	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 7, 2004 (1), the Board continued the hearing to February 11, 2004, 9:00 a.m.

This is an appeal of the Planning Commission’s approval of a Major Use Permit to allow the phased development of a proposed Christian school and church consisting of classroom buildings, chapel, multi-purpose building, maintenance building, recreational amenities, landscaping and on-site parking areas.  The site is also subject to the “D3” Design Review Designator for compliance with the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan Community Design Element.  An exception to the height requirements is also being requested pursuant to Section 4620.g of the Zoning Ordinance to permit a church tower at a height of 42 feet where 35 feet is the maximum height allowed.

The appeal has been filed by two property owners west of the subject site requesting that the Major Use Permit Form of Decision be revised to require the project applicant to contribute their “fair share” of costs associated with the construction of Camino del Norte west of the project site. 

The 22.5-acre project site is located approximately 0.5 mile west of Camino San Bernardo on Camino del Norte (Artesian Road), 3.7 miles west of the Interstate 15 ramps for Camino del Norte.  The General Plan Designation on the site is (21) Specific Plan Area and the zoning is RV 1.5 Residential Variable, S80 Open Space and S88 Specific Plan Area Use Regulations.

	On January 7, 2004 (4), the Board set a hearing for February 11, 2004 to consider the purchase of a 163.36-acre parcel for open space, located at the intersection of Old Springs Road and Peg Leg Road in Borrego Springs (Thomas Guide page 410-C8, D8).  The subject site contains many sensitive and endangered plant and animal species and provides wildlife corridors and sensitive habitat linkages. The property is owned by Blanca E. Galdamez.  

The Board is requested to approve the purchase of the Old Springs Road/Peg Leg Road parcel for the appraised value of $130,000. Funding for this acquisition is budgeted in Capital Project KA9500 – Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program Acquisitions. There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from the requested action.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request, in the amount of $130,000, are budgeted and available in Capital Project KA9500 – Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program Acquisitions.  The funding source is County General Funds.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $130,000 for the purchase of the 163.36-acre parcel, and an estimated annual cost for managing and operating the parcel of no less than $32 per acre, and will use existing budgeted resources within the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Actual operating costs will be determined after the purchase and assessment are completed.  No additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road Improvement Project is a part of the Department of Public Works 2003-04 Detailed Work Program for road improvement projects.  The first phase of the project will construct improvements from the east end of Escondido extending 2.5 miles up the Valley Center Road summit.  The project includes widening the right of way to accommodate four 12 to14-foot wide lanes, a 14 to18-foot wide painted center median, two 5-foot bike lanes and an unpaved shoulder varying between 5 to 10 feet wide.

Prior to construction, the County must obtain various permits from the Army Corps of Engineers, the California Department of Fish and Game and the Regional Water Quality Control Board.  The permits require the County to mitigate impacts of the road construction on existing wetland areas by creating other wetland areas on or near the project.

County staff is working to meet this requirement, and has located a potential mitigation site near the project. Staff has negotiated the acquisition of a 1.10-acre open space mitigation easement that will partially fulfill mitigation requirements for the Valley Center Road Project.  On January 14, 2004 (9), the Board set a hearing date for February 11, 2004 to consider the easement acquisition over a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 186-210-55 (Debs) for the appraised value of $30,000 (Thomas Guide page 1090, D3).

The Board is requested to approve the real property contract for the acquisition of the Debs property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the proposed purchase are budgeted in the Department of Public Works’ Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is TransNet revenue and will result in current year cost of $30,000, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no cost to the General Fund as a result of this action.

	This is a request to adopt a Resolution of Vacation to vacate slope and drainage easements.  The portions of easements to be vacated are located on both sides of Calle Ambiente, west of Del Dios Highway, in the community of San Dieguito (Thomas Guide, page 1148, J7, 2003 Edition).  On January 14, 2004 (7), the Board set a public hearing for February 11, 2004 to consider the proposed road vacation.

The Circulation Element at one time included Calle Ambiente as a portion of SA 680. SA 680, however, was deleted from the Circulation Element in 1995. In 1999, Calle Ambiente was vacated as a public road, except for approximately 600 feet adjacent to the intersection with Del Dios Highway. Calle Ambiente has since been constructed as a private road. Slope and drainage easements alongside the previous public road have not been vacated. These slope and drainage easements are landscaped and privately maintained by the Rancho Cielo Estates development, which has requested the County to vacate them now. This vacation is recommended because the easements are no longer needed for current or prospective public use.

	In mid-2002, the County determined that two property owners had potential claims against the County for property damage, lost property value and related damages associated with their undeveloped real property in the Fallbrook area. 

County staff and the property owners have agreed to a tentative settlement of the potential claims and an agreement to acquire the property, subject to Board of Supervisors approval.  On January 7, 2004 (5), the Board set a hearing date of February 11, 2004, to consider the acquisition of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 105-481-36 (Enander) for $200,000 and 105-481-45 (Brown) for $110,000 (Thomas Guide page 997 G7).  The Board is requested to approve the contracts for the acquisition of these two properties.

