	SHERIFF’S ACCEPTANCE OF THE U. S. DEPT. OF JUSTICE 2007 FORENSIC DNA BACKLOG REDUCTION PROGRAM GRANT (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This request is (a) to ratify the submission and authorize the acceptance of a $310,391 grant administered by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs (OJP) and (b) to request approval to negotiate sole source procurement for a genetic analyzer, sequence detection system, and Biorobot DNA extractors with a majority of the grant funds.  Overall, the grant funds will support the objectives and continued efforts of the San Diego County Crime Lab by augmenting the Crime Lab’s current Deoxyribonucleic Acid (DNA) analysis capacity, reducing the turnaround time on DNA cases awaiting analysis, and increasing the number of cases analyzed.  There is no local match requirement for this grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Adopted Operational Plan.  The funding source is unanticipated grant revenue from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs.  If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 cost and revenue of $310,391, and will require the addition of no staff years.  There is no local match requirement for this grant.

Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 31, 2006 (1) your Board adopted a resolution authorizing the submission of the Juvenile Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction (MIOCR) grant application.  On January 30, 2007 (2) your Board authorized the acceptance of Juvenile MIOCR funds.  

The Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) awarded the County an initial 18 month grant of $1,424,038 from January 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008, with the possibility of four additional years of funding for an estimated total of $7,120,190.  This is a request to adopt a resolution to approve the application for continued funding of the Juvenile MIOCR grant.  This funding is sought to maintain the established program of Intensive Case Management services, Striving to Overcome Adversity and Recidivism (SOAR), for youth involved with the Juvenile Justice System who require mental health services.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the current grant period are included in the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will authorize the submittal of an application for $1,424,038 to CSA for Fiscal Year 2008-09 and will result in direct costs and revenue of $1,424,038 in Fiscal Year 2008-09, which will be added to the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan.  Three additional years of funding are possible and would result in $1,424,038 of costs and revenues for each fiscal year (Fiscal Year 2009-10 through Fiscal Year 2011-12) for an estimated total of $7,120,190.  There is a 25% local match requirement for this grant which can be cash or in-kind match.  The Probation Department plans to use in-kind staff time, services and supplies and indirect costs as matching funds.  If awarded, the Probation Department will return to your Board to request authorization to accept these funds.  The funding source is the Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction grant program established by AB1811 and is administered through CSA.

	On October 24, 2007 (25) your Board ratified the October 21, 2007 Proclamation of Local Emergency issued by the Chief Administrative Officer (“CAO”), serving as the County’s Director of Emergency Services and as Coordinator of the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization.  The Proclamation was issued as a result of fires in the County collectively known as “Firestorm 2007.”  Government Code section 8630(c)(1) requires local governing bodies to review the need for continuing the local emergency at its regularly scheduled meetings until the local emergency is terminated.  On November 7, 2007 (20), December 4, 2007 (5), January 8, 2008 (8), and         January 29, 2008 (5) your Board found that there was a need for continuing the local emergency.  This is a request to find that a review of the local emergency has been conducted and that the local emergency will remain in effect at this time.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has shown a long-term commitment to programs aimed at improving outcomes for foster youth, as well as a commitment to seek additional funding resources to enhance services for children and families.  On July 13, 2004 (12) and July 24, 2007 (9) the Board authorized the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) to seek federal, state, and private foundation grants to augment Child Welfare Services programs.  Today’s action would authorize acceptance of a grant totaling $305,780 from the Alliance Healthcare Foundation and a donation totaling $90,000 from Casey Family Programs to support programs designed to assist foster youth.  

HHSA’s Child Welfare Services division serves many foster youth who live in group homes or large residential treatment facilities.  In many cases, feelings of isolation from family may cause foster children to be at-risk of running away.  To address this, on October 31, 2006 (9), your Board authorized the implementation of the Family Finding Services program for foster youth.  The goal of the Family Finding Services program is to assist in reunifying foster youth with their extended family members.  In an effort to further enhance this valuable program, HHSA staff recently submitted a grant application to the Alliance Healthcare Foundation and was awarded $305,780.  In addition, Casey Family Programs has offered donated funds of $50,000 to Family Finding Services.
Casey Family Programs has also offered donated funds of $40,000 to continue their support of tutoring services through the Tutor Connection Program, Pazzazz, and Strategic Tutoring.  These programs offer foster youth an opportunity to connect with a caring role model, boosting the youth’s academic success and improving their preparation for adulthood. 

