	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Effective July 1, 2010, California law (AB 2917) requires counties to conduct a Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) criminal background check for emergency medical technician (EMT) applicants.  The FBI check is in addition to the current County practice of performing California Department of Justice (DOJ) criminal background checks for EMT certification as well as obtaining subsequent arrest notification.  Before the FBI checks can be implemented, California law [Penal Code Sections 11105(b)(11) and 13300(b)(11)] requires the Board of Supervisors to specifically authorize access to criminal history information for employment, licensing or certification purposes.  Adoption of the attached Resolution will fulfill these requirements.

The California Emergency Medical Services Authority (EMSA) has developed a series of regulations in order to implement the provisions of AB 2917.  These changes, that the County will be required to implement, are collectively known as the EMT 2010 Project.  In the coming months, staff will return to the Board to request approval of additional recommendations required to implement EMT 2010 locally. >>

	<On June 24, 2009 (4), the Board of Supervisors certified the Final Environmental Impact Report, approved the Women’s Detention Facility replacement project and authorized contracts for architectural and project management services for a new women’s detention facility in Santee.  The new facility will replace the existing 40+-year-old Las Colinas Women’s Detention Facility which is located on approximately 16 acres at 9000 Cottonwood Avenue in Santee (Thomas Guide page 1231-E6).  On December 9, 2003 (2), the Board approved a Disposition and Development Agreement between the County and Ryan Companies US, Inc., under which Ryan was given exclusive rights to develop 108 acres of vacant, County-owned surplus property in Santee.  The 108 acres is located west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Mission Gorge Road and is adjacent to the existing Las Colinas Detention Facility.  Ryan’s development of the property has not proceeded as anticipated and only four acres of property have been developed to date.

The selected site for the proposed new detention facility consists of a total of 45 acres, including 16 acres that overlaps a portion of the 108-acre development area.  Staff has made an offer to purchase the development rights for the overlapping area from Ryan Companies US, Inc., however the negotiations have reached an impasse.  The Board is requested to set a hearing for           March 23, 2010 to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action to acquire development rights over the 16-acre overlap area from Ryan Companies US, Inc.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Juveniles are most likely to commit crimes or be victims of crime after school hours and steadily into the early morning.  Therefore, it is imperative that we give our law enforcement the tools they need to be proactive in keeping our kids and community safe.

Recent local statistics regarding juvenile crime indicate that enforcement of a curfew for juveniles decreases the percentage of juvenile victimization and increases the number of arrests for violent crimes during curfew hours.  Currently the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances states that it is unlawful for any minor unaccompanied by an adult to be present in any public place or the premises of any establishment within the unincorporated area of the County during curfew hours of 11 p.m. to 5 a.m.  

This ordinance is not consistent with that of many other large metropolitan jurisdictions in the region such as the City of San Diego, the City of La Mesa, the City of Santee, and the City of El Cajon.  As a result of this inconsistency, law enforcement have witnessed juveniles consistently moving to areas of the unincorporated County in order to avoid the more strict curfew hours in neighboring jurisdictions.  There is no reason that minors should be loitering in our communities unaccompanied by an adult past 10:00 p.m.

Therefore, with the support of the Sheriff and the District Attorney, today’s action will introduce an ordinance to amend the County’s Regulatory Code to reflect active curfew hours of 10:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m. and direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter for the Chair’s signature urging jurisdictions currently under an 11:00 p.m. curfew to amend their local ordinances to implement a 10:00 p.m. curfew.>>

	<This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year operations.  The projected balance for the General Fund is $73.7 million, and for all budgetary funds combined, is $100.7 million.  The projected balance in the General Fund reflects operational savings in the Health and Human Services Agency, Land Use and Environment Group, Community Services Group and Finance and General Government Group. These positive balances are offset by a projected operational shortfall in Public Safety due to an ongoing decline in Proposition 172 sales tax revenues driven by the economic recession wherein we’ve seen significant declines in consumer spending.  In addition, the projected fund balance reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects that general purpose revenues will do better than estimated in the adopted budget.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, adjustments include recommendations to establish appropriations in the Sheriff’s Department to temporarily fund a frozen Sheriff’s captain position to manage the Law Enforcement Coordination Center (LECC) as well as cancel appropriations in the Sheriff’s Department due to the reallocation of grant funds from the Sheriff’s Department back to the City of San Diego and due to the termination of the North County Transit District contract in Fiscal Year      2009-10. Additional recommendations would transfer appropriations to the Medical Examiner to correctly record the expenditures for furniture, fixtures and equipment for the Medical Examiner’s portion of the new Medical Examiner and Forensic Center at the County Operations Center.

In the Land Use and Environment Group, adjustments include a request to establish appropriations in the Department of Parks and Recreation for major maintenance repairs to water and sewer lines at Felicita Park. The funding sources include unanticipated revenue from the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area, the General Fund Fiscal Year 2008-09 fund balance, and miscellaneous other revenue sources.
