	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego is fortunate to have an opportunity to reinvest taxpayer money into our communities for the benefit of the public.  This action today will assist several community-based organizations in meeting the needs of individuals and families.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact of the proposed recommendations is $840,000.  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR COX:
1. Allocate $10,000 from Community Projects budget (0261) to the San Diego Friends of Parks and Recreation Foundation for the purchase of annual passes, skateboards and safety equipment for youth in the communities of Stockton, Logan Heights and Memorial.

2. Allocate $5,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the South Bay Partnership Coalition to support the 3rd Annual “Males as Positive Forces” conference.

3. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Big Brothers & Sisters of San Diego County for information technology infrastructure.

4. Allocate $5,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the San Diego Council of the Navy League for costs associated with the Navy League 2004 National Convention.

5. Find that the allocation to the Mental Health Association in San Diego County is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.

6. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Mental Health Association in San Diego County for permitting fees, renovation and equipment for a new kitchen at the Visions client-operated, social rehabilitation and vocational training center in Chula Vista.

7. Find that the Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for the Bonita-Sunnyside Library and Museum project is on file with the Department of General Services and was prepared in compliance with the CEQA and State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision-making body reviewed and considered the information contained therein before approving the project, and that the MND reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors; and find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted MND, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the MND was prepared.

8. Transfer $800,000 from the Community Projects budget (0261) to the Capital Project KK3458, Bonita-Sunnyside Library and Museum Project.

9. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute a grant agreement with the organizations listed in Recommendations 1, 2, 3, 4 and 6 establishing terms for receipt of the funds described above.

10. Find that all grant awards described above have a public purpose.

	POLICY ON LIMITING THE PURCHASES OF SPORT UTILITY VEHICLES (SUV) FOR THE COUNTY  

(DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Of the 4,000 vehicles the County of San Diego currently has in its fleet, 188 non-law enforcement vehicles are Sport Utility types (SUVs).  Evidence from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has shown that SUVs consume more gas and cause more emissions that negatively impact our air quality.  As a member of the California Air Resources Board (CARB), I review the data on what poor air quality does to children and adults with asthma and feel this issue needs to be addressed seriously by this body.  Also, the taxpayer has an interest in knowing that the excessive cost for fuel consumption of these vehicles is impacting our limited resources at the county.  I am not opposed to individuals owning SUVs and they do serve a valuable purpose for certain job functions in the county.  However, as a public agency, we have a duty to preserve public health and limit, where we control, the purchases of these vehicles that impact the air quality in our region and add an excessive cost to our budget.  Although, the County of San Diego’s Department of General Services should be commended for their support of the environment by using re-refined oil to reduce virgin oil consumption and implements an unwritten policy of purchasing Alternative Fuel Vehicles (AFVs) and hybrid vehicles where necessary, I believe a more formalized policy should be adopted by this Board to limit the purchases of SUVs for only those functions that absolutely require the unique features of an SUV.

	SUPERVISOR ROBERTS:

Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to:

Work with County Counsel to develop a policy for the Director of General Services to purchase the appropriate size of vehicle for each County vehicle assignment, specifically evaluating fuel efficiency, emissions and standardization of maintenance in arriving at the decision of the appropriate vehicle.  The goal is to purchase the most fuel efficient, lowest emission vehicle available within the class of vehicle that is available through the County’s acquisition contract.  Sport Utility Vehicles (SUVs) will not be purchased unless justified based on verified work assignment.  Also, in all fleet vehicle purchases, to the extent practical, the County of San Diego will continue to support Alternative Fuel Vehicles (AFV) and strategies to reduce the consumption of petroleum based fuels.  Law Enforcement vehicles will be exempt from this policy.

	CUSTOMER SATISFACTION – REPORT ON CUSTOMER SERVICE SURVEYS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The citizens of San Diego County expect quality services whether shopping at a local business or requesting a service delivered by a local government agency.  In fact, customers served by the government should have even higher expectations from public agencies because they cannot go elsewhere for service. Customer service improvement        is one of the Board priorities, and a key theme of the Chief Administrative Officer's goals.  Providing residents of San Diego County with superior County services in terms of quality, timeliness and value is one way this County is earning the respect and support of its residents.

Customer feedback is provided to the County through the Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey and numerous departmental customer service surveys.  We also assess the quality of service delivery internally through Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys.  

This report summarizes the customer satisfaction data obtained from the following survey tools: 

· The tenth Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey, conducted in November 2003, and

· The Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys conducted during Calendar Year 2003.

As was shown in previous Surveys, the County’s customers remain generally satisfied with County services.

