	AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT WITH CALTRANS – DRAINAGE EASEMENTS ALONG STATE ROUTE 125 (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 15, 1995 (21), the Board approved Cooperative Agreement No. 11-8181 for Sweetwater Road drainage easements with the State of California Department of Transportation (Caltrans).  This agreement, with initial expiration date of December 31, 1999, allowed Caltrans to take ownership of various drainage easements to construct State Route 125 freeway (SR-125) in the Spring Valley area.  The agreement also provided for Caltrans to return those easements outside of the freeway right-of-way to the County and the Flood Control District, upon completion of construction. 

This arrangement benefits the community by providing improved drainage facilities that greatly decrease the risk of flooding.  It also benefits the County and its residents through lower maintenance costs during construction because Caltrans maintains the facilities.  When those easements are returned to the County the permanent drainage facilities will be less costly to maintain than those previously existing. 

This is a request to amend the agreement with Caltrans extending the termination date to December 31, 2004 allowing sufficient time for completion of SR-125.

	AGREEMENT WITH SHEA HOMES LIMITED PARTNERSHIP FOR CONSTRUCTION OF FLOOD CONTROL FACILITIES IN VALLE DE ORO (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project is a planned development consisting of 126 residential lots, with a maximum of 103 dwelling units, 10 private street lots, 6 open space lots, 1 detention basin lot, and a total acreage of 68.79 acres.  It is located in the Jamacha area, north of Hillsdale Road, approximately 2,000 feet east of Jamacha Road. (Thomas Guide, Page 1272, B-2, 2004 Edition).  On April 4, 2001 (19), the Board of Supervisors approved the final map and the secured agreement for the public and private improvements for this project (TM 4794-1).

This is a request to approve an agreement between the San Diego Flood Control District and Shea Homes Limited Partnership for design and construction of master planned drainage facilities in Hillsdale Ranch development.  The agreement is pursuant to the County’s Drainage Fee Ordinance, and provides reimbursement to the Developer for Flood Control District’s share of design and construction of flood control facilities.    

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2003-04 San Diego County Flood Control District Budget.  Funding source is San Diego County Flood Control District.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $91,004, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.
