The North County Gang Commission will blend experts from education, law enforcement, business, social and health services to provide an open forum for discussion and recommended action on gang-related issues in the North County. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 6, 2007 (2) your Board authorized the Probation Department to apply for up to $175,000 of Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) funds for the Enhanced Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) Technical Assistance Project Grant.  The CSA made funding available for California Probation Departments in an effort to assist in establishing or strengthening the foundation for a Disproportionate Minority Contact reduction effort.  This is a three-phase year-to-year grant project where year one is competitive and the following years are open for application only.

On January 30, 2008, CSA notified the Probation Department that the application was approved.  This is a request to accept CSA funds in the amount of $154,800 for the period January 1, 2008 to December 31, 2008 for the DMC Technical Assistance Project.  The CSA grant funds will be used to support the education of stakeholders (e.g., police, judges, district attorneys, public defenders, social service agencies, community-based organizations) about the Probation Department’s DMC efforts and to engage these stakeholders in the development of a long-term DMC reduction plan. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 07-08 Adopted Operational Plan for the Probation Department. If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $77,400.  The unanticipated revenue is from the Corrections Standards Authority.  The remaining grant amount will be reflected in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Year 08-10 Operational Plan for the Probation Department.
The grant will be used to contract with Children’s Initiative in the amount of $62,500 and with SANDAG in the amount of $62,500.  It will also be used to pay for a percentage (.20 FTE) of an Analyst position in the Probation Department in the amount of $24,000 and an additional $5,800 in services and supplies.  This action will not require the addition of staff years.

	On March 20, 2007 (5), your Board adopted a resolution authorizing the submission of the Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention Act (JJCPA) application for continued funding and modifications to the Comprehensive Multi-Agency Juvenile Justice Plan (CMJJP) for Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The JJCPA allocation for Fiscal Year 2008-09 is $10,016,792, including anticipated additional interest through June 30, 2009 in the amount of $250,000.  This is a request to adopt a resolution approving the modification to the CMJJP. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	JJCPA funds in the amount of $10,045,224 (including $250,000 anticipated interest) are included in the CAO’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 and 2008-09 Operational Plan, in the Probation Department ($8,748,541) and in the Health and Human Services Agency ($1,296,683).  The funding source is the Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention Act from the California State Corrections Standards Authority (CSA).  If approved, this request will result in $10,016,792 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs and revenues ($8,720,109 in the Probation Department and $1,296,683 in HHSA) and will require no additional staff years.  The $28,432 reduction is due to the CSA re-allocating funding based on changing California County populations.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 24, 2007 (25) your Board ratified the October 21, 2007 Proclamation of Local Emergency issued by the Chief Administrative Officer (“CAO”), serving as the County’s Director of Emergency Services and as Coordinator of the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization.  The Proclamation was issued as a result of fires in the County collectively known as “Firestorm 2007.”  Government Code section 8630(c)(1) requires local governing bodies to review the need for continuing the local emergency at its regularly scheduled meetings until the local emergency is terminated.  On November 7, 2007 (20), December 4, 2007 (5), January 8, 2008 (8),                January 29, 2008 (5), and February 12, 2008 (3) your Board found that there was a need for continuing the local emergency.  Government Code section 8630 (d) requires local governing bodies to proclaim the termination of the local emergency at the earliest possible date that conditions warrant.  This is a request to find that conditions no longer warrant an extension of the local emergency and that the local emergency shall be terminated.

	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request.

	HIV/AIDS REVENUE AND SERVICES (DISTRICTS:  ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has provided care and treatment services to persons with AIDS and HIV disease for the past seventeen years.  These services are funded annually by multiple revenue sources, including the federal Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006 (RWTMA) Part A (formerly Title I), Part B (formerly Title II) and Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI).  The RWTMA was reauthorized and signed into law on December 19, 2006 for three additional years through September 30, 2009.  On         July 31, 2007 (6), this Board authorized staff to submit applications for the eighteenth year of Part A funding for the period of March 1, 2008 through February 28, 2009, and for the eighteenth year of Part B funding for the period of April 1, 2008 through    March 31, 2009.  The Part A application was submitted on November 2, 2007.  

Today’s action requests Board approval to accept the Year 18 Part A grant amount of up to $10,649,498 and the Part B amount of up to $1,317,741, totaling $11,967,239.  These amounts represent a ten percent increase above the amounts that were awarded in     Year 17, and are the maximum amounts that the County may receive.  

Authority is also requested to submit applications for continuation Year 2 MAI funding for services to be delivered during the period of August 1, 2008 through July 31, 2009.  The County was awarded $543,389 in MAI funding on August 1, 2007 for services through July 31, 2008.  It is anticipated that funds for Year 2 MAI will be awarded on or about August 1, 2008. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan includes costs and revenue of $9,593,505 for this proposal.  The funding sources are federal RWTMA Part A ($8,805,793), Part B ($787,712) and MAI ($0).  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  Actual award amounts could be up to $10,649,498 for Part A and $1,317,741 for Part B.  If the amount of funding awarded for Part A and Part B exceeds the amount that is already budgeted, staff will return to the Board to appropriate the additional funds.

	MEDI-CAL PROGRAM MODIFICATIONS (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	California’s Medi-Cal program provides basic health care safety net services to qualified, low-income residents of California.  State law requires that County employees perform eligibility and enrollment services for the program.  The County’s Health and Human Services Agency, under the direction and authority of the California Department of Health Care Services, currently manages a caseload of approximately 260,000 Medi-Cal recipients.  

