	APPROVE 2006 EMISSION REDUCTION SCHOOL BUS PROJECTS AND APPROPRIATE FUNDS   (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to approve projects and allocate $1,894,189 to fund the Lower-Emission School Bus Program in San Diego County based on the following sources of funding: $1,289,732 in State Lower-Emission School Bus Program Funds, $218,063 in Palomar Energy Mitigation Funds, and $386,394 in Calpine Mitigation Funds.  These funds will be used to retrofit 139 diesel school buses with particulate matter filters, purchase 11 cleaning systems for maintaining particulate filters, and replace 42 compressed natural gas tanks that have reached the end of their service life on compressed natural gas-fueled buses.  This is also a request to appropriate $394,020.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Total cost of proposed projects is $1,894,189.  Requested appropriations of $394,020, based on $175,957 in school bus fund balance and $218,063 based on mitigation fund balances, are not included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  Previous Board actions appropriated $1,500,169 for school bus emission reduction projects; $1,051,000, $386,394, and $62,775.  Indirect costs to administer this program are estimated at $11,190 and are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan and funded by the Motor Vehicle Registration Fund.  Waiver is requested for the cost of administering these funds.  If approved, this request will result in costs of $1,894,189.  It will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund cost.

	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts - Department  responsibility for cost recovery because the funding offsets only direct costs. 

2. Approve the recommended 2006 School Bus Program Projects.

3. Establish appropriations of $175,957 in the School Bus Program Fund for approved projects based on fund balance.   (4 VOTES)
4. Establish appropriations of $218,063 in the Palomar Energy Project Mitigation Fund for approved projects based on fund balance.   (4 VOTES)
5. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to award contracts for a term of five years for approved 2006 School Bus Program projects, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding that do not materially impact or alter the program or cost, subject to the approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.

6. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to use the State 2006 Lower-Emission School Bus Program Guidelines selection methodology to identify a substitute project to replace any approved project for which an agreement cannot be successfully negotiated within 120 days from the date of Board approval, or that may become ineligible, or withdraw from the program.
