	On January 31, 2007 (10), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended setting hearing for February 28, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to improve the appearance of communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public. Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step includes adopting a resolution of intention setting February 28, 2007, for a public hearing.  The second step on 
February 28, 2007, will be to hear public testimony and at close of the public hearing, consider adopting an ordinance forming the district.

	On October 18, 2006 (6), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the Ramona Valley Winery Association, the San Diego County Farm Bureau and any other interested winery owners to investigate options that would allow boutique wineries to expand and operate successfully by right without burdensome regulations.  The Board of Supervisors, on the added recommendation of Supervisor Horn, also directed staff to develop a map of current San Diego wineries and a cost estimate for creating signage that identifies the San Diego Wine Region.

This report presents the results of this investigation and includes four options for the Board to consider for the future regulation of wineries.

	This is a request to vacate 0.31-acres of open space easement on the Tangorra property  located at 8356 and 8366 O’Connell Road in the unincorporated Pepper Drive-Bostonia Community Planning area of San Diego County (Thomas Brothers:  Page 1231, H7). There are three areas of open space easements to be vacated.  Two areas were dedicated for Coastal sage scrub and steep slope protection as shown on recorded Parcel Map PM 17729.  The third easement area was dedicated as open space for sensitive habitat lands and steep slopes on recorded Parcel Map PM16576.

The General Plan Land Use Designation is (6) Residential and the zoning is RR1, Rural Residential Use Regulation.  The project is in the Pre-approved Mitigation Area (PAMA) of the Metro-Lakeside-Jamul segment of the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP).

The area of the open space easement to be vacated has been impacted as a result of required fire clearing around the existing residence.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 11, 2002 (8), your Board approved initiatives to meet or exceed the State’s Integrated Waste Management Act requirement to divert 50% of solid waste generated in the unincorporated County. One of the initiatives was to promote construction and demolition recycling by developing a County ordinance. Local and State landfill surveys estimate that construction and demolition refuse make up 20% to 35% of the waste being landfilled. This includes cardboard, rock, soil, metal, wood, asphalt, gypsum, carpet and a variety of items including windows and doors. Diversion of these materials from the landfill would ensure maintenance of at least 50% diversion from land filling.  Staff identified two challenges early in the development of the ordinance: First, with several county jurisdictions developing Construction and Demolition recycling programs, builders should have as much consistency as possible from one jurisdiction to another. Second, while there were many facilities that would accept materials, there was no large mixed facility in the County, without which builders would have to sort all materials at the construction site.

To provide consistency across jurisdictions, staff worked with the SANDAG Integrated Waste Management Task Force Technical Advisory Committee, which has members from all the cities in the county, to draft a model Construction and Demolition Recycling Ordinance that could be adopted by cities and the County. The Ordinance presented today is based on the countywide model ordinance developed by the committee.  

On December 1, 2004 (8), your Board authorized issuance of a Request for Proposals for technical assistance grant funding for a mixed construction and demolition recycling facility. The $400,000 grant was awarded to SANCO and the new facility opened on January 15, 2007. It is the first large volume mixed construction and demolition recycling plant in the region. This facility will supplement the recycling opportunities already available from the numerous recycling centers spread throughout the County that currently process sorted construction and demolition debris.

This is a request to consider adoption of an ordinance intended to increase diversion of construction and demolition materials from landfill disposal.  The Ordinance establishes a deposit program to provide an incentive for generators of construction and demolition debris 
to recycle or reuse materials rather than landfilling them. The deposit system will apply to projects of 40,000 square feet or larger. 

In addition, on March 14, 2007, your Board will be requested to amend Board Policy G-15, Design Standards for County Facilities, to align it with this new Ordinance. General Services and the Department of Public Works Recycling Section have worked together for the past two years to ensure that all County projects will meet the recycling standards in the proposed Ordinance and contractors in construction are currently practicing recycling.  This amendment will institutionalize this practice.

	Staff estimates that, in the first year, 30 to 40 building permit applicants will be required to deposit a performance guarantee. On December 18, 2006, staff held a stakeholder workshop to gain input on the draft ordinance.  On January 11, 2007, staff met with the Industry Advisory Group of the Department of Planning and Land Use to review the ordinance and get input.  During the drafting of the countywide model ordinance, there were 18 public meetings to gain input from industry

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Office of Traffic Safety’s mission is to obtain and effectively administer traffic safety grant funds for use by local agencies to reduce deaths, injuries and economic losses resulting from traffic related collisions.

