	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On October 30, 2009, the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act of 2009 (RWTEA) was signed into law reauthorizing the former Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act of 2006 for an additional four years.  Annual RWTEA funding is used to provide care and treatment services to individuals and families living with HIV disease and AIDS. RWTEA also realigned Ryan White Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funding years to the Ryan White Part A funding year of   March 1 through the last day of each February.

On July 13, 2010 (11), the Board authorized staff to submit an application for RWTEA Part A and MAI funding for the period of March 1, 2011, through         February 29, 2012. Today’s action requests Board approval to accept FY 2011 RWTEA grant funding up to $12,740,795 ($12,113,507 Part A, and $627,288 MAI).  This amount represents a ten percent increase above the amount awarded in FY 2010, and is the anticipated maximum amount that the County might receive.

The HIV Health Services Planning Council (Planning Council) met on                   July 28, August 4, and August 18, 2010, to develop and approve the service priorities plan and funding allocations for the next program year of March 1, 2011 through         February 29, 2012. Each year, the Planning Council reviews the plan and amends service priorities as necessary based on public input. A table is attached         (Attachment 1) listing the HIV care and treatment services approved by the Planning Council, with the associated funding levels.

	<The San Diego County Commission on Children, Youth and Families (the Commission) was established by the Board of Supervisors in 1986 to serve in an advisory capacity to identify and address the needs of children, youth and families who are either at-risk or in the public charge.

The Commission promotes public awareness of the abuse and neglect of children, reviews the resources available for intervention and treatment, and recommends improvements for services to families and victims. The Commission also serves as the County’s Child Abuse Prevention Council (CAPC) and is designated by the Board of Supervisors to provide a forum for interagency cooperation and coordination in prevention, detection, treatment and legal processing of child abuse cases.

California Welfare and Institutions Code established the County’s Children’s Trust Fund (CTF) with revenue from federal, state and local sources. The Board has authorized the Commission to develop an annual spending plan for these funds to support local child abuse prevention efforts.  If approved, this item will authorize   $1,529,967 from the CTF to be used for funding the County’s CAPC, and child abuse and neglect prevention and intervention programs and activities in Fiscal Year      2011-12. These unique vehicles and mobile equipment not only require specialized test equipment and training to maintain, but also are made only to accept original equipment-manufactured parts. Access to unique test equipment, training, original equipment manufactured parts and warranty work ensures the availability of equipment to perform the County’s mission. On March 23, 2010 (11), the Board authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to acquire 19 brand-name, original equipment-manufacturers’ parts, training, tools, test equipment and other specialized services. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Chongqing is the largest and most populous municipality in the People’s Republic of China. It covers an area of 31,776 square miles and has a population of 32 million people. The population of the urban area of Chongqing is over 5 million. The city is located in western China near the headwaters of the Yangtze River and its intersection with the Jialing River. These two rivers surround the center area of the city and provide beautiful views of the city.

During World War II, American pilot volunteers organized a squadron renowned as the “Flying Tigers” to airlift arms, weaponry and other war-time goods to help China in its struggles against Japanese aggressors. The U.S. volunteers opened up an air corridor from India to the cities of Kunming and Chongqing (formerly known as Chungking). These American volunteers would later become the U.S. 14th Air Force. The Chongqing Municipal Government has established a Flying Tigers Museum, in honor of General Claire Chennault and his Americans pilots.

Over the past several years, I have represented the County of San Diego in meetings with officials from the Chongqing Municipality. The Yuzhong District, literally “the center of Chongqing”, is the political, economical and cultural center of the Chongqing Municipality. These meetings, which have taken place in both San Diego and Chongqing, have been very positive with both parties pledging to work together to promote a better understanding and greater cooperation between our two regions. This is a request for the Board of Supervisors to approve a Statement of Mutually Shared Principles.

The projected balance for the General Fund is $122.8 million, and for all budgetary funds combined is $147.4 million. In the General Fund, positive balances are projected for all five groups. In addition, the projected fund balance reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects that general purpose revenues will do better than estimated in the adopted budget.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects. In the Public Safety Group, adjustments include recommendations to establish appropriations in the Sheriff’s Department for service of bench warrants and to amend the Sheriff’s Jail Stores Internal Service Fund Spending Plan to provide additional operational costs related to the new e-commerce site.

In the Health and Human Services Agency, an adjustment is proposed to transfer appropriations for costs related to upgrading windows and repainting buildings at the San Pasqual Academy.

In the Land Use and Environment Group, significant adjustments include requests to cancel appropriations and related revenue for the Jamacha Boulevard Phase II Project due to the non-formation of an underground utility district and transfer appropriations from the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program from Rubberized Emulsion Asphaltic Slurry Resurfacing and Asphalt Resurfacing to the Jamacha Boulevard Phase II Project. Other significant requests are submitted to establish appropriations for the Alpine Sanitation District to expedite sewer improvements on Alpine Boulevard and to cancel appropriations in the Capital Outlay Fund for the Otay Valley Regional Park Trail Improvements to provide funding for the Swiss Park Trail Connection and Improvements.

Amend the purpose of the June 29, 2010 Community Enhancement allocation of $8,000 to the Mountain Empire Historical Society to rescind the allocation of $3,000 to acquire acid free and specialty storage supplies for collections not yet properly protected; to rescind the allocation of $1,800 to survey San Diego County for physical remnants of the 1873 Military telegraph line and examination of archival materials still existent on the southern California portion of the line; to rescind the allocation of $1,200 to continue a multi-year program to improve professionalism of exhibits in preparation for a Camp Lockett Historic Park; to decrease the amount of the allocation to create and publish flyers on Camp Lockett and other East County historic sites; reprint out of print material such as the booklets on the souvenir photos on a soldier’s life at Camp Lockett, handouts on individual units at Lockett and the 1873 Military Telegraph from $2,000 to $500 and include costs of purchasing, setting up, and refurbishing the storage containers ($7,500). Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to amend the grant agreement accordingly.
