	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development requires housing authorities to prepare five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plans, and to adopt policies and procedures for the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs.  These programs have the capacity to provide affordable housing for more than 10,800 low-income households in the jurisdiction of the County’s Housing Authority.  This action will adopt a resolution to approve the five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plan, Section 8 Administrative Plan, and the Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy; and authorize the Deputy Director to execute all required certifications and submit the documents to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Approval and submittal of these documents are required components of the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs, which receive approximately $100 million in federal funds annually to provide housing assistance for low-income households.  This request will result in no change in current year costs or revenues and will require no additional staff.
