	< MacroButton NoMacro In November 2007 a Revised Map for Peppertree Park Specific Plan was approved by the Planning Commission.  This map changed the alignment of Pepper Tree Lane through the northern portion of the project site as well as the design of the residential lots in Units 7     and 8.  

The applicant now proposes to amend the conditions of the Resolution of Conditional Approval for that project as follows: (1) amend a condition to allow an onsite segment of Pepper Tree Lane to be improved as a temporary road with a surface consisting only of approved base material (Condition C.2.b); and, (2) delay the timing for constructing or providing security for a portion of Pepper Tree Lane that includes a bridge over Ostrich Farms Creek, (by replacing condition C.2.c(3) with new condition C.2.d(4)).  Staff also required that Condition C.6.b be revised to update the stormwater compliance condition. 

If the Board approves the recommended actions, Condition C.2.b and C.6.b will be amended as proposed.  Conditions C.2.c(3) and C.2.d(4) would not be changed.

The project is located in the northern portion of the Peppertree Park Specific Plan Area within the Fallbrook Community Planning Area (Thomas Guide Page 1027, G-5).  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On January 8, 2010, notices and ballots for a proposed increase in benefit assessments were mailed to property owners in County Service Area 26A, located in the El Cajon area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1272, A-5, B-4, B-5, C-3, C-4, C-5, D-3, D-4). The proposed assessment increase for County Service Area 26A would provide sufficient monies to fund continued landscape and open space maintenance.  County Service Area 26A no longer has sufficient revenue to support these maintenance activities at current levels. Annual funding is running at a deficit and reserves have been exhausted.  An assessment increase would prevent reduced maintenance service levels.

The property owners for County Service Area 26A were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  This action requires two steps.  On March 3, 2010, public comments will be received about the proposed action.  Upon close of the hearing on March 3, 2010, the ballots will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will return to the Board on March 24, 2010, requesting the Board to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings for County Service Area 26A.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The San Diego County Board of Supervisors adopted the County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan on October 22, 1997 (1).  The Biological Mitigation Ordinance, which implements the Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, was approved at the same time.  The Multiple Species Conservation Program, in conjunction with the Biological Mitigation Ordinance, guides development to areas outside of the biological resource core areas in the County Subarea and establishes mitigation standards for discretionary projects.  This enables the County to achieve the conservation goals set forth in the Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan and allows developers to obtain State and federal incidental take permits through the County, rather than obtaining those permits from the State and federal governments.  

The Biological Mitigation Ordinance states that mitigation for impacts to vegetation communities within the County Subarea shall occur in vegetation communities within the County Subarea, rather than the subarea of another jurisdiction within the larger Multiple Species Conservation Program.  The proposed amendment (POD 10-001) to the Biological Mitigation Ordinance would allow mitigation for impacts in the County Subarea to occur in another approved subarea within the larger approved Multiple Species Conservation Program plan area, such as the City of San Diego Subarea.
This action requires two steps.  On February 24, 2010, the Board considered amending the Biological Mitigation Ordinance, noted as recommendations 1 and 2.  The Board took the actions recommended in items 1 and 2 on February 24, 2010; and on March 3, 2010, the amendment to the Biological Mitigation Ordinance will be submitted for a second reading for Board consideration and adoption.>>

OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro San Diego County Public Road Standards serve as guidelines for design and construction of public road improvement projects within unincorporated San Diego County.  These standards apply to both County and developer initiated public road improvement projects. Improvements to public roads are often required as conditions of land development (discretionary permit) approval.

Staff has developed revisions to the Public Road Standards and, on December 18, 2009, the Planning Commission voted to recommend the revisions to your Board for approval.  Following are included in the revised standards:

· Seventeen new Circulation Element and two new non-Circulation Element road classifications

· Additional factors for consideration in the design exception process

· Revisions to pathway standards to provide consistency with the County of San Diego Community Trails Master Plan

· Updated provisions to address current engineering practices

Flexibility in County Road Design Guidelines have also been prepared to provide additional information regarding design alternatives that may be considered when designing County roads.  The guidelines may help designers avoid impacts to important natural and human resources and encourage roadway designers to consider all modes of transportation in applying public road standards criteria.  

This is a request to adopt revisions to the Public Road Standards and authorize use of the Flexibility in County Road Design Guidelines. Approval of Public Road Standards is a two step process.  On February 24, 2010, the Board considered a proposed Ordinance amendment that will update the reference to the Public Road Standards included in the County Subdivision Ordinance, San Diego County Code section 81.101, et seq.  The Board took action on February 24, 2010, and on March 3, 2010, a second reading of the proposed ordinance is necessary to enact and implement the Board’s direction.>>
