On December 3, 2002 (1), your board determined the need to continue the local emergency and continued the item to December 10, 2002 (32) to further review the need for the local emergency. The local emergency subsequently expired because the next Board meeting was more than 21 days after December 10.  Therefore, on January 8, 2003 (9) your Board re-proclaimed the local emergency and continued the item to January 28, 2003 (13) to review the need for continuing the local emergency.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Department of Public Works Land Development Division performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications including subdivision maps and improvement and grading plan reviews.  The work is fully funded through developer deposits authorized in the current Department of Public Works Land Development Fee and Deposit Schedule.  

These fees and deposits are continuously monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels and reported annually.  The review of private land development project costs for calendar year 2002 show some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover staff costs of providing the service.  

Included in this proposal is a recommendation to revise standard hourly billing rates by job classification to reflect higher staffing costs for FY 2002-03 and FY 2003-04.  These increased hourly rates necessitate increasing certain fees and deposits to provide expected staff costs for various review processes. 

This request amends Section 364.2 within Article XX of the County Administrative Code to update Department of Public Works hourly rates for staff salaries and to increase deposits and fees to align with actual department cost.  Additional revisions will be made to the County Administrative and Regulatory Codes to clarify language and add provisions providing for the recovery of costs through deposits for department review of Stormwater Management Plans.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works. This proposal will revise the standard hourly billing rates, fees and deposits and ensure full cost recovery for processing land development services. If approved, establishment of the recommended fees and deposits will result in no general fund cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Staff solicited comments on this proposal from the Building Industry Association and engineering/land surveyor organizations as well as individual civil engineers and land surveyors.  This proposal will slightly increase the costs for certain land development projects.  Increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery for services performed by staff.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 21, 1996 (1) the Board of Supervisors approved Major Use Permit P90-028.  The Major Use Permit authorized an 85 space Recreational Vehicle (RV) park which includes recreational facilities, caretaker’s dwelling, country store, maintenance and storage garage, meeting hall with kitchen and dining facility, and restrooms and laundry buildings.  A single-family dwelling is also proposed.  Active recreational facilities include a volleyball area, exercise yard, and swimming pool.  Passive recreational uses incorporate a system of hiking trails and picnic areas. 

The subject property is 62.3 acres in size and located on the southeast side of State Highway 79, east of Riverside Drive within the Descanso Planning Area.  The site is designated as Environmentally Constrained Area on the County’s Regional Land Use Map and (23) National Forest on the Central Mountain Subregional Plan.  The site is zoned S92 (General Rural) Use Regulations.  

This project is coming back before the Board of Supervisors as a result of subsequent litigation, which required that the Major Use Permit and Certified Environmental Impact Report be vacated and that revisions to the Major Use Permit Findings and Environmental Impact Report be prepared.  The Board is therefore requested to rescind the prior action approving the Major Use Permit and Findings dated February 21, 1996 and approve a new set of findings for the Major Use Permit.  Included in the approval of the Major Use Permit decision is the recertification of the Environmental Impact Report and Supplemental Environmental Impact Report.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 13, 2002 (17), at the request of Supervisor Slater, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the acquisition of the Derbas property and take steps to locate funding for the purchase.  The Derbas property consists of approximately 345 acres located within the City of Escondido immediately adjacent to Del Dios Highway (Thomas Brothers 1149 D1) at the intersection of Date Lane as shown on Attachment 1.  

Proposition 12 Per Capita grant funds in the amount of $1,200,000 were identified for an initial purchase of 92 acres of the property.  Concurrent with that action, The Escondido Creek Conservancy purchased the balance of the property, 253 acres, from The Derbas Family Trust (“Derbas”).  On September 18, 2002 (1), the Board approved an option agreement between the County and the Conservancy entitling the County with the right to purchase the 253 acres over the next 3 years.   

On January 29, 2003 (18), the Board set a hearing for March 5, 2003 to consider the incremental purchase of 168.66 acres for $2,200,000.  The Board is requested to approve the incremental purchase from The Escondido Creek Conservancy.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Partial funds for this request in the amount of $1,100,000 have been previously budgeted in Capital Project KA 3426 – Derbas Property Acquisition.  The funding source is Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserves.  Remaining funds in the amount of $1,100,000 are not budgeted and will be appropriated in the Capital Project by this action.  The funding sources are Wildlife Conservation Board grant funds contributed by the San Dieguito River Valley Joint Powers Authority ($775,000), Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program grant funds ($250,000) and County General Funds being transferred from Capital Project KA9500 – Multiple Species Conservation Plan Acquisitions ($75,000).  If approved, this request will result in $2,200,000 current year cost to purchase the proposed 168.66 acres of property, no annual cost and will require the addition of no staff years.  Operations and maintenance of the acquired open space will be managed utilizing existing budgeted resources within the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	The County of San Diego is developing the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park within the Tijuana River Valley.  It will provide the adjacent population with quality outdoor recreation amenities while protecting and enhancing the biological and natural resources of the valley.  In the past decade the County of San Diego has purchased approximately 1,400 acres and will continue to purchase land from willing sellers to complete the Park.

Marathon Land and Cattle owns Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 637-010-09, 10, 11 and 67 (Thomas Brothers 1350 C3) totaling 63.93 acres in the valley and has agreed to sell the property to the County for inclusion in the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.  On January 29, 2003 (19), the Board set a hearing for March 5, 2003 to consider the purchase of this property for $1,203,400.

The Board is requested to approve the Purchase and Sale Agreement with Marathon Land and Cattle Company for the purchase of this property.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Furby North property, owned by Zinser-Furby Incorporated, is located in the Otay Mesa area within the City of San Diego, just east and south of the Interstate 805 and State Highway 905 interchange, and directly fronts Otay Mesa Road (Thomas Brothers 1350 G3).  Portions of the property contain very highly valued habitat identified in the City of San Diego’s Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, Multi-Habitat Planning Area.  Acquisition of the Furby North property is a key element in achieving the long-range goal of a build-out of the Multiple Species Conservation Program preserve system and will assist in consistent management with other Multiple Species Conservation Program preserve lands currently managed by the County and its partners.

On November 13, 2002 (20), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to initiate the negotiation process with the property owner and identify potential sources of funding for the acquisition of the 83-acre Furby North property.  The owner has accepted an offer of $1,296,600 for the property subject to approval by the Board of Supervisors.

On January 29, 2003 (20), the Board set a hearing for March 5, 2003 to consider the acquisition of the Furby North property.  Today’s request is for approval of the Purchase and Sale Agreement for that property.

Operations and maintenance of the acquired open space will be managed utilizing existing budgeted resources within the Department of Parks and Recreation. The consultant firm EDAW, Inc. was selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. The firm selected was ranked highest among firms interviewed for this project.
