	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 16, 1989 (56), the Board of Supervisors approved the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement between the County of San Diego and the Cities of Del Mar, Escondido, Poway, San Diego, and Solana Beach creating the San Dieguito River Valley Regional Open Space Park Joint Powers Authority also known as the San Dieguito River Park, to provide for the preservation of the San Dieguito River Valley corridor.  

The Joint Powers Authority is acquiring the Sikes Adobe Historic Farmhouse and the 5.742 acres of land it rests on (Thomas Guide, Page 1150, B3) from the City of San Diego to preserve it as an historic feature within the river park.  Additional funds are needed to supplement Joint Powers Authority funding for acquisition of this property.  

The proposed action is to approve an agreement with the Joint Powers Authority which includes the transfer of $170,000 from the County to the Joint Powers Authority to assist them with the purchase of the Sikes Adobe property.  If approved, the property will be owned, managed, and maintained by the Joint Powers Authority.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Fund which is budgeted in Capital Project 1011474 – Open Space Land Acquisitions, and will be transferred to the Department of Parks and Recreation in this requested action.  If approved, this request will authorize the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation to execute an agreement in the amount of $170,000 with the San Dieguito River Park Joint Powers Authority (JPA) for the purchase of the Sikes Adobe Historic Farmhouse and the 5.742 acres of land on which it rests.  The land will be owned, managed, and maintained by the JPA.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund and no additional staff years are required by this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 18, 2004 (10), the Board approved selection of Pacific Scene Commercial for exclusive negotiations with the County to develop approximately 41.7 acres of land inside the western perimeter of Gillespie Field, known as the Weld Boulevard site (Thomas Guide page 1251, C1).  Staff has worked with Pacific Scene Commercial to complete a development agreement and Option to Lease authorizing the firm to construct a three-phase, 450,000-square-foot office/light industrial/warehouse park.  The industrial park’s estimated completion date is March 2013.  Annual revenues of approximately $500,000 are anticipated from the ground lease upon the completion of construction.  This rent plus annual 3% cost of living increases will continue, with a reappraisal to market value every ten years, until the 28th anniversary year of the lease.  At that time there will be an additional appraisal of the added value including the infrastructure improvements to adjust the rent.

The Board is requested to approve the Agreement Regarding Ground Lease and Option to Lease with Pacific Scene Commercial and associated actions.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Approval of the Agreement Regarding Ground Lease and Option to Lease will result in the receipt of a deposit in the amount of $75,000 from Pacific Scene Commercial.  If approved, this request would amend the Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan by $75,000 for labor costs and consulting services.  Funding source is a developer deposit from Pacific Scene Commercial.  No additional staff years will be required.  There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	If the Board approves the proposed Agreement Regarding Ground Lease and Option to Lease with Pacific Scene Commercial, the completed business park is anticipated to generate approximately 1,200 jobs in the East County area upon full occupancy.

	Section 2121 of the California Streets and Highways Code requires the County to submit to the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) any additions to, or exclusions from, its mileage of maintained County roads.  The most recent update was certified by Caltrans on March 21, 2007.  

Total mileage of County maintained roads has increased by 6.74 miles and is now 1927.99.  The recommended action to adopt the resolution will allow Caltrans to certify the new reported road mileage to the State Controller.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The proposed project is a request to vacate 1.1 acres of a dedicated open space easement on the Lin property that is located at 6672 Poco Lago near the intersection of Caminito Santo Tomas in the unincorporated San Dieguito Community Planning area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide Page 1188, G1).  The project is subject to the General Plan Land Use Designation of (17) Estate Residential, Regional Category of 1.3, Estate Development Area and zoning of RR.5, Rural Residential Use Regulation.  The area to be vacated was dedicated as biological open space with the approval of Tentative Map 4865RPL2.

The open space easement to be vacated has been planted with a fruit orchard.  The easement is located on two parcels that are under the same ownership.  Assessor Parcel Number 303-101-10 (2.36 acres) is vacant and Assessor Parcel Number 303-101-11 (2.22 acres) is developed with a single-family residence.  The open space was dedicated to mitigate for impacts to sensitive resources.  Mitigation for vacating the open space will be provided by purchasing off-site habitat in an approved mitigation bank land trust.  This open space easement vacation will allow for the impacted area to continue use as a fruit orchard.

	On February 27, 2008 (10), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting Hearing for March 12, 2008 at 9:00 a.m.
The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to improve communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public.  Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

This is a request to set a hearing for March 12, 2008, to form a new district, Olive Vista Drive in Jamul (Thomas Guide page 1292, H-1).  Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step includes adopting a resolution of intention setting March 12, 2008, for a public hearing (Recommendations 1 and 2).  The second step on March 12, 2008, will be to hear public testimony and, at close of the public hearing, consider adopting an ordinance forming the district (Recommendation 3).

	Utility companies underground their overhead lines at their own expense.  Funds for formation and administration of this district are budgeted in Department of Public Works General Fund: $2,000 current year cost, and $1,000 subsequent year cost. No additional staff years will be required.

	On February 27, 2008 (7), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on March 12, 2008.
Titles 1 and 4 of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances ("County Code") underwent comprehensive revisions in 2007.  These revisions became effective            October 26, 2007.  This ordinance proposes to revise definitions to Title 1, Division 2, Chapter 1 relating to recent changes to the County Building and Fire Codes and corrects typographical errors.  The ordinance also proposes modifications to post hearing procedures for appeals of licensing decisions in Title 1, Division 6, Chapter 1 and hearing procedures and post hearing procedures for administrative civil penalties in Title 1, Division 8,     Chapter 2.  In Title 4, Division 1, Chapter 1, the ordinance proposes a new definition for "designated sports facilities," regulations and a regulation prohibiting anyone from igniting a fire in a County park during red flag warning days.

