	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Esteban Nunez, the son of former State Assembly Speaker Fabian Nunez, pled guilty to voluntary manslaughter and assault with a deadly weapon on June 25, 2010, in relation to the stabbing death of 22-year-old Luis Santos in a fight near San Diego State University. This plea was an agreement between all the parties. A veteran     San Diego Superior Court Judge heard all the evidence, accepted the plea and rendered what he considered appropriate punishment based on the violent nature of the crime. The judge sentenced Esteban Nunez to 16 years in prison for the murder. 

On January 2, 2011, his last day in office, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger used his executive power to commute the sentence of Esteban Nunez from16 years to seven years. However, the commutation document provided by the Governor’s office was actually dated December 31, 2010.  Due to ambiguities in the current statutes, it is not clear whether, prior to the granting of Nunez’s commutation of sentence, the Governor was required to notice the District Attorney of jurisdiction. He was not required to notice the victim’s family. We want to be very clear that this legislation is not, in any way, attacking the Governor’s authority to grant pardons, reprieves or commutations.  

Assembly Bill 648 would modify the notification requirements and create greater transparency in such cases. Authored by Assemblymen Marty Block and Nathan Fletcher and sponsored by the San Diego Office of the District Attorney, this legislation would provide the District Attorney of jurisdiction 30 days to respond to the Governor’s intended commutation. In addition, the bill would also require the District Attorney to notify the victim’s family to allow them to respond.  Prosecutors, victims and their families would have the opportunity to submit written recommendations to the governor in favor of or against proposed pardons or commutations.  
AB 648 also contains a provision that requires the Governor to submit a written report to the Legislature, including the original application, which would remain accessible to the public.   In the Nunez case the application has been sealed, thereby denying the public and the Office of the District Attorney a process to verify the veracity of the statements made by the applicant under perjury of law. 

AB 648 calls for substantive changes to the commutation process and gives voice to affected parties. We urge your support of this legislation.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County of San Diego is guided by the vision of a healthy, safe and thriving community. Last year, the Board of Supervisors launched a major health initiative aimed at improving the health and well-being of County residents. This ambitious and innovative plan, known as the Health Strategy Agenda:  “Building Better Health” became the County’s blueprint for improving the quality of life for local citizens.  The plan outlines a number of strategies for promoting healthy lifestyles, improving service delivery to the public, and enhancing the well-being of our own County workforce.  Since the Board adopted the plan on July 13, 2010 (10), County staff has worked to implement the plan throughout the community and within our own County organization.  

On October 19, 2010 (1), the Board received a presentation on the status of the Health Strategy Agenda:  Building Better Health, highlighting the County’s achievements over a three-month timeframe.  Subsequently, a full status report was provided to the Board in November 2010. In line with Board direction, staff has now included the goal of “fostering a safe and thriving community” along with our health efforts, and now calls the over-arching initiative “LIVE WELL, SAN DIEGO!”  With this change, the County’s efforts will focus on the health, safety and overall well-being of the entire community, and enlist community partners to assist in this ambitious initiative.

Today, the Board is asked to receive an update on the progress of LIVE WELL,   SAN DIEGO! from December 2010 – March 2011, with an emphasis on activities and accomplishments in the community. Today’s presentation to the Board will feature representatives from the San Diego County Office of Education, San Diego Workforce Partnership, and the County’s Department of Housing and Community Development discussing projects currently underway aimed at creating a healthy, safe and thriving community  for our residents.  This presentation will underscore how “building better health” in the community will create a “healthy bottom line” for business and the local economy.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro CalFresh, formerly the Food Stamp Program and known nationally as the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), is a federal benefit program that provides nutrition assistance to low-income individuals and families, while also strengthening the local economy and supporting the County's goal of building better health in the region.

On December 7, 2010 (20) at the recommendation of Supervisors Cox and Roberts, the Board of Supervisors received a report from the Social Services Advisory Board (SSAB) with recommendations for simplifying the eligibility process and removing perceived barriers to participating in the CalFresh Program while maintaining program integrity. At that time, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to report back with an analysis of the feasibility, timeline, costs, and resources required to implement the recommendations.
Additionally, on January 11, 2011 (4), at the recommendation of Supervisors Horn and Roberts, the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to report back with an analysis of the feasibility, timeline, costs and resources required to implement a plan that would allow seniors, disabled and homeless populations to use their CalFresh benefits at qualified restaurants while ensuring availability of low-cost, healthy options.

Today’s actions respond to Board direction from both December 7, 2010 and    January 11, 2011 regarding CalFresh Program enhancements.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro California Government Code Section 31454 requires the Board of Supervisors to adjust the rates of the San Diego County employer and employee retirement contributions in accordance with the recommendations of the Board of Retirement of the San Diego County Employees Retirement Association (“SDCERA”). At a regular meeting on December 2, 2010, the Board of Retirement (“Retirement Board”) approved the employer and employee contribution rates recommended by its actuary, The Segal Group Inc., for Fiscal Year 2011-12. While the employer contribution rates are different for Safety members compared to General members, the aggregate employer rate (or weighted average rate) approved by the Retirement Board for Fiscal Year 2011-12 is 26.98% of estimated payroll, which is 6.52% higher than the aggregate rate approved by the Retirement Board for Fiscal Year 2010-11. 

In Fiscal Year 2010-11, your Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to adopt higher contribution rates than those approved by the Retirement Board in anticipation of this rate increase.  The aggregate contribution rate adopted by the County was 23.50% as compared to the recommended rate of 20.46%, which is 3.04% higher.  

Factors contributing to the 6.52% increase proposed for Fiscal Year 2011-12 include lower than expected returns on the valuation of assets affected by investment losses primarily incurred during Fiscal Year 2008-09 and actuarial changes adopted by the Retirement Board including a reduction to the annual assumed rate of return from 8.25% to 8%.  

The recommended Fiscal Year 2011-12 employee contribution rates, which vary by Tier, are also higher than the Fiscal Year 2010-11 rates. In aggregate the rates increased from 10.28% to an aggregate 10.94% of estimated payroll, which is a 0.66% increase.  The changes to the actuarial assumptions adopted by the Retirement Board contributed to the higher employee contribution rates.

	<If the Chief Administrative Officer’s recommendation to adopt the retirement contribution rates is approved the estimated annual employer retirement contribution costs will be approximately $296 million for Fiscal Year 2011-12, for all plan sponsors and excluding any negotiated offset of employee contributions.  The      $296 million is approximately $72 million higher than the June 30, 2009 estimated contribution amount determined by the actuary.  The County is obligated to fund approximately 91% of the estimated annual employer retirement contributions (or $269 million) while other participating employers are obligated to make the remaining 9% contribution.  Other participating employers include the San Diego Superior Court, the Local Agency Formation Commission, and the San Dieguito River Valley Joint Powers Authority.  The County’s actual cost of retirement will differ due to the application of the contribution rates to the actual biweekly payroll as opposed to the actuary’s assumed payroll. 
In anticipation of the higher contribution rates being presented to the Board today, the Fiscal Year 2010-11 adopted contribution rates were higher than those recommended by the actuary at that time. This will lessen the impact of the increase in the County’s Fiscal Year 2011-12 annual employer contribution rates.
