ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SPRING VALLEY OUTFALL SEWER, MANHOLES 35-37  (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Spring Valley Outfall was constructed in 1963 to transport sewage from the Spring Valley Sanitation District to the City of San Diego’s Metropolitan Sewer System.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace approximately 1,700 feet of deteriorated Spring Valley Outfall Sewer pipe between Manholes 35 and 37 (Thomas Guide page 1310, E-4), north of the Sweetwater River and east of Alta Loma Drive.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer between Manholes 35 and 37. Construction is scheduled to begin in June 2007 and be completed in December 2007. Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Spring Valley Sanitation District Operational Plan.  The funding source is fund balance available in the Spring Valley Sanitation District.  If approved, this request will result in $1,700,000 current year cost and revenue, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.

1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines.   

2. Establish appropriations of $1,700,000 in the Spring Valley Sanitation District for the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer, Manholes 35-37 based on fund balance available.                 (4 VOTES)
3.   Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any actions authorized by Section 401 et seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the construction of the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer between Manholes 35 and 37.

4.    Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the District Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

	LAKESIDE AND ALPINE SANITATION DISTRICTS REIMBURSEMENT TO THE CITY OF SAN DIEGO FOR SEWAGE SYSTEM UPGRADES (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts convey wastewater flows to the City of San Diego Metropolitan Sewer System for treatment and disposal at the Point Loma Wastewater Treatment Plant. This conveyance system relies on the City of San Diego Municipal wastewater system for transporting sewage to the San Diego Metropolitan Sewer System.  Conveyance rights in the Municipal system were provided to the Districts in the Sewage Disposal Agreement of 1974 between the City of San Diego (City) and the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts.  The Sixth Amendment to the Sewage Disposal Agreement, approved in March 2005, obligated the County to pay its fair share of the City’s capital costs associated with construction of the East Mission Gorge Force Main and Pump Station, which are components of the East Mission Gorge Outfall system (Thomas Guide page 1230, F6-J6), which was completed in 1996. 

This is a request for the Board to authorize reimbursement to the City for capital costs associated with the East Mission Gorge Force Main and Pump Station, which is utilized by the Districts. Alpine Sanitation District’s fair share is $189,633 and Lakeside Sanitation District’ share is $995,571.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for these requests are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plans for the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts.  The funding sources are fund balance available in the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts.  If approved, this request will result in $1,185,204 Fiscal Year 2006-07 costs for both districts, and no subsequent year costs. No additional staff years will be required, and there will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund as a result of this action.
