This is a request to vacate 0.31-acres of open space easement on the Tangorra property  located at 8356 and 8366 O’Connell Road in the unincorporated Pepper Drive-Bostonia Community Planning area of San Diego County (Thomas Brothers:  Page 1231, H7). There are three areas of open space easements to be vacated.  Two areas were dedicated for Coastal sage scrub and steep slope protection as shown on recorded Parcel Map PM 17729.  The third easement area was dedicated as open space for sensitive habitat lands and steep slopes on recorded Parcel Map PM 16576.

The General Plan Land Use Designation is (6) Residential and the zoning is RR1, Rural Residential Use Regulation.  The project is in the Pre-approved Mitigation Area (PAMA) of the Metro-Lakeside-Jamul segment of the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP).

The area of the open space easement to be vacated has been impacted as a result of required fire clearing around the existing residence.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 24, 1986 (4), the Board of Supervisors adopted the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  The purpose of the ordinance was to create a program that collected and allocated funds to fire agencies in the unincorporated area of the County of San Diego for the purpose of providing for capital facilities and equipment to maintain fire services in existing service areas.  Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will assure that service is maintained in existing service areas.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.
The Board of Supervisors established the Fire Mitigation Fee Review Committee to provide oversight of the program.  As part of this oversight, the committee is responsible for reviewing the fire agencies’ annual expense reports to ensure improvements were necessary to serve new development and to make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on increases or decreases in the mitigation fee amount.   The review committee has completed its review of the expense reports for Fiscal Year 2005-06 and evaluated the mitigation fee amount for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and is presenting its findings and recommendations to the Chief Administrative Officer for Board of Supervisors’ consideration.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact to the County General Fund associated with this request.  All fees collected are distributed to fire agencies in the unincorporated area on quarterly basis.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The proposed increase is consistent with the Engineering News Record Cost of Construction Index, approximately 8.3%.  An example, the additional cost for a 2,000 square foot, non-rated construction, single-family house would be approximately $80.

	On February 28, 2006 (27), your Board unanimously approved the Land Use and Environment Group’s Business Process Reengineering proposal, including revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines and Policy I-119, Policy and Ordinance Development #05-072.  
Upon approval from your Board, the Department of Planning and Land Use began implementation of the Business Process Reengineering proposal.  This is the twelve month update on the status of revised procedures for preparing California Environmental Quality Act documents; the now mandatory pre-application process for privately-initiated projects; the development of California Environmental Quality Act standards at the County level, including Guidelines for Determining Significance and report format requirements; the new process for placement on and administration of the County’s California Environmental Quality Act Consultant List, and proposed minor revisions to the County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.

	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This is a 12-month status report on implementation of the business process reengineering to the discretionary land use permit process.  Once fully implemented, streamlining the permit process for discretionary projects and reducing labor costs will have a positive impact on the business community.  It is estimated to reduce the current discretionary permit processing time by 35 to 50 percent.  Most time savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and Environmental Impact Reports (EIRs).  The project is estimated to reduce processing time for a Negative Declaration from an average of 14 months to nine months and for an EIR from an average of 45 months to 22 months.  Permit processing time savings are already occurring with newer projects.

In terms of cost savings, the reduction in processing time will substantially reduce holding costs for private projects subject to the discretionary process.  This will occur as projects are processed faster, reducing holding costs for private land development and resulting in potentially large savings for the business community.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 28, 2007 (6), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended introducing Ordinance Adding Sections 68.508 through 68.518 to the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances Relating to Diversion of Construction and Demolition Materials from Landfill Disposal, Amend Board Policy G-15, Design Standards for County Facilities for further consideration on March 21, 2007.

On December 11, 2002 (8), your Board approved initiatives to meet or exceed the State’s Integrated Waste Management Act requirement to divert 50% of solid waste generated in the unincorporated county. One of the initiatives was to promote construction and demolition recycling by developing a County ordinance. Local and State landfill surveys estimate that construction and demolition refuse make up 20% to 35% of the waste being landfilled. This includes cardboard, rock, soil, metal, wood, asphalt, gypsum, carpet and a variety of items including windows and doors. Diversion of these materials from the landfill would ensure maintenance of at least 50% diversion from landfills.  Staff identified two challenges early in the development of the ordinance: First, with several county jurisdictions developing Construction and Demolition recycling programs, builders should have as much consistency as possible from one jurisdiction to another. Second, while there were many facilities that would accept materials, there was no large mixed facility in the County, without which builders would have to sort all materials at the construction site.

To provide consistency across jurisdictions, staff worked with the SANDAG Integrated Waste Management Task Force Technical Advisory Committee, which has members from all the cities in the county, to draft a model Construction and Demolition Recycling Ordinance that could be adopted by cities and the County. The Ordinance presented today is based on the countywide model ordinance developed by the committee.  

On December 1, 2004 (8), your Board authorized issuance of a Request for Proposals for technical assistance grant funding for a mixed construction and demolition recycling facility. The $400,000 grant was awarded to SANCO and the new facility opened on January 15, 2007. It is the first large volume mixed construction and demolition recycling plant in the region. This facility will supplement the recycling opportunities already available from the numerous recycling centers spread throughout the County that currently process sorted construction and demolition debris.

