	OVERVIEW:

	
	This action (1) authorizes the Chairwoman of the Board to request an additional seat on the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) Board of Directors for a San Diego County Supervisor representing the unincorporated residents of San Diego County and (2) with the concurrence in this proposal by SANDAG, directs the Chief Administrative Officer add this request to the legislative agenda for the County of San Diego.

An amendment to State legislation is necessary in order to make this change.  Under the provisions of SB 1703 (Peace) the County of San Diego has one voting member on the Board of Directors.

	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHAIRWOMAN JACOB AND SUPERVISOR HORN:
1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter to the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) for the Chairwoman’s signature requesting SANDAG work with the County to add an additional seat for a San Diego County Supervisor representing the unincorporated area on the SANDAG Board.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to include the addition of a voting member seat on the SANDAG Board of Directors for a Supervisor representing the unincorporated area in the legislative agenda for the County of San Diego and to work with SANDAG to secure enactment of the amendment.

	Adding Recommendation 3 as follows:

Organize the appointment of the two Board of Supervisors members to the SANDAG Board of Directors to include the Chair of the Board of Supervisors and a Supervisor serving as a second member.  The Chair of the Board of Supervisors will be the Board’s primary representative to SANDAG.

If the Chair of the Board of Supervisors represents a Supervisorial district that is a substantially unincorporated district (currently Districts 2 & 5), the second SANDAG member shall be selected from those Supervisors representing substantially incorporated districts (currently Districts 1, 3 & 4).

If the Chair of the Board of Supervisors represents a Supervisorial district that is a substantially incorporated district (currently Districts 1, 3 & 4), the second SANDAG member shall be selected from those Supervisors representing substantially unincorporated districts (currently Districts 2 & 5).

The agency vote at the SANDAG Board of Directors will remain with the Chair of the Board of Supervisors.  The weighted vote shall be divided equally between the two members serving on the SANDAG Board of Directors.  The agency vote and the full weighted vote will transfer to the sole member present, if the other member is absent during the SANDAG vote;

	OVERVIEW:

	
	With unanimous support from all Board members, the San Pasqual Academy opened in October 2001 as a residential education campus for adolescent foster youth.  The vision of San Pasqual Academy is to ensure that graduates are better equipped to pursue a higher education, a chosen career path, and to face the challenges of adult living.

The Academy’s goal of providing a state-of-the-art educational facility has guided the transformation of a defunct industrial arts building into a technology and career information center.  Opportunities provided by this facility will ensure Academy students are on equal footing with their peers in the community by having full access to technology resources that will provide enhanced educational resources in the classroom, and provide training in high-tech occupations.

Today’s recommendation authorizes continued development of the Qualcomm Technology and Career Information center with grant funding.

	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 03-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 03-04 costs and revenue of $223,538 and $124,263 in costs and revenues in FY 04-05.  There is no change to net General Fund costs and no new staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the submission of the Vertical Prosecution Program grant to the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) in the amount of $367,440 for the period July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004.  The Fiscal Year 2003-04 State Budget Act reduced vertical prosecution funding by 50 percent and consolidated the funding into a block grant.  There is no local match required for the Vertical Prosecution Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2003-04 Proposed Operational Plan.  The funding for these programs was transferred from the Governor’s Office of Criminal Justice Planning (OCJP) to the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) on January 1, 2004.  If approved, this request will result in direct costs and revenue of $367,440, will not require the addition of staff years, and there is no required local match.  The Fiscal Year 2003-04 State Budget Act consolidated funding for the Career Criminal, Major Narcotic Vendor and Statutory Rape Vertical Prosecution Programs into one Vertical Prosecution block grant and reduced funding by 50 percent.  The Public Safety Group has approved the one time use of unanticipated revenue from the Southwest Border Prosecution Initiative in the amount of $337,600 to support this level of service to the community for the remainder of the 2003-04 Fiscal Year only.  The loss of this supporting State Revenue will be addressed in the development of the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.

The Review Committee has completed its annual review on fee use during Fiscal Year 2002-2003, and presents its findings and recommendations to the Board of Supervisors.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County’s improved fiscal condition has enabled it to reinvest taxpayer money back into our communities for the benefit of the public.  This recommended action proposes that several projects of great benefit to San Diego County be funded using Community Projects Funds.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The total combined cost of the proposed recommendation is $140,000.  Appropriations are available in the Community Projects Budget unit (0264).  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR ROBERTS:
1. Allocate $50,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the YWCA of San Diego County for the construction of Becky’s House II

2. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to Big Brothers & Sisters of San Diego County for the upgrading their information technology infrastructure.

3. Find that the allocation to the Clairemont Women’s Club is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.

4. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the Clairemont Women’s Club for planting and irrigation upgrades to the North Clairemont Library.

5. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to Mental Health Systems, Inc. for costs associated with the “Walk for Recovery”.

6. Allocate $25,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to Mama’s Kitchen for the purchase of food for impoverished clients with AIDS.

7. Allocate $10,000 from Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the Camp Pendleton Armed Services YMCA for equipment and program needs for the School of Infantry Recreation Center.

8. Find that the allocation to the Saint Steven’s Nursery School is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.

9. Allocate $25,000 from Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the Saint Stephen’s Nursery School for facility repairs.

10. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute grant agreements with the organizations listed above establishing the terms for receipt of the funds described above.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Pasqual Academy, set in a pastoral valley of inland North County, is a unique residential education campus serving adolescents, age 14-18.  The campus provides a home where teens can learn the necessary social, vocational, and life skills they need to become happy, successful and productive adults.  Through the San Pasqual Academy, the community can make a commitment to foster youth, who through no fault of their own, were abused and neglected by the people who should have cared for them the most.  

This unique public-private partnership includes a significant commitment from the business community to support the renovations at the campus.  Today’s recommendations include acceptance of two donations from the Metabolife Foundation and appropriation of these funds for continued renovation of the campus.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 03-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, these recommendations will result in FY 03-04 costs and revenue of $250,000.  There is no change to net General Fund costs and no new staff years.

	SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REQUEST FOR SOLE SOURCE AND REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR FOOD AND FOOD PREPARATION SUPPLIES  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sheriff’s Department Food Services Division prepares and distributes over 28,000 meals each day for detention facilities, probation detention facilities and the Meals on Wheels Program.  Food and food preparation supplies represent a significant portion of the cost to produce these meals; as such it is critical that the Sheriff obtain the best price possible.  

Currently, the Sheriff purchases supplies from SYSCO by “riding” on the State of California’s contract with SYSCO.  The department had every expectation the State would renew its contract with SYSCO, but on March 9, SYSCO notified the department their contract would end on March 31. Since an uninterrupted food supply is crucial, the Sheriff is requesting a sole source contract estimated at $3.1 million with SYSCO for a period not to exceed six months.  During this period, the Sheriff will seek a competitive procurement; therefore, authorization is also requested for a competitive procurement that will result in the awarding of a three year contract with two one-year renewal options.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted. The funding source is the Sheriff’s Fiscal Year 2003-04 budget and the 2004-05 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in no additional current year costs and will not require additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SHERIFF:

1. Waive the advertising and competitive procurement requirements of Board Policy A-87.

2. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Purchasing and Contracting Director to enter into negotiations with SYSCO; and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for food and food preparation supplies for a period not to exceed six months.

3. In accordance with Section 401 et seq., of the County Administrative Code authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation for food and food preparation supplies, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for a term of three years, with two one-year options and up to an additional six months if needed, and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Sheriff.
