Even with the loss of 0.21 acres of open space, Rancho Valencia will still maintain 50 percent of open space land.  The open space proposed to be vacated is not for biological preservation. The General Plan Land Use Designation is (17) Estate within the San Dieguito Community Plan.  The zoning on the site is RR.5 Rural Residential Use Regulation.

The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 9, 2005 (3), the Board set the Hearing for March 23, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.

On April 9, 2003 (11), the Board of Supervisors accepted a $100,000 grant from the Habitat Conservation Fund for land acquisition for the Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve in Valley Center.  In November 2003, the Friends of Hellhole Canyon, a non-profit corporation, was awarded an Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program Grant of $191,500 to supplement the acquisition of a 154.64-acre parcel, which is surrounded on three sides by the County’s Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  On December 10, 2003 (7), the Board adopted a resolution authorizing the Department of Parks and Recreation to enter into an agreement with the State of California to accept the Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program Grant funds from the Friends of Hellhole Canyon.  With the funding now in place, the County is ready to proceed with the acquisition. 

The Board is requested to take the necessary actions to purchase the 154.64-acre property, identified as Assessor Parcel Number 189-080-02 from Mary Anne Peters Brown for $413,025 (Thomas Guide, Page 1091-F2, G2).  If acquired, this property will become part of the Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  In addition, the requested action includes the appropriation of $11,756 in additional Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program grant funds in the Capital Outlay Fund to supplement the project.  These funds represent an additional award from the grant that was received by the Friends group in 2004 for this project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $413,025 on March 23, 2005, funds for the purchase will be provided, in part, by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000021 – North County Open Space Acquisitions.  In addition, grant funds of $11,756 are being appropriated in this action, and the Friends of Hellhole Canyon are contributing $18,600 to the purchase, which will be credited to the County in escrow.  The funding sources are Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program grant funds of $203,256 ($191,500 existing budgeted grant and $11,756 being appropriated in this action); Habitat Conservation Fund grant funds of $100,000; County Multiple Species Conservation Plan/Open Space Acquisition General Funds of $100,000, which will provide the 100 percent (100%) match required by the Habitat Conservation Fund grant; and the $18,600 being contributed in escrow by the Friends group, which totals $421,856 for the purchase.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $413,025 for the acquisition, no annual cost, and the proposal will require no additional staff years.  The remaining funds in Capital Project 1000021 will be used for staff costs related to the acquisition, and title and escrow fees.  Management of the acquired land will be funded with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 2, 2005 (7), the Board of Supervisors set the Hearing for March 23, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.

The Valley Center Road Improvement Project is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program. It is funded with TransNet funds and contributions from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians, and the Pala Band of Mission Indians.  The project will widen a 5.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road between the City of Escondido and Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide, page 1090).   There are two phases to the project.  Valley Center Road South is already under construction and will be completed in October 2005.  Valley Center Road North will begin in June 2005 and will require two years to complete.  

On October 27, 2004 (4), the Board adopted a Resolution of Public Necessity for Valley Center Road North, which authorized eminent domain proceedings against owners who had not yet signed right-of-way contracts with the County.  Subsequent to that Board action, staff has maintained ongoing settlement negotiations with these property owners with the hope of avoiding condemnation.  Staff has reached an agreement for acquisition of easement rights to Parcel Number 2000-0115-A, B, owned by trustees of the Robert A. Kidd Trust and The Wilson Trust, collectively known as Kidd.  The agreement involves exchange of County-owned property on Valley Center Road (Parcel No. 2000-0115-E).  The Board is requested to approve the Settlement Agreement with Kidd.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the Valley Center Road Improvement Project are budgeted in the Department of Public Works’ Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is TransNet revenue and revenue from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians, and the Pala Band of Mission Indians.  If approved, this proposal will result in an exchange of property at no current year net cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.  The property Kidd will receive is valued $3,000 more than the easements the County will obtain; however, this exchange has been determined by staff to be economically sound because it avoids potential court costs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Vector Control Program in the Department of Environmental Health currently provides mosquito, domestic rat, fly, and other vector and disease control services throughout San Diego County.  The Vector Control Program has been providing public health protection to the residents of San Diego County for over 30 years.  The primary goal of Vector Control Program activities is to prevent vectors from reaching public nuisance or disease thresholds by managing vector habitat while protecting habitat values for vector predators and other beneficial organisms.

In order to maintain current levels of service and to enhance disease surveillance and control services to better respond to the growing threat of West Nile virus and other vector-borne diseases, the Vector Control Program proposes the establishment of a benefit assessment on properties within San Diego County.

This is a request to adopt the Resolution of Intention to Establish a Vector Control Benefit Assessment, to Levy Assessments, to Preliminarily approve the Engineer’s Report, to Adopt Proposition 218 Assessment Ballot Proceeding Procedures, and to Provide Notice of a Public Hearing and of the Mailing of Assessment Ballots. The resolution sets the date of June 22, 2005, as the date of the required public hearing.  Board approval of this request would initiate the ballot proceeding in order for property owners to vote on the benefit assessment. 

