	The recommended actions will approve the proposed Public Housing Agency (PHA) Plan, Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy (ACOP), and Section 8 Administrative (Administrative) Plan and authorize their submittal by the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego (HA) to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  

In response to the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Act of 1998, HUD requires public housing agencies to prepare a PHA Plan and adopt supporting policy documents that describe discretionary policies and procedures for the conduct and administration of the Public Housing and Section 8 programs.  The PHA Plan and supporting policy documents describe basic housing authority policies, rules, and requirements concerning its operations, programs and services.
