	OVERVIEW:

	
	In the wake of the October 2007 wildfires which forced the evacuation of over 500,000 San Diego County residents and burned over 1,000 structures, it is crucial that the County investigate any and all potential improvements to the current system of fire services as well as the administration of emergency medical services. No matter what the future holds in terms of potential reorganization or consolidation of fire services, it is essential that the County continue to seek out new and creative ways of maximizing current resources. 

The following recommendations will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate three very different potential improvements to our current system, in addition to supporting efforts to remove un-cleared brush from the unincorporated areas of the County.

3. Actively support grant writing on behalf of volunteer firefighting agencies in the County of San Diego. 

4. Explore possibilities to create and appoint a County Fire Warden position whose office would act as a liaison amongst local fire marshals, constituents, and land use officials in the unincorporated area of the County of San Diego.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Cal-ID/Remote Access Network (RAN) Board is a countywide policy and advisory board that makes recommendations on the distribution of Cal-ID funds. The RAN Board has authorized the procurement of Cal-ID equipment, and maintenance with funding from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. This is a request for sole source procurement of 17 TouchPrint 3800 Live Scans, management software server and maintenance for two years from Identix, Inc. The Live Scans will allow officers to capture fingerprints as digital images and electronically transmit those images to local and state law enforcement agencies for identification. The RAN Board authorized the management software server on May 19, 2006 and authorized the replacement of 17 TouchPrint 3800 Live Scans on December 18, 2007.

	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan. The funding source is revenue from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. If approved, this request will result in estimated current year cost and revenue of $665,813 ($656,313 for 17 Live Scans and $9,500 for Software Management Server) and estimated annual costs and revenue of $136,950 for ongoing maintenance, which will also be funded with revenue from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. This request will not require any additional staff years.

	The County’s A. B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center opened in 1994 as an emergency shelter for abused, neglected and abandoned children.  The Center is the result of a public-private partnership between the County and the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation.  

On February 4, 1992(42), the Board approved the Operating Agreement with the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation for the A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center, which outlines standards for the operation of the Center.  The Board has approved three amendments to the Operating Agreement since 1992.

The Board is requested to authorize the Fourth Amendment which updates the Operating Agreement to include additional space allocations for the Child Abuse Prevention Foundation, along with a provision for return of the space to the County if needed due to population increases. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2007-09 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes $25.6 million for operating the A. B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center.  If approved, this item will result in no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.  The funding sources are federal and State Child Welfare Services funds.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), which was approved by California voters in November 2004 and was effective January 1, 2005, provides funding for expansion of mental health services in California. As provided by the legislation, the MHSA consists of six planning and service components, in addition to a housing plan for the homeless mentally ill.  Based on Board action, the County has implemented two components of the Act, and is developing plans for the remaining components as required under State guidelines.  

In line with MHSA provisions, the County is conducting planning activities to solicit community input regarding the expenditure of local MHSA funds, expected to total approximately $38 million for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  Since 2005, the County has sponsored more than 20 community planning forums and over 100 focus groups for specialized populations in various regions which have included thousands of stakeholders. 

On February 27, 2007 (6) the Board authorized an Agreement with the State Department of Mental Health (DMH) to continue planning and implementation of new mental health services locally.  Today’s action requests authority to revise the Agreement, as requested by the DMH, in order to streamline administrative procedures, allow counties to establish required funding reserves and allow MHSA revenue transfers from the County for programs that are implemented at the State level. 

Today’s action also requests authority to enter into an Agreement with DMH that will assign funds to DMH for a State-administered MHSA Housing Program.  This will result in approximately $33 million in housing projects within San Diego County that will create safe and affordable rental housing for at-risk populations living with mental illness. In order to participate in the program, the County must enter into an agreement to transfer funds to the State.  Although the housing program will be administered by the State, the County will retain planning and funding discretion for local housing projects. 

Today’s action would authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to sign and execute the revised MHSA Agreement and any future renewals, amendments and extensions subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Health and Human Services Agency Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $38,216,600.  The funding source is the Mental Health Services Act.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years. The funding for the MHSA Housing Program has no fiscal impact on the Health and Human Services Agency Operational Plan as the program is administered at the State level.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 26, 2008 (9), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting Hearing for March 25, 2008 at 9:00 a.m.

