	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This is a request for approval to apply for and accept American Recovery and Reinvestment Act one time grant funding of $198,005 awarded to the Housing Authority of the County of         San Diego for public housing capital improvement and modernization projects and future grants that may become available under the American Recovery Act.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act), also known as the Economic Stimulus Plan, was approved by both houses of Congress on February 13, 2009 and signed by President Obama on February 17, 2009.  In recognition of the need to provide rapid relief to many who are affected by the current economic crisis facing the country, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Office of Capital Improvements Recovery announced the award of $2.985 billion in Capital Funds to Public Housing Agencies participating in the public housing program throughout the nation.  Under the Recovery Act, the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego has been awarded grant funds in the amount of $198,005 for capital improvement projects to modernize public housing units.  HUD is moving with unprecedented speed to make Capital Funding available to Public Housing Agencies within 30 days of enactment of the Recovery Act legislation.  Public Housing Agencies are to give priority to projects that are ready to begin construction rapidly and also to prioritize construction that will increase energy efficiency and lower the long-term costs of operating public housing.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development required housing authorities to submit a board resolution no less than 21 calendar days from the effective date of the award, March 18, 2009.

Staff will promptly complete contracts and related documents to accept funds and begin work on local projects.  All costs to complete these projects are revenue offset and will not impact the County General Fund or the Housing Authority.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Operational Plan.  The funding source is awarded 2009 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act grant funds.  If approved, the requested action will establish appropriations of $198,005 in the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego Capital Improvement Fund.  There is no cost to the County General Fund or to the Housing Authority and no additional staff years.>>

	<EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR/CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find proposed activity is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under CEQA Guidelines Section 15060 (c)(3) because it is an administrative action and not a project as defined in Section 15378 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

2. Authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, or his designee, to complete and submit all documentation necessary to apply for and accept grant funds from the Recovery Act.

3. Adopt the attached Resolution titled Authorization to apply for and accept 2009 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Funds by the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego.

4. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants Revenue Contracts – Department responsibility for Cost Recovery.
5. Authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego or her designees, as agent of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, contracts as approved by County Counsel, and payment requests; and to execute funding agreements, approved by County Counsel, upon award of funds, including any extensions or amendments thereof. 

6. In accordance with Article XXIII, Section 401, et seq. of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue Competitive Solicitations and award contracts and to amend existing contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, for consultant services.

7. Establish appropriations of $198,005 in the Housing Authority Capital Improvement Fund for public housing energy efficient and modernization projects based on unanticipated revenue from American Recovery Reinvestment Act grant funds. (4 VOTES)>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development requires housing authorities to prepare five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plans and to adopt policies and procedures for the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs. These programs have the capacity to provide affordable housing for more than 10,500 low-income households in the jurisdiction of the County’s Housing Authority.  This action will adopt a resolution to approve the five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plan, Section 8 Administrative Plan, and the Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy; and authorize the Deputy Director to execute all required certifications and submit the documents to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  These plans were released for public review and comment on December 12, 2008.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Approval and submittal of these documents are required components of the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs, which receive almost $100 million in federal funds to provide housing assistance for low-income households.  This request will result in no change in current year costs or revenues and will require no additional staff.  Future year costs and revenues will be dependent upon funding allocations from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.>>
