AMENDMENTS OF RULE 61.4 – TRANSFER OF VOLATILE ORGANIC COMPOUNDS INTO VEHICLE FUEL TANKS AND RULE 61.4.1 – TRANSFER OF GASOLINE FROM STATIONARY UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS INTO VEHICLE FUEL TANKS (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Adoption by the Air Pollution Control Board is requested for proposed amendments to Rule 61.4 – Transfer of Volatile Organic Compounds (gasoline and ethanol blends) into Vehicle Fuel Tanks, and Rule 61.4.1 – Transfer of Gasoline from Stationary Underground Storage Tanks into Vehicle Fuel Tanks.  

Rule 61.4 requires gasoline stations to be equipped with vapor recovery systems that collect and control gasoline vapor emissions during vehicle refueling, pursuant to federal requirements.  Rule 61.4.1, per State law, requires gasoline stations to be equipped with more stringent Enhanced Vapor Recovery systems, which is a mandated upgrade to the federal system requirement,  

New federal guidance authorizes exemptions for non-retail gasoline stations from refueling vapor recovery requirements where at least 95% of vehicles being refueled are equipped with an Onboard Refueling Vapor Recovery system.  This system is installed on newer model year vehicles to collect and control gasoline vapors during vehicle refueling.  The onboard system is redundant to equipment installed at gasoline stations to control gasoline vapors during refueling.  Consequently, gasoline stations primarily serving newer model year vehicles—such as municipal, corporate, or rental car fleets—can be exempted from costly requirements to install and maintain refueling vapor recovery equipment, without causing any increase in vapor emissions.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The recommended amendments to Rules 61.4 and 61.4.1 will not have a fiscal impact on the Air Pollution Control District Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  The amended rules will be enforced with existing District staff, and full-cost recovery is anticipated through the District’s Permit Program.

	
	Business Impact Statement:

	
	Amending Rules 61.4 and 61.4.1 will provide regulatory flexibility and economic benefits to many local businesses.  Qualifying non-retail gasoline dispensing facilities will likely seek an exemption from costly requirements to install and maintain refueling vapor recovery equipment.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER
1. Find that it is certain there is no possibility that amending Rules 61.4 and 61.4.1 may have a significant adverse effect on the environment, and this action is exempt from the provisions of California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15061 (b)(3);

Adopt a resolution titled Resolution Amending Rules 61.4 and 61.4.1 of Regulation IV 
of the Rules and Regulations of the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District.

	APPROPRIATION AND ALLOCATION OF STATE LOWER-EMISSION SCHOOL BUS PROGRAM ADDENDUM GRANT FUNDS (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to approve the appropriation and allocation of a $137,200 Addendum Grant Award from the State Lower-Emission School Bus Program to the San Diego Unified School District to retrofit sixteen diesel school buses with State-verified particulate filters.  Your Board approved acceptance of the Addendum Grant Award on September 26, 2007 (APCB #1).

The State Lower-Emission School Bus Program requires that these funds be used to retrofit diesel school buses with particulate matter filters and must be expended by June 30, 2008, the same expenditure deadline as the original grant award.  San Diego Unified School District has an active contract from the original 2006 School Bus Program Allocation and requested funding assistance to retrofit sixteen additional buses in its fleet.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $137,200.  The funding source is the State Lower-Emission School Bus Program.  It will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund cost.  The entire amount of the addendum grant will be allocated to a school district.  Indirect costs estimated at $4,116 associated with administration of this program are included in the Fiscal Years 2007-09 Operational Plan and are fully funded by Air Pollution Control District budgeted revenue.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER
1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department responsibility for full-cost recovery because the funding offsets only direct costs.

2. Establish appropriations of $137,200 in the School Bus Program Fund for the San Diego Unified School buses retrofit project based on unanticipated revenue from the State Lower-Emission School Bus Program. (4 VOTES)
3. Approve the recommended San Diego Unified School buses retrofit project.

4. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to amend Contract No. 519773 with San Diego Unified School District to include an additional $137,200 to retrofit additional buses subject to the approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.
