	SECURE FLOOD FORECAST MODELING SERVICES FROM DHI, INC. (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Flood forecasting relies on data provided by the County’s Automated Local Emergency in Real Time (ALERT) Flood Warning system which consists of over 100 real-time weather stations capable of identifying flooding or rainfall events.  Currently, the Automated Local Emergency in Real Time system provides information that helps us respond to developing flood events. However, it cannot provide us with the magnitude of the flooding and predict when the event will occur.  Without the adequate lead time, staff must take the time to calculate estimations that direct resources during emergency response.  There is now technology available that could greatly enhance the County’s emergency response by obtaining a reasonable estimate of inundation areas and response times directly from the specified land topography.  

The San Diego County Flood Control District (District) is developing real-time flood forecast capabilities for the areas within its boundaries.  The pilot location in the District to be provided flood forecast services is along the San Luis Rey River Watershed.  The flood forecast will be provided utilizing a hydrologic model that will access real-time data from the ALERT Flood Warning System.  Implementation will require computer modeling that the system currently does not possess.

This is a request to authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with DHI, Inc., of Encinitas; and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for development of a real-time two-dimensional flood forecast model for the San Luis Rey River Watershed, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director, Department of Public Works.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this item are budgeted. Funding source is the Flood Control District.  If approved, this request will result in a current year Flood Control District cost of $250,000.  There is no obligation for future annual cost, other than nominal software maintenance and no additional staff.  If the modeling is satisfactory, the Flood Control District will pursue identifying funding to model the remaining County watersheds.  There is no impact to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under Section 16061 (b)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

2. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with DHI, Inc; and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for development of a real-time flood forecast model for the San Luis Rey River Watershed, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director, Department of Public Works.  Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

3. Find that the services can be provided more economically and efficiently by the proposed independent contractors than by persons employed in the Classified Service.
