	REMOVAL OF COUNTY DEED RESTRICTION ON THE BOSTONIA FIRE STATION PROPERTY (DISTRICT: 2) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 12, 1958, the Board of Supervisors took action to transfer ownership of the property at 1273 Clarendon Street in El Cajon to the Bostonia Local Fire District.  The Bostonia Local Fire District is now a part of the East County Fire Protection District.  Although the District has owned the property for almost 50 years, the deed contains a restriction which transfers ownership of the property back to the County in the event it would cease to be used as a fire station.  

The Fire District has requested to have this restriction removed, granting the District full title to the property.  The property size is only .16 of an acre and given the size, age and condition of the current station, the District will need to replace this facility at some point in the near future.  Due to the fact that the East County Fire Protection District receives a significantly low share of property tax revenue, the District lacks the financial means to build a new station without having full ownership of the property. 

If this action is approved, the County would remove the deed restriction so that the Fire District would be able to fully utilize this property when the District plans to build a new station to better serve the Bostonia area.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Since the County does not have ownership of the Bostonia fire station property, there is no fiscal impact associated with this action.

	This request is for approval of the sole source procurement of TRAK 9100 time and frequency server units for 17 of the Regional Communications System (RCS) Simulcast radio sites at an estimated cost of $488,180 to be funded from the RCS Trust Fund.  The current time and frequency server units are reaching the end of their useful life and are no longer supported by the manufacturer.  These server units need to be upgraded to TRAK 9100, the same server units installed as part of the RCS system enhancement for the East Simulcast system.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.   The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the Regional Communications Trust Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $488,180 current year costs and revenue, no future costs or revenue and the addition of no staff years.

	SHERIFF’S ACCEPTANCE OF URBAN AREA SECURITY INITIATIVE AND STATE HOMELAND SECURITY EQUIPMENT GRANTS  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors authorized the Office of Emergency Services (OES) to accept the 2004 State Homeland Security Equipment Grant on June 15, 2004 (8) and the 2004 Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) Grant on March 1, 2005 (2).  This is a request for the Sheriff’s Department to utilize $1,957,099 from these grants for the competitive procurement of a Type III light utility helicopter capable of performing highly advanced emergency communications functions as well as enhanced disaster and multi-hazard response.

The Sheriff’s Department also applied for and was awarded $1,402,368 in 2005 Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) Grant funds.  These funds will be used as follows:  $963,500 to enhance the Regional Paging System; $182,000 for the Regional Radio Cache to provide spare radios to be used by public safety agencies in times of an emergency or disaster; $206,283 for communications equipment for three emergency operations vehicles; and $50,585 for a microwave digital video imaging system for the Sheriff’s aerial support helicopters.   In addition, $17,000 that was not supported by the grant for the Regional Paging System will be funded from the Regional Communications (RCS) Trust Fund.  
UASI Grants are federal funds from the Department of Homeland Security (DHS), awarded by the California Office of Homeland Security (OHS) and are administered by the City of San Diego.  State Homeland Security Equipment Grants are Federal funds passed through the State to OES. 

The Sheriff’s Department is seeking authorization to accept the Fiscal Year 2005 UASI Grant funds identified.  It is also requesting approval to competitively procure a new Type III light utility helicopter funded through the 2004 State Homeland Security Equipment Grant and the 2004 UASI Grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially budgeted.  The funds for the purchase of the helicopter are budgeted in the Office of Emergency Services.  The funding sources for the helicopter are: $450,625 from the 2004 State Homeland Security Equipment Grant,   $1,506,474 from the 2004 UASI Grant.  The Regional Paging System, Regional Radio Cache, communications equipment, and microwave video digital imaging system are not budgeted and will be funded as follows:  $1,402,368 from the 2005 UASI Grant from the State of California passed-through the City of San Diego and $17,000 from the RCS Trust Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $3,376,467 current year costs and revenues, $1,957,099 of which will occur in the Office of Emergency Services.  Future years’ annual costs for the Regional Paging System, estimated at $107,086, will be included in the Sheriff’s Operational Plan and funded by assessing a monthly maintenance fee to subscriber agencies.  Ongoing maintenance and operating costs for the helicopter, estimated at $468,000 annually, will be absorbed through a cost savings resulting from phasing out two existing aircraft.  This request will require the addition of no staff years.

	The Buffer Zone Protection Program (BZPP) will provide $1,067,000 in grant funds to reduce vulnerabilities of critical infrastructure and key resources (CI/KR) sites in the County by enhancing the protected area around CI/KR sites, and by supporting the capabilities of local first responders in the event of a terrorist threat or attack.  In Federal Fiscal Year 2005 (FY05) twenty-two (22) CI/KR sites in the County are receiving support from the BZPP grant.  The Office of Emergency Services is responsible for administering and distributing the funds to the appropriate incorporated cities in the County as well as the unincorporated areas of the County.  This funding is for equipment purchases and grant administration.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  This request will result in $1,067,000 in costs and revenue in the current fiscal year and will require the addition of no staff years. The funding source is the Federal Buffer Zone Protection Program passed through the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security.

	Since 1989, the County has used the services of real estate brokers to assist staff in the acquisition and leasing of real property.  The County's current contract for these services with Staubach Company expires in August 2006.  Today's actions request authorization to solicit statements of qualifications from brokerage firms interested in providing brokerage services to the County, and will authorize the final selection of a real estate broker from among qualified firms responding to the solicitation process.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no direct fiscal impact associated with the recommended actions and there is no impact on staff years.  The County's real estate broker will receive its compensation directly from property owners that lease or sell buildings to the County.  If the commission for any particular assignment exceeds the amount owed to the County's broker, the difference would be revenue to the County.  The contract will also allow the Department of General Services the option to hire associated professional services from the winning brokerage firm on an as-needed, project-to-project basis.  If this option is utilized, funding for these services would be identified when needed.  It is anticipated that cost of such services would not exceed $100,000 per year for each proposed service.

	The proposed actions will have a positive impact on the business community to the extent that buildings leased or purchased by the County result in the payment of real estate commissions to the brokers representing property owners and the County.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 28, 2006 (18), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on   Consent, setting Hearing for March 28, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

On January 13, 2004 (3), the Board of Supervisors approved a lease/purchase agreement for two 20,400-square-foot build-to-suit office buildings for the Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk and the Departments of Environmental Health and Planning and Land Use.  These buildings are located at 141 and 151 Carmel Street, San Marcos.  On February 1, 2005 (1), the Board approved additional appropriations necessary for the construction of the buildings and authorized the Lessor to begin construction.  The approved contract purchase price for the two office buildings is $11,435,000, including office furniture and filing systems.  The new facilities will be completed and ready for occupancy by April 2006.

The Board is requested to set a hearing to consider exercising the option to purchase the buildings from Real Estate 2, L.L.C., the project owner and developer, under the terms of the lease/purchase agreement.
