	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 1, 2006 (FLD1), the Board took action as recommended, on Consent, adopted Resolution No. 06-028 titled Resolution Establishing Stormwater Maintenance Zone 4-4249-3 of the San Diego County Flood Control District and introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on April 5, 2006.

On June 19, 2002 (5), the Board of Supervisors approved use of several options by private developers for long-term maintenance of post-construction Best Management Practices stormwater facilities on their projects. Complex Best Management Practices stormwater facilities, classified by the County as Category 3, are a high risk to water quality if not properly maintained and require substantial water quality protection efforts. Therefore, it is in the best public interest for the San Diego County Flood Control District to assume responsibility for maintenance.

This requires the developer to dedicate the facility, and property on which it is located, to the Flood Control District.  Each such dedication will comprise a Stormwater Maintenance Zone within the District.  The primary funding mechanism will be a special assessment under Flood Control District authority, collected in the same manner as property taxes. The property owners of this proposed Stormwater Maintenance Zone have consented to formation of the district and levy of assessments on the property, and have waived their right to a public hearing on the matter. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering establishment of the new Zone are on deposit in the Lake Rancho Viejo trust fund. If approved, this request will result in a current year processing cost of up to $4,000. No associated general fund annual cost and no additional staff years are required for these actions.
