	On March 1, 2006 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing to April 5, 2006 at 9:00 a.m., to allow the applicant an opportunity to re-evaluate the subdivision design in light of the requirements of Section 81.401 of the Subdivision Ordinance, and direct that the Planning Commission reconsider the matter with appropriate notice to neighboring landowners, and report back to the Board. 

On January 25, 2006 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing to March 1, 2006 at 9:00 a.m., on Consent.

On December 14, 2005 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing to January 25, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request for an Amendment to the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan, a Rezone, Tentative Map and Site Plan to allow the subdivision of approximately 8.67 acres into 30 residential lots.  The proposed Specific Plan Amendment will allow the transfer of 8 units from Subarea II.16 to Subarea II.30.  In addition, language will be added to the Specific Plan Text pertaining to setback requirements within Subarea II.30.  The transfer of units increases the density of Subarea II.30 resulting in the need to change the zoned Density Designator from 2.5 to 3.5 dwelling units per acre.  The decrease in units allowed for Subarea II.16 results in a change to the Density Designator from “9” to “7”.  The Rezone also proposes a change in the Setback Designator from “I” to “V”.  The “V” Designator allows variable setbacks based on detailed building footprints illustrated on the Site Plan and the parameters set forth in the Specific Plan Text.  The Site Plan is intended to implement design standards set forth by Design Special Area Regulations (“D” Designator).  The project site is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Area Land Use Designation of the San Dieguito Community Plan and the zoning includes the RS2.5 Single Family Residential Use Regulations.  Project site is located north of Top of the Morning Way and west of Bing Crosby Boulevard in the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan.  Note:  A 29-lot design was prepared for the Planning Commission’s consideration at the hearing of March 24, 2006.

	This is an appeal of the County of San Diego Planning Commission’s February 24, 2006 denial of Tentative Map TM 5397. The Planning Commission’s denial is based on the project’s non-compliance with the “B” Community Design Review Designator requirements for private usable open space, as required by the Subdivision Ordinance and Zoning Ordinance.  The Tentative Map proposes to convert 30 existing residential units into a 30-unit condominium complex.

The subject property measures 1.07 acres in size and is in the (1.1) Current Urban Development Area Regional Category and the (9) Residential (43 dwelling units per acre) Land Use Designation of the General Plan.  The site is zoned (RU29) Urban Residential Use Regulation (29 dwelling units per acre).  The project is located at 9210 and 9220 Kenwood Drive in the Spring Valley Community Plan Area.  In addition to the “B” Designator requirements, the site is also subject to the D1 and D2 Design Review Designators.  Thomas Bros. Guide:  1271/B5.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	To ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, the Department of Parks and Recreation has completed a fee analysis and determined that new processing fees are needed to offset the Department’s cost to review land development projects for impacts to existing parks, conditions related to trails, and for compliance with the Park Land Dedication Ordinance.

On January 12, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors adopted the County Trails Program and Master Plan.  The County Trails Program provides guidelines for preparing and recommending trail-related conditions for land development projects.  The estimated costs to perform these tasks are included in the annual fees analysis.  The Department also reviews proposed land development projects to determine if they will have impacts on County parks that should be mitigated, and to determine if Park Land Dedication Ordinance fees should be assessed or whether park improvements or park dedications are required.  The costs for the Department to undertake these reviews are also included in the fees analysis.

This Board letter requests approval of Department of Parks and Recreation processing fees to be effective July 1, 2006, and addition of one permanent position to support the County Trails Program.  If approved, this position, effective July 1, 2006, will be funded with the revenue generated by the proposed processing fees, and will be used for preparation and recommendation of trail-related approval conditions for land development projects.  
This request also includes the addition of five permanent positions, effective April 26, 2006, to support the County Trails Program and park operations, to be funded by current year budgeted appropriations in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  These proposed positions will be used for trails construction, maintenance, and rehabilitation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the five requested permanent positions are budgeted in the current year Department of Parks and Recreation Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help budget.  Funds for the one requested position to be effective July 1, 2006 will be provided by revenue generated by the proposed processing fees being requested in this action.  If approved, this request will result in additional cost-offsetting revenue in future fiscal years, depending on the number and types of reviews completed.  There are approximately 50 applications for land development projects that are reviewed for impacts to trails and parks each month.  Based on the monthly estimates and an average of the proposed flat fees by permit type, the new fees will generate approximately $93,600 per year.

