	< MacroButton NoMacro The Fire Mitigation Fee Program provides financing for projects such as fire station construction, expansion and purchase of additional fire or emergency apparatus to allow fire departments to provide adequate protection to areas impacted by new growth and development.

To participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee Program, each fire agency must demonstrate it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  On an annual basis, staff presents Resolutions to the Board for adoption, with the finding that fire agencies are in need of this funding source. This is a request to adopt resolutions setting the fee collection ceilings at 100 percent for the County Service Areas: No. 107 - Elfin Forest, No. 109 - Mt Laguna, No. 110 – Mt. Palomar, No. 111 – Boulevard, No. 112 - Campo and No. 113 - San Pasqual. Resolutions establishing the ceilings were last adopted March 26, 2008 (7).

This is also a request to adopt the Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for each of the above Fire County Services Areas.  County Service Areas that collect fire mitigation fees are required to update their Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for use of these funds annually.  The Resolutions for the Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans were last adopted on August 6, 2008 (1).  This year, there are no significant changes to the plans.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro During the week of February 18, 2009, notices and ballots for proposed increase in benefit assessments were mailed to property owners in Permanent Road Division Zones No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace, located in the Escondido area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1129, J-7), and No. 23 – Rock Terrace, located in the Alpine area of the County of    San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1234, C-6).  The proposed assessment increase for Zone No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace would provide sufficient monies to fund future paving work for the road maintained within the district boundary.  Zone No. 23 – Rock Terrace has provided road maintenance in the past, but no longer has sufficient revenue to support ongoing road maintenance.  Current annual funding barely covers administrative costs and an assessment increase is needed to provide for ongoing road maintenance.  

The property owners for both Zones were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  This action requires two steps.  On April 8, 2009, public comments will be received about the proposed action (Recommendation 1 and 2).  Upon close of the hearing on April 8, 2009, the ballots will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will return to the Board on April 22, 2009, requesting the Board to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings (Recommendation 3) for Permanent Road Division Zones No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace and No. 23 – Rock Terrace.  >>

Cimarron Terrace
If approved, this request will result in an increase in the maximum benefit assessment from $50 per benefit unit to $300 per benefit unit.  Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district would increase from $2,700 to $16,200.  Road work requested by the committee for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace is estimated to be approximately $40,000.

Rock Terrace
If approved, this request will result in an increase in the maximum benefit assessment from $56 per benefit unit to $440 per benefit unit.  Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district would increase from $1,232 to $9,680.  Road work for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 23 – Rock Terrace is estimated to be approximately $26,000.  

If the ballot measure passes, road work for each Zone would be done once enough revenue accumulates.>>

The airport accommodates various aviation businesses providing services to the aviation community and general public.  The Federal Aviation Administration requires that the County receive market rent for leases of airport land.  The lease revenue must be used for operation and maintenance of the County Airports system.  The non-aviation portion of Gillespie Field includes three industrial parks occupied by diverse industrial tenants.

Veridiam, Inc., formerly known as Carpenter Special Products Corporation, occupies a seven-acre parcel at Gillespie Field.  The company is a major custom tubing manufacturer that currently employs 142 workers at its El Cajon facility.  The Board approved the existing ground lease on June 22, 2005 (11).  The lease provides for periodic rental rate renegotiations to bring the rent to market rate.  The next adjustment is scheduled to take effect on May 1, 2009.  Due to current economic conditions, the County and Veridiam, Inc. negotiated a schedule to raise the rental rate incrementally over the next five-year period instead of implementing the adjustment at one time as provided by the current lease.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Proposition 84, the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006 provides grant funding for projects to protect communities from drought, to protect and improve water quality, to promote environmental stewardship, and to reduce dependence on imported water.  Proposition 84 allocates $91 million in project funding to the San Diego sub-region.  The San Diego sub-region includes all watersheds within the boundaries of the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board hydrologic region which includes western draining watersheds in San Diego County, the Riverside County portion of the Santa Margarita watershed, and the San Juan watershed in southern Orange County. 

Under Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002, a separate Integrated Regional Water Management plan was developed for each of these areas in the San Diego Sub-region.  Each plan has its own corresponding Regional Water Management Group, has developed a governance structure, and is actively engaged with its stakeholders.

To be eligible for Proposition 84 and future Integrated Regional Water Management Program (IRWM) funds, each Integrated Regional Water Management planning region must go through a Region Acceptance Process prior to submitting a funding application.  The Department of Water Resources will evaluate each Region Acceptance Process submittal to determine whether the IRWM region should be accepted into the IRWM Grant Program.  The Integrated Regional Water Management program guidelines require a planning region to effectively integrate water management programs and projects within a hydrologic region. 

The three San Diego sub-region Regional Water Management Groups began collaborating  in the Spring of 2008, forming the Tri-County Funding Area Coordination Committee to analyze implications of consolidating the planning regions.  Members of the Funding Area Coordination Committee determined the best approach is to continue with current planning regions with the addition of watershed overlay areas.  These overlay areas add value to the existing structure by defining where additional coordination is needed at the watershed level. Within this structure, the Funding Area Coordination Committee is committed to building relationships and developing additional ways to work together and equitably share Proposition 84 grants funds.  The Funding Area Coordination Committee proposes to formalize this approach through execution of a Memorandum of Understanding.

This is a request for authorization to execute a Memorandum of Understanding that recognizes the desire and commitment for: 1) The Tri-County Funding Area Coordination Committee planning regions to closely coordinate planning through watershed overlay areas; 2) Identification of opportunities to support common goals and projects and improve the quality and reliability of water; 3) Participation in each other’s advisory committees; and 4) Formalization of distribution of Proposition 84 Integrated Regional Water Management grant funds to the three planning regions.>>

Initial connections to the main sewer lines are anticipated this year.  Ordinance 9146, which was adopted by your Board as part of establishment, allows the property owner/developer to recover the cost of over-sizing any sewer improvements used by future projects benefiting from these improvements.

D & D Landholdings owns several properties in East Otay Mesa Sewer Maintenance District and has constructed main sewer lines in the District that extend beyond required project conditions.  The additional sewer lines will accommodate future connections by other area developers and property owners.  D & D Landholdings has requested a reimbursement agreement with East Otay Mesa Sewer Maintenance District for properties not owned by     D & D that may connect and use these sewer lines. 
This action requires two steps.
