	AGREEMENT WITH CITY OF SAN MARCOS FOR DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF STORM DRAIN IMPROVEMENTS NEAR RANCHO SANTA FE ROAD (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The City of San Marcos is constructing improvements on Rancho Santa Fe Road from Island Drive to Melrose Drive in San Marcos.  For the San Diego Flood Control District, this is an opportunity to improve two off-site drainage facilities along Rancho Santa Fe Road located on District easements in the unincorporated area.  This will allow for replacement of two concrete ditches with underground pipes to alleviate flooding for adjacent property owners.

This is a request to approve an agreement between San Diego Flood Control District and City of San Marcos for the design and construction of storm drain improvements near Rancho Santa Fe Road.  The agreement provides reimbursement to City for District’s share of design and construction of off-site drainage facilities, estimated at $200,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the San Diego County Flood Control District Fund in the amount of $200,000.  Funding source is San Diego County Flood Control District.  If approved, this request will result in $200,000 current year cost, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	AGREEMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR DEVELOPMENT OF A NEW HYDRAULIC DESIGN AND PROCEDURE MANUAL (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The existing County Design and Procedure Manual for hydraulic engineering applications was prepared in the early 1960s and subsequently adopted by the County Flood Control District Board of Directors in 1970.  It was last revised in 1985.

The Department of Public Works has need for a consultant to provide engineering services to prepare a new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual for the County.  The consultant will make recommendations for revisions to the current County Design and Procedure Manual and prepare a new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual that conforms to current engineering practice.

The consultant RBF Consulting was selected in accordance with the provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, to prepare the new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual.  Public agencies in California must use a Qualification Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  This is a request to establish appropriations from available fund balance in the amount of $130,000, and to approve an agreement with RBF Consulting for preparation of a Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual for compensation not to exceed $130,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted but are available from fund balance in the Flood Control District.  If approved, this request will result in $130,000 current year costs, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.



	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find that the proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality   Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378. 

2. Find that the services can be provided more economically and efficiently by the proposed independent contractors than by persons employed in the Classified Service.

3. Establish appropriations of $130,000 in the Flood Control District, for engineering services based on Fund Balance Available in the Flood Control District. (4 VOTES)

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, the Agreement with RBF Consulting for preparation of a Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual, for compensation not to exceed $130,000.  Agreement to terminate June 30, 2005, or when consultant services are no longer required, whichever comes first.
