	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a continuation of an appeal, filed by the applicant, of the Planning Commission’s denial of Tentative Map Revision TM 5269R and Density Bonus Project DBP 06-001.  The appeal was presented to the Board on February 27, 2008 (2).  The Board directed staff to work with the applicant, who agreed to provide a financial analysis to justify the request for development incentives, and to continue the hearing until April 9, 2008.  Staff sent a letter dated February 29, 2008 to the applicant detailing the requirements of the financial analysis (Attachment K).  To date, the applicant has not submitted the required financial analysis to the Department of Planning and Land Use.  Therefore, staff recommendations have not changed since the February 27, 2008 hearing.

The application proposes to revise an approved nine lot subdivision to 14 lots, and obtain front, side and rear lot setback variances, under the California density bonus law found at Government Code Section 65915 et seq.

The project, located in a pocket between Escondido directly to the north and San Marcos a short distance to the west, is at the intersection of Mycorte Drive and Hilcorte Drive in the North County Metropolitan Subregional Plan in the County of San Diego subject to the (6) Residential Land Use Designation and the RS4 - Single-Family Residential (4.3 dwelling units per net acre) Land Use Regulation within the North County Metropolitan Subregional area (Attachment B).  Thomas Guide Page 1109, D6.

Deny the recommendation of the Department of Planning and Land Use to approve the revised Tentative Map 5269R and Density Bonus Project DBP 06-001 for the development of a revised project with 13 residential lots with no incentives on APN 226-280-19-00. 

DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING AND LAND USE

1. Approve the resolution to approve a revised Tentative Map 5269R for 13 residential lots, make the appropriate findings and include those requirements and conditions necessary to ensure that the project is implemented in a manner consistent with the Subdivision Ordinance and the California density bonus law at Government Code Section 65915 et seq. (Attachment C).
2. Approve the Density Bonus Project DBP 06-001 for 13 residential lots and make the appropriate findings and include those requirements and conditions necessary to ensure that the project is implemented in a manner consistent with the California density bonus law (Attachment D).

3. Deny the request for the proposed incentives because: (1) One of the proposed “incentives”, the additional 14th lot, does not qualify as an incentive.  (2) The applicant has requested four setback reductions, but is potentially entitled to only two. (3)  In addition, none of the requested incentives can be approved because they have not been demonstrated to result in “identifiable, financially sufficient, and actual cost reductions” that would contribute significantly to the economic feasibility of the very low income housing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 30, 2008 (5), the Board of Supervisors authorized a second mailed assessment ballot proceeding to owners of parcels within the proposed San Diego County Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park).  At a public hearing on     March 26, 2008 (5) the public was provided an opportunity to comment on the proposed formation of the Landscape Maintenance District for Jess Martin Park and ballots were collected.  

The public meeting was continued until April 9, 2008, to allow for ballot tabulation.  Following the close of the March 26, 2008 hearing, the ballots were tabulated under the direction of the assessment engineer.  Today’s action is to confirm and approve ballot results. If the results indicate majority support of district formation and the Board authorizes the new district, the requested action will adopt a resolution to establish the San Diego County Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park) for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  If the ballot measure passes, the new District would become operational on             July 1, 2008.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  If approved, the costs for consultant services in the current fiscal year are encumbered in the original contract and total approximately $25,000.  If the ballot measure passes there will be future costs and revenue related to operations and maintenance of Jess Martin Park which will be provided by Department of Parks and Recreation staff and funded by the proposed Landscape Maintenance District (LMD).  
The current total annual maintenance budget for the proposed District is approximately $100,000.  The recommended assessment district does not include indexing for future cost increases including inflation.  With passage of the ballot measure, approximately 90% of the budget would be provided by the assessments levied on property owners within the District boundaries.  Assessment law prohibits the collection of fees for services and/or improvements that benefit properties outside the District.  This would require the County to pay the remaining 10% or $10,000 of the proposed maintenance budget.  If the benefit assessment fails, there is no plan to continue to operate Jess Martin Park in its current condition.  The County of San Diego may be required to repay certain grant funds and incur other costs related to closure.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The proposed project is a request to vacate 1.1 acres of a dedicated open space easement on the Lin property that is located at 6672 Poco Lago near the intersection of Caminito Santo Tomas in the unincorporated San Dieguito Community Planning area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide Page 1188, G1).  The project is subject to the General Plan Land Use Designation of (17) Estate Residential, Regional Category of 1.3, Estate Development Area and zoning of RR.5, Rural Residential Use Regulation.  The area to be vacated was dedicated as biological open space with the approval of Tentative Map 4865RPL2.

The open space easement to be vacated has been planted with a fruit orchard.  The easement is located on two parcels that are under the same ownership.  Assessor Parcel Number 303-101-10 (2.36 acres) is vacant and Assessor Parcel Number 303-101-11 (2.22 acres) is developed with a single-family residence.  The open space was dedicated to mitigate for impacts to sensitive resources.  Mitigation for vacating the open space will be provided by purchasing off-site habitat in an approved mitigation bank land trust.  This open space easement vacation will allow for the impacted area to continue use as a fruit orchard.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 15, 2003 (9) the Board authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to take the necessary steps to begin work on a draft master plan for the San Luis Rey River Park and coordinate efforts with Caltrans and SANDAG staff working on the improvements to State Route 76.  The proposed regional park would stretch approximately nine miles, parallel to State Route 76, along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  The park would protect the San Luis Rey River and surrounding sensitive habitat, as well as offering active and passive recreation opportunities, including trails and sports fields.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for May 14, 2008 to consider the purchase of approximately 142.9 acres of land in Bonsall from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust for the appraised value of $5,001,500.  The land is located within the master plan area of the proposed regional park, south of State Route 76 (Pala Road), as shown in Attachment A (Thomas Guide, Page 1048-C6).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $5,001,500 on May 14, 2008 funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $5,163,600, including $5,001,500 for the property acquisition, plus $10,600 for title and escrow fees and $8,500 for staff costs to complete the transaction, $143,000 for one-time stewardship activities such as installing fencing, and signage, removing debris and invasive vegetation and decommissioning wells.  Area Specific Management Directives will be prepared when the County’s ownership exceeds 300 acres in this area.  The CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Years 2008-2010 Operational Plan will include funding for ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the preserve.  On-going Multiple Species Conservation Program stewardship and monitoring for this property are estimated at $21,450 per year.    No additional staffing will be required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have been completed within the City of San Marcos.  

