	<During the week of February 18, 2009, notices and ballots for proposed increase in benefit assessments were mailed to property owners in Permanent Road Division Zones No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace, located in the Escondido area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1129, J-7), and No. 23 – Rock Terrace, located in the Alpine area of the County of    San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1234, C-6).  The proposed assessment increase for Zone  No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace would provide sufficient monies to fund future paving work for the road maintained within the district boundary.  Zone No. 23 – Rock Terrace has provided road maintenance in the past, but no longer has sufficient revenue to support ongoing road maintenance.  Current annual funding barely covers administrative costs and an assessment increase is needed to provide for ongoing road maintenance.
The property owners for both Zones were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  This action requires two steps.  On April 8, 2009, public comments will be received about the proposed action (Recommendation 1 and 2).  Upon close of the hearing on April 8, 2009, the ballots will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will return to the Board on April 22, 2009, requesting the Board to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings (Recommendation 3) for Permanent Road Division Zones No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace and No. 23 – Rock Terrace.>>

Cimarron Terrace
If approved, this request will result in an increase in the maximum benefit assessment from $50 per benefit unit to $300 per benefit unit.  Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district would increase from $2,700 to $16,200.  Road work requested by the committee for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 11D – Cimarron Terrace is estimated to be approximately $40,000.

Rock Terrace
If approved, this request will result in an increase in the maximum benefit assessment from $56 per benefit unit to $440 per benefit unit.  Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district would increase from $1,232 to $9,680.  Road work for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 23 – Rock Terrace is estimated to be approximately $26,000.  

If the ballot measure passes, road work for each Zone would be done once enough revenue accumulates.>>

	<In 2008, the Land Use and Environment Group conducted a functional and organizational analysis of various departments to better align and coordinate specific programs and to streamline land development processes.  The goals of this analysis were to (1) improve customer service; (2) improve the quality, timeliness, and completeness of work, and         (3) ensure that land development processes promote safe and livable communities.  

In response to the functional and organizational analysis, the Department of Planning and Land Use and Department of Public Works developed the Service First Initiative.  The Service First Initiative consists of approximately 70 recommendations designed to improve the land development process and support the associated culture shift within the departments involved in the land development process.

On October 29, 2008 (4), the Service First Initiative was presented to the Board of Supervisors.  The Board requested updates at six and twelve month intervals.  This is the six month update.  The proposed action is to accept the update to the Board.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has a deep commitment to safeguarding lives and property from wildfires.  On June 16, 2004 (4) the Board established the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program to resourcefully and effectively implement a comprehensive program to complete over $47 million in fuels reduction activities.  The program was extremely successful, however, fuel loads in areas of the unincorporated county still pose a threat to citizens and property, providing the opportunity for more dead, dying and diseased tree removal and hazardous brush thinning.  

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Planning and Land Use to accept federal grant funds as they become available, currently estimated at up to $7 million, for the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program efforts, and to approve actions to secure contract services to begin the work on both public and private lands in the unincorporated area of the county.  This grant requires a 10% match, which will bring the total amount available for fuel reduction to $7.78 million.  Matching in-kind vegetation work will be provided by an existing agreement with San Diego Gas and Electric, at no additional cost to the County.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2008-2010 Operational Plan.  This action may result in grant revenue of up to $7 million which will be used over multiple years for hazardous fuels reduction activities in the unincorporated area of San Diego County to help prevent future damage to lives and property from wildfires.  The funding source is federal grants administered by the United States Department of Agriculture, United States Forest Service.  The work will be accomplished through tree and brush removal contracts, as well as consultant contracts for the identification of hazardous vegetation, environmental surveys, inspection activities and administrative tasks.  These contracts will be administered by existing staff.  A match of 10% is required (up to $780,000) and will be provided at no additional cost to the County through in-kind vegetation work performed by San Diego Gas and Electric.  If approved, funds for this request will be included in the FY 2009-2011 CAO Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter.  This request will not require any additional staff years.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Riverview Elementary School is located on Winter Gardens Boulevard between Rockcrest Road and Knoll Crest Place in the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide page 1232, A5).  School officials, with the assistance of County Department of Public Works, identified and developed the proposed project, and obtained a grant from the federally-funded Safe Routes to School program to help fund its construction.  The project consists of approximately 600 linear feet of concrete curb, gutter, sidewalk, and asphalt-paved bike lane.  The project will improve access for pedestrians walking to and from Riverview Elementary School.  In addition, the project will enhance pedestrian and bicyclist safety on that portion of Winter Gardens Boulevard.
