	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project is an amendment to the San Diego County Zoning Ordinance to introduce a new winery classification, Boutique Winery.  On December 5, 2007 (5), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to amend a previous draft Ordinance to include a solution to the private road problem, requiring a Road Maintenance Agreement or Administrative Permit based on number of parcels; address any liability issues involved; and return to the Board of Supervisors with necessary documentation and findings that would allow Boutique Wineries by right for properties located on public roads.
On March 7, 2008 the Planning Commission recommended the adoption of a proposed Boutique Winery Zoning Ordinance Amendment, which allows Boutique Wineries on public roads by right and required either a Road Maintenance Agreement or Administrative Permit based on the number of parcels on a private road, as well as the adoption of a Mitigated Negative Declaration.  Based on further evaluation of the information received during the preparation of this Ordinance and information received at the Planning Commission hearing on March 7, 2008 staff has prepared two alternate Ordinances for your Board’s consideration. The Alternative Ordinance 1 would be similar to the Ordinance presented at the March 7th Planning Commission hearing with the addition of Administrative Permit Findings.  Alternative Ordinance 1 allows Boutique Wineries on public roads by right and requires either a Road Maintenance Agreement or Administrative Permit based on the number of parcels on a private road.  The Alternative Ordinance 2 requires discretionary review of any Boutique Winery application.

	The purpose of this amendment is to incorporate language in the General Plan (Public Safety Element) to comply with State law requiring that local jurisdictions include a local hazard mitigation plan as part of their Safety Element.  This is the first amendment to the County Public Safety element for the Fiscal Year 2007-08.

The County’s Local Hazard Mitigation Plan is a multi-jurisdictional plan that includes the County and all 18 cities within San Diego County and is a comprehensive assessment of natural hazards.  It includes a detailed risk assessment, goals, objectives and alternative mitigation actions, and a comprehensive mitigation plan and implementation strategy.  The risk assessment section is a county-wide assessment of hazards.  Since the adoption of the Hazard Mitigation Plan by the Board of Supervisors on October 19, 2004 (3), the State legislation has changed, prompting amendments to the County’s Local Hazard Mitigation Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have been completed within the City of San Marcos.
The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road.  Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa  Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide page 1108, B2).
Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, 33 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these 33 property contracts, 21 were acquired for less than $50,000 each.  Those contracts were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approval.  Ten purchase contracts were for values over $50,000 and were previously approved by your Board.  

Today, the Board is requested to approve Real Property Contracts for the purchase of Parcel Nos. 1997-0292-A, B, C from Gary D. Copeland for $53,700, and 1997-0308-A,B,C from T.J.S. & M.C., INC. for $68,000.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners are ongoing.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is SANDAG Highway TransNet, Local TransNet, and State Route 78 Corridor Funds.  If approved, this request will result in $121,700 current year cost, no annual cost and no additional staff years will be required.

	AMEND ENGINEERING SERVICES CONSULTANT AGREEMENT WITH WADELL ENGINEERING CORPORATION FOR MCLELLAN PALOMAR AIRPORT TERMINAL REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Wadell Engineering Corporation is currently under contract with the County performing as-needed airport engineering services.  The existing contract is for total compensation not to exceed $2,400,000 with a term ending June 30, 2011.  The contract scope includes work for all County airports, and has been amended once, pursuant to approval by your Board on November 15, 2006 (17).  This contract was procured through a qualifications-based selection method involving countywide solicitation as described in Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services). 
On April 25, 2007 (5), your Board authorized advertisement and award of a construction contract for the $24 million McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project (Thomas Guide page 1127, E-2), which is currently under construction. Wadell Engineering Services provided design services for the project.  Now, continued services of Wadell Engineering Corporation are needed to provide engineering support services to the County’s construction manager for the project.  Construction is scheduled for completion in early 2009.
This is a request to approve the second amendment to existing contract with Wadell Engineering Corporation.  This amendment would add $850,000 to the contract for a total maximum of $3,250,000. 
The agreement as amended will continue to have a term ending June 30, 2011.  The amendment authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan.  Funding is based on fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund ($850,000).  If approved, this request will result in a total of $850,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  Staff will seek Federal Aviation Administration reimbursements for eligible costs.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The traveling public, airlines and airport-based businesses will benefit from suitable facilities that meet current and near future space demands, are constructed to meet current building codes, and provide improved airport safety and security in accordance with federal, state and local requirements.  The improved terminal will provide space for airlines, passengers, and airport emergency operations facilities.  Mandatory separation of domestic and international passengers and crews will enhance safety and security.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project consists of pavement construction, sidewalk and drainage improvements, and utility undergrounding along Parkside Street in Lakeside, from Channel Road to River Street (Thomas Guide page 1232, A-3).  The project will improve pedestrian access and safety and address flooding at the intersection of Parkside Street and Channel Road, which occurs during heavy rains.  It also includes construction along Parkside Street that will be reimbursed through a Construction Cooperation Agreement with a developer, Windmill Village LLC. 