	Funds for the proposal are budgeted.  The funding source is the Environmental Trust Fund.  Approval of the proposal will result in a current year cost of $310,000, no subsequent year cost and the addition of no staff years.  There will be no cost to the General Fund as a result of this acquisition.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 31, 2003, the California Employment Development Department submitted a $35 million grant application for National Emergency Grant funds related to the 2003 California wildfires.  This program is administered by the U.S. Department of Labor.  San Diego County is included in the areas identified in the Presidential Order for Financial Aid to California that qualify for this grant.  On November 19, 2003, the Secretary of Labor awarded $12 million in National Emergency Grant funds to the Employment Development Department, with $4 million available for immediate release.  Locally, the San Diego Workforce Partnership will administer the $1,938,867 in grant funds allocated to the San Diego local workforce investment area.

On December 9, 2003 (33), at the request of Chairwoman Jacob and Supervisor Horn, the Board of Supervisors authorized application to State and Federal agencies for grants related to fire recovery efforts.  The primary purpose of the National Emergency Grant is to create temporary jobs to assist in the cleanup and restoration efforts resulting from the 2003 wildfires.  Use of these funds is limited to the creation of temporary jobs, appropriate supportive services, and the administrative and other allowable costs associated with the implementation of the temporary jobs creation program.  Workforce Partnership staff have been working closely with City and County staff to identify community needs, develop job classifications (including equipment and training needs), and implementation strategies.

The requested action is to accept the County’s share of National Emergency Grant labor services and funding available for immediate release to the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The grant award is in the form of labor services valued at approximately $1,152,000 ($768,000 in salaries plus $384,000 in fringe benefits) and funding in the amount of $88,320 which is being appropriated in the Department of Parks and Recreation for equipment, training and other support costs to assist in the cleanup and restoration efforts resulting from the 2003 wildfires.

In addition, this requested action authorizes other County departments, including Health and Human Services Agency, and the Departments of Environmental Health and Public Works to accept future grant awards based on the subsequent release of the remaining National Emergency grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is awarded National Emergency Grant funds in the amount of $88,320 and labor services valued at approximately $1,152,000 for a total of $1,240,320.  The temporary jobs created by this grant will be funded by the grant and will not be included in the County workforce.  Future National Emergency Grant awards are being authorized for acceptance by this action.  County departments receiving funding will return to the Board for appropriation of awarded funds.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this requested action.

1. Find in accordance with section 15269 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that these emergency projects are exempt from CEQA.

2. Waive Board Policy A-91, Mid-Year Budget Changes, to allow for the appropriation of National Emergency Grant funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation current year budget.

3. Establish appropriations in the amount of $88,320 in the Department of Parks and Recreation for emergency projects resulting from the 2003 wildfires, based on awarded National Emergency Grant funds.  (4 VOTES) 

4. Accept National Emergency Grant labor services provided by the San Diego Workforce Partnership valued at approximately $1,152,000, to assist in the cleanup and restoration efforts resulting from the 2003 wildfires.
5. Appoint the Director, Department of Parks and Recreation, as agent of the County of San Diego, to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all documents, including the grant agreement and Memorandum of Understanding, that may be necessary for the acceptance of National Emergency Grant funds and labor services. 

6. Authorize County departments including Health and Human Services Agency, and the Departments of Environmental Health and Public Works to accept future National Emergency Grant awards becoming available from the release of subsequent National Emergency Grant funding and labor services.

	On April 30, 2003 (10), the Board authorized the advertisement and contract award for reconstruction of Valley Center Road South Phase I. The contract was awarded to Yeager Skanska, Inc. on September 22, 2003.

The project generally consists of reconstructing and widening approximately two miles of Valley Center Road.  (Thomas Guide page 1110; F-1, 2, 3, 4, and 1090; E-7) The existing roadway consists of one south-bound lane and two north-bound lanes, separated by a concrete barrier (K-Rail).

The contractor is required to maintain two-way traffic at all times during construction.  The contract calls for closing the south-bound lane and splitting north-bound lanes into south and north lanes, leaving the existing concrete K-Rail in place.  The resulting north and south-bound lanes would be separated by surface mounted traffic delineators on top of double yellow striping during construction.  

As the contractor began the fieldwork and traffic switch, Valley Center residents and the Valley Center Fire Protection District expressed concern about the potential for collisions if K-Rail is not installed between the south and north bound lanes during construction.  Based on these concerns, staff and the contractor evaluated the feasibility of installing K-Rail between traveled lanes during construction and have determined that installation of the concrete K-Rail barrier is feasible.  
This is a request to authorize change orders to the existing contract with Yeager Skanska, Inc. for installation of a concrete K-Rail barrier and to implement other related changes during construction of Valley Center Road South Phase I project. The amount of these change orders will not exceed $900,000.