Today’s item recommends approval of the necessary actions to accept the grant revenue awarded by the Alliance Healthcare Foundation and Casey Family Programs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2009 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in current and subsequent year costs and revenue of $197,890.  There is no change to the net General Fund cost and no new staff years.  The funding sources for these proposals are as follows:  $305,780 in revenue from Alliance Healthcare Foundation and a $90,000 donation from Casey Family Programs.  No additional appropriations are needed in the current fiscal year.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego’s Public Health Laboratory is one of the regional labs selected by the State to perform Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) Viral Load Testing.  The test is performed to determine the appropriate use of medications for HIV-infected patients.  The State reimburses the County for these services through a revenue agreement.

On September 20, 2005 (11), the Board of Supervisors ratified the revenue agreement with the State Department of Health Services, now the California Department of Public Health, in the amount of $1,050,000 for a three year period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2008.  On May 22, 2007, the Clerk of the Board authorized an amendment in the amount of $100,000 that increased the agreement to $1,150,000.  This item requests to ratify a second amendment to increase the agreement for the period of July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008 in the amount of $297,500 for a total annual amount of $647,500, increasing the entire three-year agreement to $1,447,500.  This increased funding level provides for an additional 2,975 test kits.  

As a result of this amendment, this item also requests to establish appropriations in the current year only for $297,500.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are not included in the FY 2007-2009 Operational Plan.  If approved, the request will result in FY 2007-2008 additional costs and revenue of $297,500 for a total annual amount of $647,500 from the California Department of Public Health.  There will be no changes in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

The agreement will be for a term of one year with four option years and up to an additional six months, if necessary.

If approved, this request will result in estimated costs and revenues of approximately $1,631,291 for FY 08-09 and $1,794,420 for FY 2009-10.  Funding sources are Internal Service Funds and reimbursements from County client departments.  No additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has received a request from the California Statewide Communities Development Authority (the “CSCDA”) to conduct a public hearing as required by the Internal Revenue Code in order to issue tax-exempt revenue bonds (the “Bonds”) in an aggregate amount not to exceed $16 million on behalf of SADI, LLC (the “Borrower”).  The Borrower will use the proceeds of the Bonds for the acquisition, construction, and development of a multifamily rental housing facility, commonly known as Springbrook Grove Apartments, located in Fallbrook, within the unincorporated section of the County of San Diego (the “Project”).  

CSCDA is a California joint exercise of powers authority, organized and existing under the laws of the State of California, specifically the California Government Code Section 6500.  Under the California Government Code, cities and counties are authorized to form, by agreement, a governmental entity that combines the powers of such entities to perform certain governmental functions specifically outlined in the Agreement.  With respect to CSCDA, over 470 California cities, counties and special districts have entered into and executed the Agreement to become a member of the joint powers authority.  CSCDA is authorized to assist in the financing of multi-family housing projects and serve as the conduit issuer of the Bonds.

In order for CSCDA to issue such Bonds, the County must (1) conduct a public hearing, under the Tax and Equity Fiscal Responsibility Act of 1982 (TEFRA), allowing members of the public to comment on the proposed Project, and (2) approve of CSCDA’s issuance of Bonds.  Although CSCDA (not the County) will be the issuer of the tax-exempt revenue bonds for the Project, the financing cannot proceed without the County, as the governmental entity having jurisdiction over the site, approving CSCDA’s issuance of indebtedness.  

This is the same Project for which the Board held a public hearing on                February 7, 2007.  Because the Bonds were not issued within the one-year time frame allotted for the effective period of the public hearing, a new hearing is needed to satisfy the Internal Revenue Code requirements.  The Bond issuance was postponed due to a delay in receiving other funding sources for the Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Chief Administrative Office’s Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  If approved, this proposal will result in $1,000 of unanticipated revenue to be used to reimburse the County for costs associated with this non-County financing.

SADI, LLC shall be responsible for the payment of all present and future costs in connection with the issuance of the Bonds.  The County will incur no obligation of indebtedness as a result of these actions.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego Cable Television & Telecommunications Review Commission proudly recommends for consideration by the Board of Supervisors results of the annual Cable TV Grant Award Program.  The Commission sponsors this annual competition to encourage the development of cable programs that highlight the County's Strategic Initiatives: children, environment, and safe and livable communities.  The Commission also seeks to fund projects that reflect the cultural diversity of San Diego County.
Approval of these recommendations will award five cable television grants of $10,000 each to nonprofit organizations willing to partner with County departments or agencies to produce professional, half-hour video programs to be shown on the County Television Network (CTN).  The five programs all support one or more of the County's three Strategic Initiatives: safe and livable communities, children, and the environment.