The results for the November 2003 Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey were distributed to departments through the Customer Service Leadership Committee.  Departments reviewed the results and are working to correct any identified weaknesses.   Department Heads also receive the results of each round of Mystery and Phone Shopping Surveys to encourage continuous program improvement.

It has grown from 10 member agencies to 50 members from the Federal, State and local level.  While still going strong, an effort has been underway to transition the governance from ARJIS Board of Directors to the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG).

Today’s action would approve the consolidation of ARJIS into SANDAG, approve the revised ARJIS Joint Powers Agreement, and appoint Supervisor Pam Slater to serve as the County’s representative on SANDAG’s new Public Safety Policy Advisory Committee.

On December 6, 2001, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting issued a Request for Bid (RFB) for forensic toxicology services that ultimately led to the awarding of a contract to Pacific Toxicology Laboratories which will expire on June 30, 2004.

With the expansion of the designer drug market, it is necessary to have flexibility in the choice of vendors and determine which vendor can best provide for the testing of a wide variety of drugs. Furthermore, the Sheriff’s Crime Lab recently received accreditation from the American Society of Crime Lab Directors/Laboratory Accreditation Board (ASCLD/LAB) and vendors must be evaluated to ensure the vendor’s operations comply with Crime Lab and ASCLD/LAB standards. For these reasons, the Sheriff’s Department is seeking authorization to issue an RFP for the acquisition of forensic toxicology services.

	The Board of Supervisors has placed a high priority on strengthening regional preparedness for acts of terrorism or other disasters, as reflected by actions on October 16, 2001 (1) and January 15, 2002 (1) appropriating one-time Tobacco Settlement funding for projects to improve emergency terrorism preparedness.  More recently, on June 18, 2002 (7) and October 29, 2002 (5), the Board approved a revenue contract with the State to provide Fiscal Year 2002-03 funding in the amounts of $637,109 and $2,828,445 for bioterrorism preparedness respectively.

Today’s action requests Board approval for continuation of the revenue agreement with the State that will provide a total of $4,384,626 in funding in Fiscal Year 2003-04.  The funding is divided into seven categories: planning (including smallpox planning), surveillance and epidemiology, communications and information technology, risk communication, education and training for healthcare providers, Strategic National Stockpile, and Laboratory capacity. Given that the California Department of Health Services has approved the County of San Diego Local Bioterrorism Preparedness Funding Plan last Fiscal Year, this Fiscal Year’s funding requires the County to submit an Agreement Form indicating the County’s agreement to the Statement of Work (SOW) provided by the State, together with a budget justification.  This SOW will constitute the County’s work plan for this Fiscal Year, and the budget justification details how the money will be spent by focus area.

This item supports the Safe and Livable Communities initiative in the County’s Strategic Plan by enhancing regional preparedness to respond to public health hazards from bioterrorism or other disasters.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds of $3,465,554 are included in the Health and Human Services Agency’s FY 2003-2004 Operational Plan based upon the expected State allocation to the County of San Diego.  Because the State allocated the County the amount of $4,384,626 to be spent during FY 2003-04, an additional amount of $919,072 must be appropriated so that the County is able to spend this money on enhancing preparedness activities.  If approved, this will result in the addition of $919,072 in FY 2003-2004 revenue.  The funding source is the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention via the California Department of Health Services.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  Future year funding is contingent upon federal reauthorization and appropriation.  The federal project period runs through August 2005.  At the present time, level funding is expected through at least June 2004.

In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to amend contract No. 45762 with the Council of Community Clinics to extend the contract term through June 30, 2009, and up to an additional six months if needed, to expand upon the Disaster Preparedness Training Program for community clinics to include extended clinic operations during an emergency event in order to extend their response capabilities outside their everyday operations, subject to the availability of funds; and to amend the contract as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.  Prior to the exercise of each option year, HHSA, in conjunction with the Department of Purchasing and Contracting, will conduct, validate, and provide evidence to the Purchasing Agent that the initial sole source findings remain valid. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 6, 1997 (7), at the recommendation of Supervisors Cox and Jacob, the Board of Supervisors approved the development of the San Diego County Child and Family Health and Well-Being Report Card.  Subsequently on June 16, 1998 (28), the Board approved the use of public and private funds for Report Card development and production.  In its fifth year of production, this Report Card has provided a regular, systematic tool for monitoring indicators of economic security, health, access to services, safety and educational achievement that reflect the health and well being of children and families in San Diego County.  Data in the Report Card are tracked over time to establish a trend.  These trends are then tested for statistical significance over a three to five year period.  When available, the most current data are compared with the state and the nation.