According to regulations, Medi-Cal recipients are entitled to either the full range of health care services offered by the program or restricted benefits (emergency and pregnancy-related only), depending on their citizenship or immigration status.  U.S. citizens, nationals and legal immigrant residents may receive full-scope benefits, while undocumented immigrants are eligible for emergency and pregnancy related services only.  

Under new rules mandated by the federal government, many Medi-Cal applicants and recipients who apply for full-scope services must provide documentation of citizenship and identity.  Individuals who fail to provide the appropriate documentation will receive limited healthcare coverage.  

Beginning April 2008, County staff will notify, collect, review, certify as acceptable, and photocopy original documentation for the affected population, and determine the appropriate level of benefits.  If approved, this request would authorize the addition of ten staff to handle the increased County workload resulting from the new rules.  Federal and State Medi-Cal funds will offset these increased costs. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in additional current year costs and revenue of $118,512 and ongoing cost and revenues of $676,318.  The funding source is federal and State Medi-Cal revenues.  If approved, the request will result in the addition of ten staff years and no change to the County General Fund cost.  No additional appropriations are required in the current fiscal year.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency provides numerous services to the public based on a fee for service schedule.  Periodically, changes in state law or in the cost of providing these services require rate modifications to achieve cost recovery.  Today's proposed actions, if approved, will make two modifications to the County of San Diego Administrative Code.  The first modification is required by recent legislative changes to statewide vital records and statistics requirements.  The second modification clarifies language permitting the County to recover the costs of services provided from patients or responsible relatives in appropriate cases through the imposition of liens as provided by state law.

Pursuant to recently enacted Senate Bill 850 (2007), this item requests authority to establish a fee of $20.00 for a Certificate of Still Birth and to amend the County Administrative Code relating to Vital Records Fee Schedule to include the fee authorized by Senate Bill 850.  In addition, consistent with Welfare & Institutions Code section 17109, it is proposed that language be added to the County Administrative Code to clarify the authority of the Health and Human Services Agency and Revenue and Recovery to seek recovery of costs in appropriate cases for services provided to patients, through available legal methods including executing and filing of liens.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency Operational Plan for FY 2007-09 includes  $1,655,385 costs and revenues for the Office of Vital Records and Statistics based on fees from birth and death certificates and other sources of revenue.  Approval of this action will result in no increased cost to the County General Fund and no increase to budgeted positions.

	Title 13 of the California Code of Regulations requires that ambulances carry spare wheels of appropriate load rating and tools for wheel changes.  Section 2512 of the California Vehicle Code authorizes the Department of California Highway Patrol, upon request from the Board of Supervisors for reasons of public health and safety, to grant exemptions to noncommercial ambulances from the spare wheel requirement for up to two years.  Exemption from the spare wheel requirement enables ambulances to carry additional medical supplies and equipment.

Today’s action requests continued exemption from the spare wheel requirement for San Diego County Service Ares (CSA) 69 Ambulances and the City of Santee and Lakeside for the period of January 1, 2008 through December 31, 2009.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 11, 2003 (7), the Board of Supervisors approved an Option Agreement for the purchase for a 0.78-acre site in Alpine, for construction of a new Alpine library.  The site is located north of Alpine Boulevard and is a portion of a property owned and occupied by Alpine Community Center.  (Thomas Guide, page 1234, B6).  The total purchase price under the Option Agreement was $256,000.  The Board also directed that grant applications be made under the California Library Bond Act (Proposition 14) to obtain funds to construct a new Alpine Library to replace the existing leased facility.  The grant applications were unsuccessful.  The option to purchase was subsequently extended through June 30, 2008.  As one condition of the extension, the appraisal was to be updated to reflect current market value of the property at the time the County exercised its option to purchase.  A recent appraisal update indicates the current market value is $510,000.  During the past three years, option consideration payments totaling $36,800 have been paid to the seller for the original option and two extensions; this amount will be applied to the purchase price.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Animal Services has received numerous gifts from individuals and groups that are interested in promoting the health and well-being of animals in our communities.  County of San Diego Administrative Code, Section 66, permits the acceptance of gifts by the administrative head of each department of the County, subject to ratification by the Board of Supervisors.  A report of all individual gifts not exceeding $5,000, and Board of Supervisors’ ratification of individual gifts over $5,000, is required.  This action will ratify or accept gifts received by the Department of Animal Services between the period of January 1, 2005 and December 31, 2007. 

In addition to these gifts to the Department of Animal Services, the Department also received a donation of $20,000 from The Humane Society of the United States during this period. This is the first series of Bonds to be issued following the November, 2006 bond authorization. The governing board of the District has previously adopted its Resolution No. 3781 to provide for issuance and sale of the Bonds pursuant to the provisions of the California Government Code. 	The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services recently initiated a plan to regionalize Disaster Medical Assistance Team (DMAT) medical supply caches in southern California.  Effective March 31, 2008, the cache located here in San Diego and used by our local DMAT will lose its federal funding and its supplies will be removed and relocated to Los Angeles.
After carefully assessing the consequences of this plan with our local public health and emergency medical services personnel in the County of San Diego Health and Human Services Agency and the disaster planning personnel in the County of San Diego Office of Emergency Services, along with the leadership of our local DMAT, it was determined that eliminating this local resource would significantly threaten our ability to respond to a local disaster and compromise the public safety of our residents.  

Today, we are asking for your support in protecting this vital resource and ensure that it remains in San Diego.  We urge you to approve the following recommendations.