The Department of Public Works proposes to install in-pavement warning light systems at two school crosswalks. One system will be installed on Lakeshore Drive immediately east of Petite Lane in Lakeside (Thomas Guide, Page 1232, C3).  The crosswalk at this location serves school pedestrians attending Lindo Park Elementary School, Our Lady of Perpetual Help Elementary School, Tierra del Sol Middle School, and El Capitan High School. This location was selected because of the high number of school pedestrians using this crossing. The other system will be installed at a mid-block crosswalk on Ramona Oaks Road just west of Daza Drive in Ramona (Thomas Guide, Page 1173, G3) and serves school pedestrians attending James Dukes Elementary School. This location was selected because a mid-block crosswalk presents a greater risk to pedestrians than crosswalks located at intersections.

This is a request to accept grant funding from the Office of Traffic Safety for in-pavement warning light systems.  The total amount of the grant is $42,000.  In addition, it is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsible bidder of a contract to furnish and install the in-pavement warning light systems.  Lastly, it is a request to approve funding of the $18,000 equipment installation cost via the Road Fund.  Construction is scheduled to begin in Summer 2007 and be completed by late August 2007.  On March 22, 2000 (17), your Board authorized the Director, Department of Public Works, to pursue highway safety related grants. This item includes a request to reaffirm that authorization. Requests to accept grants will continue to be brought to the Board for approval.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted. Funding sources for this project are Gas Tax revenue ($18,000) and a grant from the California Office of Traffic Safety ($42,000). If approved, this request will result in $60,000 current year cost , no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines because it involves minor alteration of existing roadways involving no or negligible expansion of existing uses.

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works or his designee, as agent of the County, to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to accept and secure grant funds from the California Office of Traffic Safety.

3. Establish appropriations of $60,000 in the Department of Public Works Road Fund for the Installation of In-Pavement Warning Light Systems project, based on unanticipated revenue from Office of Traffic Safety grant ($42,000) and Road Fund Balance available ($18,000). (4 VOTES)
4. Authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public works project.

5. Designate, the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the contract.

6. Reaffirm authorization for the Director, Department of Public Works, to seek and apply for highway safety related grants, to be brought to the Board for approval to accept.

	Directing the Chief Administrative Officer to research a variety of vendors including those currently used in other jurisdictions such as the cities of Lemon Grove and Del Mar to determine the most effective in-pavement light systems so that they are noticeable to the motorists during all times of the day, ON MOTION of Supervisor Cox, seconded by Supervisor Slater-Price, the Board took action as recommended, on Consent.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for environmental studies. These consultants may also be used for environmental studies for other County departments. Use of these consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to complete environmental reviews and mitigation requirements in a timely manner.
In accordance with Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services), staff conducted Countywide solicitations for the required environmental services consultants. Following review of Statements of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with the more qualified applicants, Jones and Stokes Associates, Inc. from San Diego was among the highest ranked to perform the required services for existing on-going projects. 

This is a request to approve an agreement with Jones and Stokes Associates, Inc., to provide as-needed environmental services for fees not to exceed $500,000 for countywide capital improvement projects, with a term ending February 28, 2012.

	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. Costs will be offset as they are incurred by the appropriate funding source within the Road Fund, such as Transnet and Gas Tax or other revenue source. If approved, this request will result in a Fiscal Year 2006-07 cost of approximately $100,000 and approximately $100,000 annually over the next four years for a total cost of $ 500,000. 	ADOPT GOALS AND POLICIES FOR COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICTS IN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, (Gov. Code § 53311 et. seq.,“Mello-Roos Act”), along with California Constitution Articles XIIIA and XIIIC, allow jurisdictions to form Community Facilities Districts (CFDs) in order to finance infrastructure and improvements for new development, as well as provide services with special public benefit. Public improvements financed through a Community Facilities District must have a useful life of five or more years, and can include facilities such as schools, libraries, parks and sanitary sewer systems. 

This mechanism can assist in ensuring that proposed development has adequate and safe levels of public services and facilities, and that development does not precede the availability of infrastructure in an area. CFDs can provide funding for services such as fire protection, public safety and schools. In addition to funding infrastructure, improvements and services in new developments, existing communities that desire to rehabilitate existing infrastructure can also use this funding mechanism to finance these improvements.