SECOND CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE: ADOPT AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE COUNTY’S WATERSHED PROTECTION, STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AND DISCHARGE CONTROL AND GRADING ORDINANCE (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 27, 2008 (6), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on March 12, 2008.

On January 24, 2007, the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board issued a new National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Municipal Stormwater Permit (Permit) to the County, all 18 cities within the county, the Port District, and the County Regional Airport Authority, collectively designated as Copermittees. There are substantial new requirements in the Permit. Due to the recent southern California regional wildfires, the Regional Water Quality Control Board extended the Permit implementation deadline of January 25, 2008, by eight weeks.  

To meet these requirements, several amendments are needed in County Code, both in the Watershed Protection and Grading Ordinance. The most substantial changes to the Watershed Protection Ordinance Watershed Protection and Grading Ordinance are requirements for low impact development best management practices, hydromodification management, and advanced treatment of sediment leaving construction sites that pose an “exceptional threat to water quality.” The first two requirements require developers to use best management and site design practices to mimic the pre-development flow of water off site after construction.  Advanced treatment requires additional treatment of construction site run off so that it does not degrade sensitive receiving water bodies. The Watershed Protection Ordinance Watershed Protection and Grading Ordinance will set a threshold for how much of a construction site can be active at one time and require soil stabilization measures to minimize pollution from erosion and soil runoff.
This is a request to approve introduction of an Ordinance amending County Code relating to stormwater and grading regulations. If approved, this Ordinance will be brought to your board to consider adoption on March 12, 2008.

SAN DIEGUITO AREA – POTENTIAL ACQUISITION OF A SITE FOR ACTIVE RECREATION USE FROM STARWOOD-SANTA FE VALLEY PARTNERS (DISTRICT:  5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 27, 2008 (4), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to initiate steps to acquire approximately 2.5 acres of a larger 8.05-acre property for future development of active recreation facilities to serve the San Dieguito community.  The subject property is located at the southeast corner of the intersection of Del Dios Highway and Bing Crosby Boulevard (Thomas Guide, page 1148-J7).  

The property is owned by Starwood-Santa Fe Valley Partners. Under the provisions of the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan Amendment (SPA 01-002), if the County purchases the easterly 2.5-acres for development of an active recreation area by April 8, 2008, the remaining westerly portion of the property shall be developed as Neighborhood Commercial. Both the owner and County have commissioned independent appraisals to determine the value this land.  The appraisal process was underway at the time this Board Letter was docketed.  Staff will provide the final appraised values and recommendations related to the purchase at today’s Board meeting.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan.  On February 27, 2008 (4), the Board approved the appropriation of $22,500 of San Dieguito Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) funds in Capital Project 1011977 – San Dieguito Sportsfield Acquisition, to fund an appraisal and related costs for future purchase of the property.  If today’s action is approved, a hearing date will be set for April 8, 2008, to consider the purchase.  Should the Board approve a purchase agreement at that time, funding for the acquisition will be appropriated as part of that action, an amount that is based on the negotiated purchase price, plus related title and escrow costs. The funding source will be San Dieguito PLDO funds.  

In addition, there will be an ongoing annual cost of approximately $151 for Special Tax Assessments that will be funded from the Department of Parks and Recreation annual Operational Plan.  Staff is negotiating with Starwood Santa Fe Valley Partners and other entities on agreements to operate and maintain this land both before it is developed and after it is developed with park facilities in the future.  In the interim, Starwood-Santa Fe Valley Partners has signed a notice of intent to maintain the property until it is developed as a park while they keep their existing trailers onsite (Attachment A).  In the event Starwood-Santa Fe Valley Partners remove their trailers and construction on the future park has not begun, the Rancho Santa Fe Association has indicated in their letters dated February 26, 2008 and March 6, 2008, they will take the responsibility of maintaining the land up until the park is constructed (Attachment B).  Additionally Rancho Santa Fe Association has committed to providing the ongoing operation and maintenance costs of the future park, as long as they also have approval authority over the future proposed uses (Attachment C).  It is the County’s intent to be relieved of all management and maintenance responsibilities for this land, both before and after it is improved as a park.  This request will require no additional staff years.  Funding for design and development of recreational facilities on the site will be identified in the future.

1. Find that the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan on file in the Department of Planning and Land Use (DPLU) as Environment Review No. 95-08-007 was completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and that the Board of Supervisors has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to making its decision on the project.


Find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously certified EIR, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR was prepared. 


Readopt the CEQA Guidelines Section 15091 Findings Regarding Significant Effects of the Project, dated October 20, 1995, on file with the DPLU to the extent that these findings apply to the proposed action.

2. Authorize the Department of General Services to negotiate an agreement for the purchase of a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 267-190-03 for active recreation use and return to the Board on April 8, 2008, to request approval of the purchase.

3. Direct the Clerk of the Board to publish the required Notice of Intention to Purchase in accordance with Government Code Sections 25350 and 6063.
4. Set this matter for April 8, 2008, at which time the Board of Supervisors may approve the purchase of a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 267-190-03 from Starwood – Santa Fe Valley Partners.