This is a request to adopt an ordinance intended to increase diversion of construction and demolition materials from landfill disposal. The Ordinance establishes a deposit program to provide an incentive for generators of construction and demolition debris to recycle or reuse materials rather than landfilling them. The deposit system will apply to projects of 40,000 square feet or larger. 

This is a request to amend Board Policy G-15, Design Standards for County Facilities, to align it with this new Ordinance. The Department of General Services and the Department of Public Works’ Recycling Section have worked together for the past two years to ensure that all County projects will meet the recycling standards in the proposed Ordinance and contractors in construction are currently practicing recycling.  This amendment will institutionalize this practice.

	Staff estimates that, in the first year, approximately 35 building permit applicants will be required to deposit a performance guarantee. On December 18, 2006, staff held a stakeholder workshop to gain input on the draft ordinance.  On January 11, 2007, staff met with the Industry Advisory Group of the Department of Planning and Land Use to review the ordinance and get input.  During the drafting of the countywide model ordinance, there were 18 public meetings to gain input from industry.

	This is a request to vacate an 18.31-acre existing open space easement dedicated to satisfy a condition of the approved Forest Park Partnership Tentative Parcel Map (TPM) 20043 within the Jamul-Dulzura Community Planning area.  Mitigation for TPM 20043 included the dedication of 18.03 acres of off-site property for the preservation of Granitic chamise chaparral to reduce biological impacts to less than significant.  In order to satisfy this condition, the applicant recorded an easement on an 18.31-acre parcel that the partnership already owned in McCain Valley.  However, once recorded, other members of the partnership informed the applicant that they did not want the land to be dedicated within an open space easement.  The partnership was able to acquire and dedicate an alternate 18.83-acre parcel within the McCain Valley that fit the criteria required to satisfy the condition of TPM 20043. 	GILLESPIE FIELD – NEW AVIATION LEASE WITH VOLAR CORPORATION DBA GOLDEN STATE AVIATION (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Gillespie Field is located just west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Bradley Avenue, about 2.5 miles northwest of downtown El Cajon (Thomas Guide page 1251, E2).  Gillespie Field conducts over 280,000 operations annually and provides facilities for 959 general aviation and corporate aircraft, aviation businesses, and the Sheriff’s Air Support to Regional Enforcement Agencies facility.

On February 22, 1977 (26), the Board approved a 30-year aviation lease with Volar Corporation, dba Golden State Aviation for 1.725 acres at the airport.  Golden State Aviation is a fixed base operator offering flight instruction and 24-hour aircraft fuel services under a lease, which recently terminated on February 28, 2007.  Because of the reclassification of Runway 17/35 of Gillespie Field to a B-2 Standard, the leasehold must now be adjusted to a maximum size of approximately 1.2 acres.  Golden State has determined that the proposed leasehold still provides enough space for a viable business.  As such, County has reached agreement with them for a proposal to execute a new lease of the property.
This is a request to approve new 15-year aviation lease, with one five-year mutual agreement renewal option, with Volar Corporation dba Golden State Aviation.  Monthly rent from this aviation lease will be based on current Gillespie Field rent schedule to the year 2010, at which time it will be renegotiated to fair market rent.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, a fund which is used to improve safety and security at County Airports.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund beginning Fiscal Year 2006-07. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payments from lessee under the terms of proposed new lease.  Total revenue from this Leasehold will be approximately $7,053 in current year and approximately $21,159 annually in subsequent years.  The new lease will require no additional staff years.

The Parking Authority of the City of National City wishes to purchase the open space easement for $3 million so the property can be developed for commercial purposes. This proposed action would approve an option agreement and authorize the Director of General Services to execute it. 	The Parking Authority of the City of National City must complete and certify an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the proposed commercial development of the property as a condition of the Option Agreement. National City would also have the option of paying the $3 million in one lump sum.  All sale proceeds and accrued interest will be used to make improvements to or land acquisitions for the Sweetwater Regional Park.

Minimum levels of capabilities of Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting services are required during hours of air 
carrier operations.  County Airports is responsible for providing this on-site service at McClellan-Palomar.

On October 19, 2005 (3), the Board approved each County Service Area fire district’s five-year capital facilities and equipment plan.

A proprosal to increase Fire Mitigation Fees, submitted by the Department of Planning and Land Use, is also on today’s agenda. If approved, the proposed fees will be effective July 1, 2007.  The basis of increase to the fee schedule is the Construction Cost Index. In order to participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee Program, each fire district must demonstrate it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  On an annual basis, staff presents Resolutions to the 
Board for adoption finding the districts are in need of this funding source.  This year, all six districts are requesting 100 percent of any fees made available by development in their areas.  
This is a request to adopt resolutions setting the ceilings at 100 percent and to implement the program as required by the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  Resolutions establishing the ceilings were last adopted April 5, 2006 (27).