This is also a request to approve a sole source agreement with Shilts Consultants, Inc, for $799,200 to conduct the balloting and $39,500 to perform the necessary administrative functions for the Vector Control Program in Fiscal Year 2005-06, for a total contract amount of $838,700.  The $39,500 is contingent on the benefit assessment passing.  Finally, approval is requested to appropriate $799,200 from the Reserve Designation for the Department of Environmental Health to pay for the agreement with Shilts Consultants, Inc. and the cost of balloting proceedings.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health.  The funding source is the Reserve Designation for the Department of Environmental Health.  The total contract amount is $799,200 for Fiscal Year 2004-05 to conduct the ballot measures and $39,500 to perform the necessary administrative functions, including preparing real property data for Fiscal Year 2006-07 Secured Tax Roll, for Vector Control in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  The $39,500 is contingent on the passage of the benefit assessment and will be budgeted in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  This request will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Outbreaks of vector-borne diseases can materially and negatively impact economic activity. According to a study prepared for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the outbreak of West Nile virus in Louisiana is estimated to have cost over $20 million in a single year.  Such outbreaks and other public health threats can have a drastic negative effect on tourism, business, and residential activities.  The proposed assessment will help to prevent the likelihood of such outbreaks.  This is a benefit to business, agriculture, and residential properties.

Tourism is a significant component of the economic and business base in the County.  The tourism and business industries in San Diego County would benefit from reduced levels of harmful or nuisance mosquitoes and other vectors.  Conversely, any outbreak of emerging vector-borne diseases such as West Nile virus could also materially affect these industries.

	On September 10, 1999, the San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians signed a tribal-state gaming compact with the State of California.  San Pasqual Band opened their temporary Valley View Casino on April 18, 2001, and planned to construct a permanent Class III casino at a separate location close to the Escondido end of South Lake Wohlford Road on its tribal lands.  On June 19, 2001 (1), the Board approved a Cooperative Agreement (Agreement) with San Pasqual Band for mitigation of traffic impacts. Subsequent to the 2001 Agreement, the Band changed its casino plans and now considers the temporary Valley View Casino to be its permanent casino. The Band plans to expand the casino by 56,360 square feet, including 31,640 square feet of additional gaming space, which results in a smaller permanent casino at a different location than was the basis of the 2001 Agreement.

Because of the change in casino plans, impacts to roads in the unincorporated area have significantly changed, making a new Agreement necessary. This is a request to approve a new Cooperative Agreement with San Pasqual Band, to replace the 2001 Agreement, wherein the Band agrees to contribute $5,995,000 towards Valley Center Road Phase II improvements, which are currently part of the County’s Capital Improvement Program.

	Funding source for improvements discussed in this request will be San Pasqual Band of Mission Indian contributions of $5,995,000. Appropriations from these funds will be requested to be established when the project is brought to the Board for approval in FY 2004-05. An Ordinance amending the Fire Mitigation Fees was approved on March 2, 2005 (2).  The second reading is March 23.  The proposed fees will be effective July 1, 2005.  The basis of increase to the fee schedule is the Construction Cost Index. In order to participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee Program, each fire district must demonstrate it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  On an annual basis, staff presents Resolutions to the Board for adoption resolving the districts are in need of this funding source.  This year, all six districts are requesting 100 percent of any fees made available by development in their areas.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 2, 2005 (5), the Board ratified five sole-source emergency construction contracts, each in an amount not to exceed $250,000, to repair flood damage on County roads at various locations and upgrade drainage facilities protecting facilities within areas impacted by Firestorm 2003. On March 2, 2005 (5), the Board found the need to continue this emergency work to address an imminent threat to public safety, life, health and property.

The contractors have completed repairs at five County road locations and are working on five additional locations. The Natural Resource Conservation Service has approved fund reimbursement for storm related work at 13 home sites through the Emergency Watershed Protection Program.  Work at these home sites will help control floodwater and silt discharges that could adversely affect County roads and drainage systems. 

Additional storm damage has been discovered following subsequent storms in February.  There is an immediate need to repair this storm damage and to be prepared to quickly respond to additional problems that may arise during the remainder of the winter storm season.  This is a request to continue existing contracts for emergency work and to ratify amendment to two sole-source contacts to a not-to-exceed amount of $500,000 each to provide for immediate and ongoing emergency remediation of stormwater damaged drainage conveyance systems without giving notice for bids. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	On February 2, 2005 (5), the Board established appropriations of $500,000 in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program and $750,000 in the San Diego County Flood Control District for this work.  This action will increase the appropriation for the San Diego County Flood Control District by $500,000 based on fund balance available in that fund. This will bring all contracts in both Road Fund and Flood Control District to $1,750,000 total current year cost. There will be no annual cost, and no additional staff years required.