On February 11, 2003 (7), the Board of Supervisors approved an Option Agreement for the purchase for a 0.78-acre site in Alpine, for construction of a new Alpine library.  The site is located north of Alpine Boulevard and is a portion of a property owned and occupied by Alpine Community Center.  (Thomas Guide, page 1234, B6).  The total purchase price under the Option Agreement was $256,000.  The Board also directed that grant applications be made under the California Library Bond Act (Proposition 14) to obtain funds to construct a new Alpine Library to replace the existing leased facility.  The grant applications were unsuccessful.  The option to purchase was subsequently extended through June 30, 2008.  As one condition of the extension, the appraisal was to be updated to reflect current market value of the property at the time the County exercised its option to purchase.  A recent appraisal update indicates the current market value is $510,000.  During the past three years, option consideration payments totaling $36,800 have been paid to the seller for the original option and two extensions; this amount will be applied to the purchase price.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for March 25, 2008, to consider exercising the option to purchase the 0.78-acre library site from the Alpine Community Center for the appraised value of $510,000.  Option consideration payments totaling $36,800, previously paid by the County, will be credited toward the purchase price, leaving a balance of $473,200.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $10,067 are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000037-Alpine Branch Library Land Acquisition.  The funding source is General Fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $498,200, based on funds made available from Capital Project 1000180-Alpine Branch Library, to be used for the balance of the purchase price of $473,200, title and escrow fees, staff costs to process the purchase and due diligence costs related to the acquisition totaling $25,000.  There will be no additional staff years as a result of this action.  Once funds for construction of a new library facility are identified, staff will return to the Board for approval of a funding plan and the library construction project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 25, 2007 (5), the Board of Supervisors authorized preparation of design-build documents and necessary planning activities for the Ramona Library. The Board also authorized staff to enter into negotiations for the acquisition of additional property to assemble a site that would allow effective orientation of the library, consistent with the Ramona Intergenerational Community Campus visionary studies.

Today’s proposed actions would adopt California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines Sections 15162 finding for the Ramona Library construction, authorize Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a contract for construction of the proposed library, and approve funding for the project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $409,087 are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000286 – Ramona Branch Library. The funding source is General Fund.  If approved, this request will result in additional costs of $11,220,000 based on Fiscal Year 2006-07 General Fund fund balance available to be used for the construction of the Ramona Branch Library. The total cost of the construction will be $11,629,000.  Funds to furnish the new library will be provided by the Friends of the Ramona Library from their fundraising efforts and from Library Fund resources. Since it will be much larger than the current library, the new facility will incur an increase in operating costs estimated at $154,000 annually, a total of approximately $205,000 annually, which will be included in the FY 2009-2010 budget. Increases in energy costs will be mitigated by more efficient construction and building systems.  Investments in technology and process reengineering efforts will result in staffing efficiencies systemwide to mitigate the effect of the larger branch. No additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	With our heavy exposure to wildfires, the County of San Diego must take a proactive approach toward supporting ideas and legislation that fit within the recommendations of the County Administrative Officer (CAO) as outlined in the 2007 Firestorms After Action Report.

On February 8, 2008, Assemblyman George Plescia (AD-75) introduced Assembly Bill (AB) 1912, authorizing a tax credit for homeowners and businesses for the purchase and installation of any wildfire risk reduction improvements installed on existing property in the state. This legislation would authorize tax credits against those taxes for each year beginning on or after January 1, 2009, and before January 1, 2013.  

Wildfire risk reduction improvements are explained as modifications to existing property that reduce the vulnerability to wildfire, including, but not limited to, replacement of less fire-resistive materials with fire-resistive or noncombustible roofing, siding or walls, decking materials, and windows as well as improvements that create boxed eaves, louvered attic vents and other modifications to reduce or remove the opportunity for wind-blown embers to penetrate into vulnerable areas of a structure.

AB 1912 raises awareness for fire safety, encourages home and business owners to implement fire safety plans, and elevates the sense of urgency needed to systematically improve fire prevention on existing properties in San Diego.