If the new fee schedule (Attachment D) is approved, the Department of Parks and Recreation will budget (starting Fiscal Year 2006-2007) the additional revenue to offset the cost of adding one new permanent Land Use/Environmental Planner II position for the County Trails Program (estimated at an annual cost of $89,551).  This position will be added to the budget, with the cost offset by the new fees revenue.

In addition, this request seeks approval to add five permanent positions (effective April 26, 2006) for the County Trails Program and park operations.  The recommended position classifications are three Park Maintenance Workers, one Equipment Operator, and one District Park Manager.  Current year costs, estimated at $77,152 will be funded by unexpended budgeted appropriations in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  Subsequent years’ costs for these five positions, estimated at $308,608 annually, will be included in the Department’s annual budget, with the cost offset by a reduction in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.

If approved, this proposed action will have no increase in net County cost and will add five new permanent staff years to be effective April 26, 2006, and one new permanent staff year to be effective July 1, 2006.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The proposed changes to the permit review fees will have a moderate impact on the business community.  New review fees are directly related to the added requirement to prepare and recommend conditions for land development projects and their affect on the community trails system, park impacts, or Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) requirements, and the change in class rates for positions performing these reviews.

Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will serve new development.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.
The Board of Supervisors established the Fire Mitigation Fee Review Committee to provide oversight of the program.  As part of this oversight, the review committee is responsible for reviewing the fire agencies’ annual expense reports to ensure improvements were necessary to serve new development and to make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on increases/decreases in the mitigation fee amount.   The review committee has completed its review of the expense reports for Fiscal Year 2004-05 and evaluated the mitigation fee amount for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and has presented its findings and recommendations to the Chief Administrative Officer for Board of Supervisors consideration.

	There is no significant fiscal impact to the County of San Diego with this request.  The County collects this fee from building permit applicants.  The monies are distributed quarterly to the Fire Districts, who use the money to provide for capital facilities and equipment to serve new development. 	On October 19, 2005 (6), your Board amended the TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects (County TransNet Program) for County road and bridge projects using TransNet, State, or  monies. San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) included this local program in the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program. SANDAG, acting as duly authorized Regional Transportation Commission, submitted the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program.  

The County TransNet Program involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, the half-cent transportation sales tax approved by voters in 1987, which will cease in 2008. At that time revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, will commence and continue through 2048.  SANDAG has recently requested that local agencies submit their list of TransNet projects no later than April 7, 2006.  

Amendments to the County TransNet Program – Adoption of Resolution

The proposed amendment to the County TransNet Program includes funding allocation adjustments for previously programmed projects due to changes in current or anticipated construction and acquisition costs. It also includes programming and allocating funds to four new projects.

State Route 54/94 – Additional Appropriations

One of the TransNet Program Projects proposed for amended allocation is State Route 54/94. On October 19, 2005 (4), your Board authorized advertisement and subsequent award of a construction contract for the State Route 54/94 improvement project.  Bids were opened on December 20, 2005, and the low bid was $12,763,396. The Board had authorized $13,000,000 for construction, which left only $236,604 available for contingency. Staff awarded the construction contract with this small contingency to avoid a lengthy construction delay and resulting cost increase. This item includes a request to increase project funding allocation and appropriate $1,040,000 to increase the construction contract contingency to $1,276,604, 10 percent of the construction contract value. 

Upon Board approval, the County’s amended TransNet Program will be submitted to SANDAG.

	The proposed amendment increases future allocation on 10 projects, four of which are newly programmed, and decreases in allocation on five projects, for a net increase of $8,234,565. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	As the Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency, the Department of Environmental Health is responsible for regulatory oversight of all landfills in the County except in the City of San Diego.  On December 17, 2004, the Local Enforcement Agency issued a Solid Waste Facility Permit for Gregory Canyon, Ltd.  On March 23, 2005 (19) the Board authorized the Director of the Department of Environmental Health to enter into an agreement whereby Gregory Canyon, Ltd would fund the Local Enforcement Agency direct and indirect costs to monitor and enforce the requirements of that permit.  However, later in 2005 landfill opponents were successful in a lawsuit seeking to overturn certification of the Environmental Impact Report for this project.  Pursuant to court order, certification of the Environmental Impact Report and all related findings and actions has been overturned.