The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road.  Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide page 1108, B2). 

Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, 31 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these 31 property contracts, 21 were acquired for less than $50,000 each.  Those contracts were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approval.  Nine purchase contracts were for values over $50,000 and were previously approved by your Board.  

Today, the Board is requested to approve a Real Property Contract for the purchase of Parcel No. 1997-0315-A, B, C from Gerardo A. Rodriguez for $75,000.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners are ongoing.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is SANDAG Highway TransNet, Local TransNet, and State Route 78 Corridor Funds.  If approved, this request will result in $75,000 current year cost, no annual cost and no additional staff years will be required.

PURCHASE OF 1,372-ACRE GILDRED RANCH PROPERTY AND 480-ACRE HIGHLAND VALLEY-OAK COUNTRY II PROPERTY – RAMONA (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 1, 2000 (13), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with The Grasslands Preservation Project to seek potential funding for acquisition of grasslands in the unincorporated community of Ramona, within the draft North County Multiple Species Conservation Program planning area.  Since that time the County has partnered with several nonprofit agencies to apply for and has successfully received several State and federal grants to acquire 460 acres of land with an additional 1,180 acres currently in escrow in the Ramona grasslands area.  

In 2007, The Nature Conservancy acquired the 1,372-acre Gildred Ranch property.  Additionally, The Nature Conservancy has entered into a real property purchase and sale agreement with Highland Valley Partners, LLC for acquisition of the 480-acre Highland Valley-Oak Country II property.  The Nature Conservancy will purchase the property, and enter into an escrow transaction for the sale of the land in fee title to the County.  These properties are located near the Ramona Airport, west of Rangeland Road, adjacent to other grassland properties previously acquired by the County (Thomas Guide, page 1151, F, G, H, 1-7).
This request is to set a hearing for May 14, 2008 for the Board to consider, after hearing public testimony, approving purchase of the Gildred Ranch and Highland Valley–Oak Country II properties from The Nature Conservancy, for a cost not to exceed $2,850,000 (Recommendations 3 through 5).  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in one-time current year cost not to exceed $2,850,000 for the land purchase.  Funding for this request in the amount of $2,850,000 is included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Fund budgeted in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  In addition, budgeted funds in the Capital Project of $1,566,300 are available for related costs, including $7,800 for title insurance and escrow costs, $8,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase, and one-time costs of $1,550,000.  These one-time costs are associated with the creation of the preserve’s Resource Management Plan including Area Specific Management Directives which includes site specific field surveys ($600,000), a Trails Master Plan ($450,000) and associated environmental review ($150,000), as well as initial stewardship costs such as fencing and signage ($350,000).  The requested action will result in a total current year cost of not to exceed $4,416,300. 

In addition, there will be an annual cost of $10,520 for Fixed Charge Assessments on both properties, including water standby fees and vector control charges, which will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation’s Annual Operational Plan.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Operational Plan budget process for ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the preserve.  Ongoing MSCP stewardship and monitoring are estimated at $277,800 per year for both properties.  The County will assume the responsibilities and requirements of the grant agreements, and/or deed restrictions which encumber the properties at the time of purchase.

5. Approving the Purchase/Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions Agreement (Agreement) for the purchase of the Gildred Ranch property (Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 276-041-06, 276-050-04, 05, 07, 08, 09, 26, 27, 28, 276-060-04, 276-101-03, 276-110-02, 09, 10, 11, 12, 276-111-02, 03, 06, 07, 276-121-01, 21, 22, 280-010-05) and Highland Valley-Oak Country II property (Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 277-050-31, 277-111-53 and 277-121-14) from The Nature Conservancy for  $2,850,000.

6. Directing the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute two originals of the Purchase/Sale Agreement described in either Recommendation 4 or 5 above as specified by the Director of General Services after The Nature Conservancy determines whether it can use a $900,000 grant for the purchase of the Oak Country II property.  Direct the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to mark the Purchase/Sale Agreement that is not executed as “void.”
7. Authorizing the Department of General Services Director, or designee, to execute all escrow and related documents necessary to complete the transaction, including execution of a conservation easement.

The project consists of construction of curbs, gutters, sidewalks and handicap-accessible curb ramps to replace the existing asphalt concrete dike and disintegrated granite (granular soil) walkway, along the west side of Ashwood Street between Mapleview Street and El Capitan High School driveway entrance (Thomas Guide page 1232, B-1-2).  The project will improve pedestrian access and provide an all weather concrete sidewalk surface for pedestrians walking to and from El Capitan High School.

The Board also directed that, prior to construction, staff investigate a concern that Briarwood Road may need to be lowered to assure proper traffic flow through the intersection. Staff revised the project to include lowering Briarwood Road a small amount for proper traffic flow.  The redesign adds $400,000 to estimated construction costs. 

This is a request to increase appropriations and approve advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder of a contract to construct a traffic signal at the Briarwood Road and Sweetwater Road intersection.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.