On May 18, 2005 (10), your Board approved a request to advertise and award a contract for construction of Parkside Street improvements in Lakeside in the amount of $1,047,239.  During early phases of project design a potential conflict with the Lakeside Municipal Water District’s (Water District) facilities was discovered and resolved.  Water District staff reviewed all subsequent San Diego County Department of Public Works design modifications and did not indicate any further conflicts.  Subsequent to Board approval, Water District staff notified Department of Public Works of major conflicts with their water lines and, at that time, requested a redesign of proposed drainage facilities.  Resolution of these conflicts required lengthy negotiations with the Water District, redesign of the project, and acquisition of additional easements.

This action includes a request to authorize execution, upon receipt, of a Construction Cooperative Agreement with Lakeside Municipal Water District to facilitate project construction.  It also includes a request to establish appropriations based on unanticipated revenue from San Diego Gas & Electric, Lakeside Municipal Water District, Windmill Village, and from the Road Fund; and to transfer appropriations within the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program.  Also requested is authority to advertise and award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, a construction contract for the project.  Upon Board approval, the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.  Construction is scheduled to begin in       July 2008 and be completed by December 2008.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program in the amount of $1,047,239. If approved, this request will result in $714,861 in additional appropriations for a total project cost of $1,762,100.  

Funding sources for additional appropriations are $81,324 from San Diego Gas & Electric, $168,600 from Lakeside Municipal Water District, $7,500 in a Developer Deposit from Windmill Village, $161,000 in Road Fund fund balance available, and $296,437 in transferred appropriations from savings in the Patrick Drive project.  There will be no subsequent year cost, and no additional staff years will be required.  There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT FEDERAL GRANTS FOR HAZARDOUS FUELS REDUCTION ACTIVITIES (DISTRICTS:  ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has shown deep commitment to safeguard lives and property from wildfires.  On June 16, 2004 (4) the Board established the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program to resourcefully and effectively implement a comprehensive program to complete over $47 million in fuels reduction activities.  This successful program resulted in the removal of approximately 417,166 dead, dying and diseased trees from 3,350 parcels, with work concluding one year ahead of schedule and more than twice the targeted acreage (over 18,000 acres).  In addition, approximately 250 miles of roads were treated providing safer  evacuation corridors.  

Despite the success of the program, fuel loads in areas of the unincorporated county still  pose a threat to citizens and property, necessitating the need for more tree removal and brush clearing.  Years of drought and ongoing insect damage continue to create conditions that lead to extensive tree mortality, with up to 80% of trees in some coniferous forested areas of the unincorporated county.  This ongoing problem continues to pose a significant threat to life and property from catastrophic wildfires.  

To prevent wildfires like those experienced in 2003 and 2007, the Department of Planning and Land Use is actively seeking grant funds to continue the vital work of the Fire Safety and Fuels Recovery Program.  Senator Feinstein, along with Senators Issa and Hunter, have been instrumental in securing funds for Southern California.  Through their continued support of the program approximately $4.5 million in current federal fiscal year funds is anticipated to be awarded to the County to continue hazardous fuels reduction activities, including removing brush and dead, dying and diseased trees.

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Planning and Land Use to apply for and accept federal grant funds as they become available, currently estimated at up to $4.5 million, for the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program efforts, and to approve actions to secure contract services to begin the work on both public and private lands in the unincorporated area of the county.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action may result in grant revenue of up to $4.5 million which will be used over multiple years for hazardous fuels reduction activities in the unincorporated area of San Diego County to help prevent future damage to lives and property from wildfires.  If approved, funds for this request will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter for Fiscal Years 2008-09 and 2009-10 for the Department of Planning and Land Use.  The funding source is federal grants administered by the United States Department of Agriculture, United States Forest Service.  This request will require the addition of no staff years.  A match of 10% is required (up to $450,000), and it will be provided through in-kind services. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The County is committed to reducing fire hazards and supporting economic viability for utilization of the resulting woody biomass.  The County will seek beneficial uses for all resulting biomass.  Practical uses of biomass, such as onsite ground cover and transporting to chipping and composting companies, benefit both the environment and supports local biomass processors.

1.