The 2003 Report Card provides data on 28 measures of child and family health and well being, using 30 different data sources.  Improvement over a three- to five-year period is shown for 13 of 30 data sources—children in poverty, CalWORKs assistance, teen births, immunizations in young children (HHSA survey), child abuse and neglect, youth offenders, violent crime victimization (ages 0-11), violent crime victimization (ages 12-17), unintentional injury hospitalizations and deaths of children and youth, motor vehicle injury and death due to alcohol (ages 0-15), high school dropouts, Stanford-9 reading scores (3rd Grade), and Stanford-9 reading scores (8th Grade).  Nine data sources show little change and, for five data sources, there are not enough data to determine progress.   Over a five-year period, only three data sources show worsening conditions—unemployment rates, self-inflicted non-fatal hospitalized injuries among children and youth (ages 13-18), and motor vehicle injury and death due to alcohol (ages 16-20).

On December 3, 2002 (2), the Board directed staff to evaluate the improvement or addition of measures to enhance the value of the Report Card.  An independent advisory committee has recommended improvements to the measures for attempted suicide, and identified a measure for oral health.  This item requests that the Board approve the additional measures, and receive the San Diego County Child and Family Health and Well-Being Report Card 2003.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since July 21, 1998 (27), the Board of Supervisors has been entering into a revenue agreement with the California Department of Mental Health to provide Medi-Cal Specialty Mental Health Services to eligible persons in San Diego County.  This agreement is a significant source of revenue for public mental health services, and will provide $14,205,954 in funding for the current fiscal year.  On July 10, 2001 (13), the Board authorized the Clerk of the Board to execute ongoing renewals and extensions to these annual agreements when there are no material changes to the terms, conditions, programs and funding covered by the agreement.   The Fiscal Year 2003-04 Managed Care Revenue Agreement contains several material changes, requiring a return to the Board for review and ratification of the current year agreement.  The material changes include incorporation of requirements for Day Treatment and Day Rehabilitation programs, Therapeutic Behavioral Services payment authorizations, new federal Program Integrity standards, and Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act procedures.  These requirements, which have already been implemented, strengthen program oversight, add fiscal and administrative integrity procedures, and add compliance procedures.   Mental Health Services is receiving $852,223 less in funding for this contract due to State budget reductions.   The effect of the cut was addressed in overall budget reductions for Mental Health Services for FY 2003-04.  

This action seeks Board ratification of the Fiscal Year 2003-04 Agreement and authorization for its execution by the Clerk of the Board, as well as seeking authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute subsequent renewals, extensions and amendments to future Managed Care Revenue Agreements when there are no material changes to terms, conditions, programs and funding.   

Today’s action also seeks Board authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute any Fiscal Year 2003-04 amendments that deal solely with the upcoming implementation by the State of revised federal Medicaid regulations.  State implementation of the revised federal Medicaid regulations will result in several changes to this Agreement, through one or more amendments.   The State has not yet finalized the amendment(s).  Counties are expected to be in compliance with virtually all of the federal requirements by June 30, 2004.

Finally, today’s action seeks Board approval to send a letter to the State Department of Mental Health to express concern regarding the under-funding of FY 2003-04 Managed Care Agreement and request a reduction in the administrative burden to counties.

	The federal Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), through the California Department of Health Services, has allocated $2.85 million to the County of San Diego for Fiscal Year 2003/04 to support local bioterrorism preparedness activities.  The funding is earmarked for hospitals, outpatient facilities and the emergency medical services (EMS) system to upgrade local readiness to respond to acts of terrorism, outbreaks of infectious disease, and other public health threats and emergencies. 

County staff have worked with the Healthcare Association of San Diego and Imperial Counties, the Council of Community Clinics and other stakeholders to develop the local plan which allocates the HRSA funding to address critical readiness benchmarks established by HRSA. Today’s recommendations include several contract actions with local health care organizations to implement the local plan in accordance with the federal guidelines.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	San Diego County has received funding from the State Department of Health Services since July 1, 1996, for the provision of HIV education and prevention services.  Today’s items include requests for new and ongoing provision of those services.

A portion of the County’s HIV/AIDS funding is provided through the California Department of Health Services, Office of AIDS, AIDS Master Grant Agreement, which your Board most recently authorized amendments for on September 16, 2003 (3).  The State AIDS Master Grant has an array of HIV/AIDS prevention and surveillance service components, including an Education and Prevention service component, with various funding agreement terms.  The State allocates a portion of the funding directly to county governments, but also requires a competitive grant application process from the County of San Diego to determine other parts of the funding awards.