Use of this funding mechanism, which is levied to property owners within a district as a special tax, would enable developers/applicants to create neighborhoods with more value and more amenities for communities in the County’s unincorporated area. Several developers have approached the County in recent years requesting County consideration of Community Facilities District financing.  

Before the County may consider making this funding mechanism available to its communities, Government Code section 53312.7 requires the Board of Supervisors to adopt a set of “Goals and Policies” to protect resident taxpayers who will ultimately be responsible for payment of  this Special Tax, as well as potential investors. 

This is a request to adopt Comprehensive Goals and Policies for CFDs. It is also a request to authorize the Chief Administrative Officer, or his designees, to negotiate Deposit and Reimbursement Agreements with potential developers to allow for full cost recovery for services that may not be in the County’s current deposit/fee Ordinance. 

In addition, the County is a member of the California Statewide Communities Development Authority (California Communities). This organization takes the lead on formation of Community Facilities Districts and bond financing for counties and cities in California. This pooling of resources into one expert office is a very efficient method for accomplishing the goals of direct infrastructure for the public through Community Facilities Districts. 

This is also a request to approve in concept utilization of services offered by California Communities to conduct future proceedings and any related bond issuance. This will give County staff the flexibility to use California Communities when appropriate. All Community Facilities District would be proposed to your Board on a case by case basis, including disclosure of whether the County will be using California Communities services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The requested action will have no fiscal impact. In accordance with the proposed Goals and Policies, any developer proposing to form a district would make a deposit and would be charged for any staff time or consultant time required. The requested action will not result in an increase in required staff years, however it is unknown how many future formations there might be, and how that may impact staffing needs. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This would enhance the ability for a project applicant to build quality infrastructure improvements in a timely manner, such as libraries, schools, recreational centers, parks, roads and sanitation systems, to enhance safe and livable communities.

Rick Engineering Company were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City/Port of San Diego consultant list for Civil Engineering Services.  The firms selected were ranked highest among those interviewed for this project.

This is a request to approve two agreements with qualified firms to provide design engineering services for fees not to exceed $250,000 each, with agreements ending

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting the Board of Supervisors to ratify a grant application and authorize application for and acceptance of grant funds for the following two projects and programs:

California Department of Forestry Green Trees for the Golden State Program – South Lane Park Tree Planting (Thomas Guide Page 1252, H4).  The application amount is $11,000, to provide funding to purchase and plant 100 trees at South Lane Park.  

U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Economic Development Initiative Program – San Elijo Lagoon Nature Center Expansion (Thomas Guide Page 1167, G5).  The application amount is $247,500, to provide additional funding for the nature center expansion project.  The original grant amount was $250,000, and appropriations were previously established in this amount; however there was a subsequent 1% reduction mandated by the Department of Defense Appropriations Act of 2006.  Therefore, the requested action includes cancellation of $2,500 of appropriations to reflect the revised grant amount.

In addition, the requested action includes recommendations to transfer existing budgeted funds from the completed San Elijo ADA Trail project to the San Elijo Nature Center Expansion project, establish appropriations based on unanticipated revenue to supplement funding for the future construction of the nature center, and establish additional appropriations to provide for a trailer to temporarily house staff during construction of the nature center.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	South Lane Park Tree Planting

Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding source is California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection.  If the grant is awarded, the Department will return to the Board to request appropriation of awarded funds. This grant program requires a match of between 10% and 75% of the total project cost which is estimated at $36,800 and is comprised of $12,800 for materials only to purchase and plant the trees, and inkind services in the form of existing budgeted staff time valued at $24,000 ($8,000 annually) for labor to provide maintenance for the required three-year maintenance period.  The grant amount is $11,000 and the match, which is 70% of the total project cost, would be provided by $1,800 of current year budgeted Grant Match General Funds and the inkind services.  After the required maintenance period, the trees should be self sufficient and no additional funds would be needed for maintenance.  No additional staff years are required by this action.