	On April 9, 2003 (11), the Board of Supervisors accepted a $1,500,000 grant awarded from the State of California Water Resources Control Board Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Program funded by the 2000 Water Bond Act (Proposition 13) for an acquisition and restoration project in the grasslands west of the community of Ramona.  The grant requires that a restoration and habitat monitoring and management plan be developed for a portion of the Ramona Grasslands/Santa Maria Creek area.  Conceptual documents were provided by the County’s project partner, The Nature Conservancy, and will be utilized by contractors employed to implement the restoration project.

If approved, this portion of the restoration activities will include: removal of invasive, non-native plants; monitoring the success of the removal; gathering baseline information on grazing and its effects on habitat quality; and preparing databases, maps, analyses, and graphics for monitoring tasks.

Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering, and Related Professional Services, describes the County’s method for contracting with consultant firms.  For this contract, the Department of Parks and Recreation utilized the 2005 pre-approved City/County Consultant Rotation list and was furnished the four top scoring environmental, biological firms to interview.  The highest scoring firm of Technology Associates International Corporation, Inc. was ultimately selected by a panel composed of County staff.

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and execute a consultant agreement in an amount not to exceed $250,000 with Technology Associates International Corporation, Inc., to perform restoration services on the Ramona Grasslands/Santa Maria Creek Restoration project.

	Funds for this request are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1005264 – Santa Maria Creek Restoration.  The funding source is State of California Water Resources Control Board Nonpoint Source Pollution Control (Proposition 13) grant funds. Some of the projects completed include improvements to the soccer and softball fields, parking lot, community center, irrigation, fencing, and lighting.  A balance of $153,316 remains in the Joint Powers Agreement which is being used to complete construction of a soccer field snack bar that was approved in the Sixth Amendment.  The snack bar project is in the design phase with an anticipated construction date of April 2005.  Upon completion, any remaining funds will supplement funding being requested in this action.

The proposed action will result in approval of the Seventh Amendment to the Joint Powers Agreement in the amount of $227,000 for the following additional park improvements at Ramona Wellfield Community Park: paving the existing adult softball and pony baseball field parking lots, and replacing fencing and installing new bleachers at the adult softball field.  Funding for this request is provided by Ramona Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds.  An additional $15,000 of available Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds will be used for construction management staff costs.  Once completed, operations and maintenance of the newly constructed facilities will be the responsibility of the Ramona Municipal Water District.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	As the Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency, the Department of Environmental Health is responsible for regulatory oversight of all landfills in all areas of the county except the City of San Diego.  On December 15, 2004, the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurred with the Solid Waste Facility Permit for Gregory Canyon, Ltd., and the Solid Waste Facility Permit was issued by the Local Enforcement Agency on December 17, 2004.  The Local Enforcement Agency has responsibility for ensuring Gregory Canyon, Ltd. compliance with the Permit.  The Permit includes the State Minimum Standards for Landfills, the Joint Technical Document, and the entire Mitigation, Monitoring, and Reporting Program required under the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.

The Department of Environmental Health seeks authorization to enter into a new revenue agreement with Gregory Canyon, Ltd. The County will incur costs and expenses for County staff and one or more contractors to monitor and enforce the conditions and requirements of the Solid Waste Facility Permit.  These costs include the monitoring of the mitigation measures set forth in the Mitigation, Monitoring, and Reporting Program in excess of the costs normally incurred by a Local Enforcement Agency to regulate a solid waste landfill. The agreement ensures that Gregory Canyon Ltd. funds the costs the County incurs to monitor and/or enforce implementation of and compliance with all Solid Waste Facility Permit conditions and requirements including the mitigation measures adopted for the Project.  

Board approval is also requested to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Request for Proposals and to award a contract for consulting services on the Gregory Canyon Landfill Mitigation, Monitoring, and Reporting Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health but there are sufficient appropriations for the remainder of the Fiscal Year for this request.  The funding source is the revenue agreement with Gregory Canyon, Ltd. This agreement will expire 50 years following the effective date, or 30 years after completion of the regulatory process for closure of the landfill, whichever is later and will provide for full cost recovery for the life of the agreement.  

If approved, this request will result in $574,000 in revenue and $552,700 in direct cost for the first three fiscal years.  Current year cost is $41,500 and $43,000 in revenue.  First subsequent year direct costs are $251,300 and $261,00 in revenue.  Second subsequent year direct costs are $259,900 and $270,000 in revenue.  Subsequent year costs and revenue will be included in budgets for Fiscal Years 2005-06 and 2006-07.  This is a full cost recovery agreement, including both internal and external overheads, and requires no additional staff years this fiscal year.  One additional staff year may be required in subsequent fiscal years and will be requested through the budget process.  It is anticipated that costs for consultants will not be incurred in the current fiscal year.