The earlier revenue agreement did not anticipate this Court decision, and it does not specify that Gregory Canyon, Ltd must fund further California Environmental Quality Act review and Local Enforcement Agency processing of a new permit application.  A revised revenue agreement is therefore needed.  The Department of Environmental Health as the Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency seeks authorization to enter into a superseding revenue agreement with Gregory Canyon, Ltd.  This agreement will require Gregory Canyon, Ltd. to fund direct and indirect costs  incurred by County staff and one or more contractors to meet its obligations under CEQA, and to process a new permit application 

The 1,770 acre Gregory Canyon landfill site is located in northern San Diego County on State Route (SR 76), approximately three miles east of Interstate 15 (I-15) and two miles southwest of the community of Pala. The site is adjacent to the San Luis Rey River and lies along the western slope of Gregory Mountain. (Thomas Bros. Coordinates 1029/D,E,F/4,5,6)

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health but there are sufficient appropriations for the remainder of the Fiscal Year for this request.  The funding source is the revenue agreement with Gregory Canyon, Ltd. This agreement will expire 50 years following the effective date, or 30 years after completion of the regulatory process for closure of the landfill, whichever is later and will provide for full cost recovery for the life of the agreement.  If approved, this request will result in $90,000 in current year costs and revenue (including internal and external overheads) and $90,000 each for the next two subsequent years.

	In 1991, the California Integrated Waste Management Board designated the Department of Environmental Health as the Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency for permitting, inspection, and enforcement on all solid waste sites throughout San Diego County, with the exception of the City of San Diego.  The Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agency permits and inspects the following solid waste facilities for compliance with State regulations: active, inactive, or closed landfills; transfer stations; composting and green waste chip and grind operations; and construction demolition and inert material processing facilities.  California Integrated Waste Management Board has the authority to expend Integrated Waste Management Account funds to support local solid waste facility permit and inspection programs.  Annually since 1991 the Board of Supervisors has approved application for and acceptance of this grant from California Integrated Waste Management Board.

This is a request to adopt a Resolution authorizing application for and acceptance of the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Enforcement Assistance Grant from the California Integrated Waste Management Board for an estimated amount of $36,600.  The Department of Environmental Health is also requesting authorization to apply for and accept future California Integrated Waste Management Board Local Enforcement Agency Grants.  These grants would be utilized to acquire/replace equipment, supplies, training, and technical support.  Additionally, a waiver of Board Policy B-29 with respect to full cost recovery for the implementation of these grants is requested because overhead costs are ineligible expenses.  These overhead costs will be paid from facility annual permit and solid waste tonnage fee revenue.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no impact in the current fiscal year.  If the grant is awarded, the amount of $36,600 will be budgeted in Fiscal Year 2006-07.  The funding source is the California Integrated Waste Management Board.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years.  Program, division, departmental, and external overheads estimated to be $3,536 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 are ineligible expenses under conditions of this grant.  These overhead costs will be paid from the facility annual permit and solid waste tonnage fee revenue.  The Local Enforcement Agency will be required to place funds in an interest-bearing account and to maintain a separate accounting system to track the funds for audit purposes.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining nearly 2,000 miles of roads in the unincorporated area of San Diego County. In addition to field inspections by County road crews, Department of Public Works utilizes pavement management software to prioritize all County maintained roads for preventive maintenance. Through scientific methods, staff determines which roads can be protected with surface treatments and which require asphalt resurfacing.  Slurry sealing is a surface treatment used on roads that are structurally sound.  Slurry sealing is cost effective because it protects the integrity of the roadway and extends the life of the underlying pavement. 

This is a request for approval to advertise and award to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to slurry seal various roadway segments in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  Bid packages have been structured with a base bid consisting of the minimum number of road segments to be sealed, along with additive alternates. The alternatives are clusters of road segments that can be added to the contract if bid prices favor doing so.  Total cost, including contingency, is approximately $1.5 million.