Three areas of the Education and Prevention service component:  1) Education and Prevention (Early Intervention – Bridge Project and Positive Changes), 2) High Risk Initiatives, and 3) Educational Interventions, are currently in the final year of a three-year agreement, which will be ending on June 30, 2004.  These are three areas that require a competitive process for funding.  For the County to receive the maximum funding available from the State, authorization is requested for staff to submit proposals to the California Department of Health Services for the HIV Bridge Project and Positive Changes, and to submit proposals for the High-Risk and Educational Intervention Initiatives funding.  Request for Applications are anticipated to be released by the State Office of AIDS in early 2004, with estimated award amounts ranging from $1 to $2 million, based on the State budget for FY 2004-05.  In anticipation of a successful submission and funding award of the HIV High-Risk and Educational Initiatives, authorization is requested to conduct competitive solicitations for the services, and to award contracts effective July 1, 2004.

Another component of State Office of AIDS, AIDS Master Grant Agreement funding is for HIV education and prevention services targeting injection drug users and their partners.  The current funding level is expected to be decreased next fiscal year from $600,000 to approximately $500,000.  By re-procuring services provided by all four current contractors, community-based organizations will have an opportunity to redesign the services to focus on the most effective interventions with the targeted population given the reduced funding levels.  Therefore, authorization is requested to conduct a competitive solicitation for HIV education and prevention services targeting injection drug users, and to award contracts effective July 1, 2004.

	The Fiscal Year 2003-2005 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes $2,279,322 annual costs and revenue based on the State of California Department of Health Services, State Office of AIDS Master Grant Agreement.  There will be no increase in General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	HIV/AIDS-RELATED RYAN WHITE CARE ACT REVENUE AND SERVICES  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has provided HIV care and treatment services to persons with HIV and AIDS disease for the past thirteen years.  These services are funded by multiple revenue sources, including the federal Ryan White Comprehensive AIDS Resource Emergency (CARE) Act Title I and Title II, through the Federal Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA).

The County receives Ryan White CARE Act funding for essential services such as primary care, case management and other support services for HIV/AIDS-impacted persons.  On September 12, 2001 (17), the Board authorized staff to submit applications for the fourteenth year of Title I funding for the period of March 1, 2004 through February 28, 2005, and for the fourteenth year of Title II funding for the period of April 1, 2004 through March 31, 2005.  The application was submitted on October 23, 2003, with award still pending.  Board approval is requested today to accept the Year 14 Title I grant amount of up to $11,841,833 and the Title II amount of up to $935,887 for this year. 

The County of San Diego currently contracts with several community-based providers to provide Ryan White CARE Act funded HIV/AIDS-related services to approximately 3,500 persons each year.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan includes $10,645,303 in CARE Act Title I revenue and $774,839 in CARE Act Title II revenue.  There will be no change to subsequent year’s costs and revenues.  There will be no increase in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  The funds for CARE Act Title II are federal funds that pass through the state and are not impacted by the Governor’s proposed budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This report provides the status of the County’s FY 2003-04 Operational Plan, an update on Firestorm 2003 recovery efforts, a proposal to extinguish certain SANCAL debt, recommendations for budget adjustments, revenue agreements and contract amendments, and a first look at the implications of the Governor’s Proposed Budget for FY 2004-05 for the County of San Diego.

The current projected fund balance for the General Fund for FY 2003-04 is $25.0 million, which is $38.0 million less than the $63.0 million we projected at the end of the 1st quarter.  The decrease is related to both the loss of Vehicle License Fee revenue and various necessary unplanned expenses.  More detail is provided in the background section below.

The County has made significant progress in recovery tasks for Firestorm 2003.  Virtually all of the erosion control work related to County roads and private property has been accomplished and debris removal is approximately 30% complete.  The dollars appropriated so far, however, are not sufficient to complete the work.  It is requested that an additional $10.1 million be allocated to the recovery efforts at this time for private property debris removal, erosion control and debris removal in County parks, burned vehicle removal, and building permit processing.  More details are in the recommendations and background section below.  

In light of the State Budget Crisis, this status report would not be complete without looking forward to Fiscal Year 2004-05. The Governor’s Proposed Budget for FY 2004-05, if enacted, would be challenging for the County to implement due to the broad array of categorical programs that are being cut and the shift of property tax to the schools.  We must, however, because of the severity of the State’s budget problem and the lack of alternative proposals, use the Governor’s Proposed Budget as the basis for the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2004-05 and 2005-06.  While we will be examining all possible avenues to mitigate the loss of these revenues, it is likely that we will have no choice but to eliminate many positions from the County’s workforce. We have been closely managing the filling of vacant positions in light of State Budget uncertainties, but it may become necessary to lay off an undetermined number of employees.

	The funds for a portion of these requests are not budgeted. These actions will cancel budgeted appropriations and the related sources of funding in the amount of $14,320,848.