San Elijo Lagoon Nature Center Expansion/ADA Improvements

Funds for this request in the amount of $126,696 are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan and consist of $2,500 of previously budgeted U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Economic Development Initiative Program grant funds that are being cancelled in this action to reflect a corrected grant award, as well as Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds of $58,885 and General Funds of $70,311, which are budgeted in the completed Capital Project 1000172 – San Elijo ADA Parking Lot and Trail Improvements, and will be transferred to the Nature Center Expansion project in this action.  Funds for this request in the amount of $47,200 are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan and are being established in Capital Project 1000285 – San Elijo Lagoon Nature Center Expansion, based on unanticipated revenue received from a contractor settlement.  In addition, the requested action will cancel $275,000 of previously appropriated Proposition 40 grant funds to correct a prior budget action.  If approved, the project budget will total $4,923,896.
Finally, the requested action will establish $100,000 of appropriations in the Department of Parks and Recreation, based on available General Fund fund balance, to provide for a trailer for temporary office space during construction of the nature center.  
If this request is approved, there will be future costs associated with operations and maintenance of the new facility.  These costs will be above the current level of funding to maintain and operate the existing facility.  Although the specific costs are unknown at this time, they will be addressed prior to construction of the nature center.

	The County of San Diego adopted the Multiple Species Conservation Program South County Subarea Plan on October 22, 1997.  The Multiple Species Conservation Program is a comprehensive, long-term habitat conservation plan which addresses the needs of multiple species and the preservation of natural vegetation communities in San Diego County.  The Plan includes provisions for scientific and biological research on covered species and their habitats (Sections 6.4.1 and 6.4.2).  It also includes requirements for the management and monitoring of covered species.  

The California Department of Fish and Game received federal (Endangered Species Act Section 6) monies from the United States Fish and Wildlife Service for the purpose of conducting a Lakeside Ceanothus and San Diego Thornmint Pollinator Study.  This funding has been offered to the County of San Diego as the Local Agency to the California Department of Fish and Game, in order to accomplish the research and program objectives of this study in the most efficient manner possible.  
This is a request to adopt a Resolution to enter into an agreement with the California Department of Fish and Game and accept funding to support a Pollinator study of the Lakeside Ceanothus and San Diego Thornmint, two species covered under the Multiple Species Conservation Program South County Subarea Plan.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Department of Planning and Land Use Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in cost and revenue of $23,139 in Fiscal year 2006-07.  The funding source is the California Department of Fish and Game.  Contract administration costs of $833 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 are required as matching funds per the conditions of this Agreement. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road North (Phase II) project will widen Valley Center Road from two to four lanes from south of Ridge Ranch Road to Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide, Page 1090-E7 to F1).  The project plans, specifications and cost estimate were prepared by Willdan, the contracted engineering design consultant, over a period of many years.  The design began in 1991 and was finalized in Spring 2005.  The project was advertised for bids in the summer 
of 2005, bids were opened in September 2005, a construction contract was awarded and a notice to proceed was issued in December 2005 to Archer Western for $34 million plus contingency.  
As construction progressed, drainage design errors and omissions were discovered that required extensive redesign work.  To minimize impacts to construction, redesign work was immediately undertaken and, as soon as portions were completed, revised plans were provided to the contractor.  On January 11, 2007, the contractor provided a preliminary estimate of $13.5 million for contract changes. 

Department of Public Works staff promptly initiated actions to negotiate the cost of the changes with the contractor.  Due to the complexity of changes, and to enable payment to the contractor for work already completed, the first change order will address work already completed.  Subsequent negotiations will address remaining changes, primarily associated with latter portions of the construction project.  Public Works staff has also initiated consultations with County Counsel to recoup construction damages resulting from Willdan’s design errors and omissions. 

Currently, costs of all proposed changes have not been finalized.  To avoid delays or impacts to construction, it is recommended that actions be taken now so that necessary change orders can be promptly issued once negotiated.  This is a request for additional appropriations in the amount of $5 million to add to the existing construction contract contingency of $5,140,242. This would also authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to approve contract change orders up to the full available contingency amount, including both the funding appropriated now and, if needed, funding approved by your Board in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program.  This would authorize the Director of Public Works to approve changes to design plans and specifications.  The resulting contract amount would be $44,282,058.  Funding source will be Road Fund fund balance.  After completion of negotiations with the contractor, if additional appropriations are needed they will be included in the Operational Plan, Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2007-08. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will add $5,000,000 in appropriations to the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2006-07 Detailed Work Program based on Road Fund fund balance to the construction contract for the Valley Center Road North Project.  If approved, this action will increase construction cost to $44,282,058 including $10,140,242 in contingency.  If necessary, additional appropriations to increase the available contingency above $10,140,242 will be included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program, utilizing anticipated Proposition 1B funding.  No additional staff years will be required.