	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2005-06 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is the State’s Traffic Congestion Relief Program (Proposition 42). 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Thirteen items were on the Committee's January 27, 2006, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on all thirteen items. One item (2-E) from the March 10, 2006 TAC meeting is presently before your Board in order to expedite the establishment of an interim all-way stop control at the intersection of  Kenwood Drive and State Highway 94 Westbound off-ramp.  

This report includes Items 2-A and 2-B from the January 27, 2006 TAC meeting along with staff recommendations in response to several citizen requests for various traffic measures (additional speed and curve-warning signage, guardrail, flashing beacons, and traffic calming measures) along Chase Avenue from Jamacha Road easterly to the City of El Cajon. Two of the requested actions are Items 2-A and 2-B of this report. Although other requested devices are outside of the TAC’s jurisdiction, due to the Committee’s varied experience and expertise, staff informed the TAC of the heightened sense of citizen frustration and discontent.  The TAC agreed to allow citizens the opportunity to address their concerns to determine if the TAC’s collective knowledge would provide additional insight and identify alternative actions if deemed appropriate.  
On March 10, 2006 the TAC reviewed the intersection of Kenwood Drive and State Highway 94 Westbound off-ramp. The Committee noted this intersection is experiencing undue congestion and delay. The intersection to the south at the Eastbound off-ramp is controlled by an all-way stop.  This control meters northbound traffic and does not allow sufficient gaps for motorists trying to enter Kenwood Drive from the Westbound off-ramp. Motorists entering Kenwood Drive find themselves trapped for several minutes during peak times, with traffic backing-up on the ramp and at times onto the freeway. Both the Spring Valley and Valle de Oro Community Planning Groups have reviewed this matter and both agree signalization at both ramps to be the ultimate solution. The TAC concurs the ultimate solution to be signalization and believes an interim all-way stop control to be an appropriate measure to relieve the existing congestion.

	Since the devastating 2003 Firestorms the Board of Supervisors has taken many vital actions to improve fire protection.  Notably, your Board has taken the monumental action to authorize the purchase two helicopters, the first on February 10, 2004 (1), and the second on June 15, 2004 (4), which greatly provide needed protection.  Most recently, on September 20, 2005 (1) the Board of Supervisors authorized staff to negotiate contracts with various fire agencies to improve fire services in the unincorporated area.  Staff have been working closely with existing fire service entities to establish year-round fire protection and emergency response services in areas where these services are not currently provided.  To maximize fire prevention, training coordination and standardization of equipment, staff is seeking opportunities to augment resources with grant funds.  
The U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program provides funds for equipment, personal protective equipment, fire trucks, foam trucks, fire boats, ambulances, and other specialty fire or emergency medical service vehicles.  The Department of Planning and Land Use requests Board authorization to apply for and accept up to $2.75 million dollars from the Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program, and other related grant programs as they may become available, to improve fire services and standardize equipment in the unincorporated areas.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Upon successful grant award, staff will return to the Board to request that appropriations be established as necessary.  If the full grant amount of $2.75 million is awarded, a match of $550,000, or 20% would be required. Appropriations within the Department of Planning and Land Use, Fire Prevention Program Operational Plan are sufficient to meet this match. This action will not result in any additional staffing needs.

Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of Santee for the Town Center Specific Plan Amendment Project for use of 9.83 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122.  Staff recommends that compensation be waived pursuant to Board Policy I-122 Paragraph 3.d because the project provides a public benefit.

The Implementing Agreement includes a requirement that the County prepare an annual accounting for 1) all habitat gained through acquisitions or dedications of open space made through the land development process; and 2) all habitat lost as a result of discretionary land use and certain ministerial actions.

This 2005 Annual Report summarizes habitat gains and losses within the three Subarea Plan segments (Lake Hodges, South County, and Metro-Lakeside-Jamul) for the period of January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005.  This report also includes a discussion of management and monitoring programs and funding sources that are utilized by the County to meet its obligations under the Implementing Agreement

During the 2005 accounting period, a total of 161.6 acres were gained and 816.4 acres were lost ithin the County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea.  Of the 161.6 acres gained, 78.9 acres count towards the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program conservation goal of 98,379 acres.  
The remaining 82.7 acres of habitat were acquired in areas outside of the County’s pre-approved mitigation/preserve areas and therefore do not presently count towards the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program conservation goals.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works uses contracted services to provide residential composting public education and subsidized compost bin sales to increase awareness and promote recycling of household organic waste. The Department of Public Works Recycling Section, in cooperation with our subcontractor, has offered composting workshops and bin sales since February 2004. Since the inception of this program, 930 residents attended 21 workshops held in unincorporated communities of El Cajon, Ramona, Lakeside, Alpine, Descanso, Julian, and Fallbrook and purchased 993 reduced-cost compost bins. Five unincorporated schools received donations of compost bins to offer students and faculty the tools for an experiential lesson in waste reduction.
Compost demonstration sites have been established at East County’s Water Conservation Garden at Cuyamaca College, and at the Crestridge Ecological Center in the community of Crest. The demonstration sites are used to teach residents how to reduce organic waste from their homes and gardens by composting and/or vermicomposting (worm composting). 
The current contract expires at the end of this fiscal year. The scope of work for this contract renewal will be similar to the current contract, which provides training workshops to residents and landscapers, maintenance of compost demonstration sites, outreach, provision of compost and vermicompost units at a reduced cost, and development of promotional materials to increase public participation. This program will help San Diego County unincorporated areas reduce organic waste generation and increase and encourage the use of organic materials as resources.
This is a request to issue a Request For Proposals for Fiscal Year 2006-07 for one year, with four one-year renewal options, to provide residential composting public education services addressing composting and organic waste reduction in the unincorporated areas. These services will include training on composting, grasscycling, water conservation, and offer compost bin sales.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 1, 2006 (7) the board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on April 5, 2006.
The small drinking water systems (less than 200 service connections) within the County of San Diego serve water to over 30,000 users everyday.  Many of the small drinking water systems within the County are over 50 years old and are in critical need of infrastructure repairs and upgrades.  This has led to an increase in the number of systems that have failed to provide pure, safe and reliable drinking water to their users.  These conditions are putting the public health at risk. 
The Department of Environmental Health has been equally challenged with regulating and assisting small drinking water systems as a result of ever changing State and Federal water quality requirements, high turnover of system operators, inability to meet State permitting mandates, and insufficient staffing.  In May 2005, the Department of Environmental Health reallocated one position in order to assign a total of two direct program staff to assist small drinking water system operators with the mutual challenges.

The fees for small drinking water systems have not changed since 1993 and do not fully recover costs associated with providing public health services to meet minimum State and Federal mandates. The fees for small drinking water systems have been recalculated to directly reflect the County’s true costs to administer this program.  A multi-year fee package that incrementally implements fee adjustments across three years with full cost recovery achieved in year four is being proposed.  Proposed fee adjustments range from a 0% increase to 162% in the first year to 12% to 33% by the third year. The department will return to the Board in the fourth year (FY 2009-10) with a full cost recovery proposal.

This is a request to approve an amendment to Title 6, Health and Sanitation, of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to adjust small drinking water system fees.  If approved, these fees would be operative on July, 1, 2006.  This is also a request for a waiver of Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts - Department Responsibility for Full Cost Recovery, to enable full cost recovery from the fees to be achieved over a multi year period.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact in the current fiscal year.  If approved, the proposed fee adjustments will increase Departmental fee revenue by $137,140 in FY 2006-07, $199,159 in FY 2007-08, and $265,173 in FY 2008-09.  The full cost for the small drinking water systems services in those years will be $335,494, $347,992 and $360,490, respectively. A waiver of B-29 is requested as this is not full cost recovery the first three years of implementation. However, by FY 2009-10 the Department will return to the Board with proposed fees that will achieve full-cost recovery.  If approved, the revenue will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for FY 2006-08.  This request requires no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	While small drinking water systems will incur the cost of adjusted fees, benefits to owners and operators in providing end users with pure, safe and reliable water outweigh these costs.  With the adoption of the proposed fee adjustments, Department of Environmental Health will offer enhanced customer service by providing local on-site technical assistance.  Department of Environmental Health will continue to provide assistance in achieving compliance through rigorous problem solving as the preferred approach and employing enforcement as a last resort.  Inspections will focus on potential public health threats.
