	SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REQUEST FOR SOLE SOURCE PROCUREMENT OF COPLINK SOFTWARE         
(DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	After the tragic events of September 11, 2001, law enforcement agencies at all levels of government recognized the need for faster, more pervasive information sharing.  Many local, state and federal law enforcement agencies participate in information gathering and assessment responsibilities on regional task forces and have also established intelligence functions within their organizations. The Sheriff’s Department currently manages or is involved in 19 regional task forces, such as the Joint Terrorism Task Force, Terrorism Early Warning Group, Regional Auto Theft Task Force, U.S. Marshal’s Fugitive Task Force, the Narcotics Task Force and various gang task forces.   The Sheriff also operates a Criminal Intelligence Unit.  

In order to provide increased coordination and communication between task forces as well as improve information sharing among agencies, the Sheriff seeks approval to purchase a software application to integrate numerous disparate databases. This software will facilitate the collection, consolidation, visualization and dissemination of law enforcement information across jurisdictional boundaries.  This system will allow the Department to meet the goals and recommendations of the National Criminal Intelligence Sharing Plan, published by the U. S. Department of Justice in October 2003. In researching similar operations across the nation, COPLINK was the only software product found to meet all the needs of the Department.  
COPLINK will allow the Department to conduct real-time searches of various formal and informal databases, most of which cannot currently exchange information with each other.  It will provide the Department with a base for comprehensive searches of law enforcement, government and public information sources.  It will also provide the Department the ability to connect with other COPLINK nodes nationwide, increasing the amount of intelligence information both coming into and leaving the region.  The COPLINK product’s unique ability to link multiple regional data sharing systems will significantly improve the Sheriff’s Department’s ability to target organized criminal activity.  The COPLINK product suite is the only product that will combine a 28 CFR-compliant intelligence management system with the broader capability to share information across multiple regions.  This request is for approval of sole source procurement of COPLINK from Knowledge Computing, Inc. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan as Sheriff’s Management Reserves.  If approved, this request will result in $518,000 current year costs and $70,500 estimated annual maintenance costs beginning in Fiscal Year 2008-09.  This request will require the addition of no staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to submit an application and accept Federal Title V Prevention Grant funds, administered by the State Corrections Standards Authority, formerly known as the Board of Corrections, and to adopt a resolution for the Multi-Systemic Therapy (MST) Program Grant in the amount of $398,077 for the period July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.  The target population of the MST Program is youth with conduct disorders who are at-risk of entering the juvenile justice system, or are first-time offenders who have committed non-serious offenses.  MST services are home-based and provide youth’s primary caregivers with the skills and resources needed to address the difficulties that arise in raising teenagers with conduct disorder.  These services will be provided by the San Diego Unified School District and administered by Probation Department staff.  If approved, this request will authorize the Chief Probation Officer to submit an application for continued funding that will allow the County to receive these funds.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request will be included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs of $398,077 and revenue of $398,077 in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  This request will result in no additional staff years.  The funding source is the Federal Title V Prevention Grant administered by the State Corrections Standards Authority.  This grant requires a 50% match that will be provided by the San Diego Unified School District.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify existing special operations revenue agreements and authorize the Chief Probation Officer to enter into and sign new revenue agreements with various law enforcement agencies, when appropriate. Specifically, Probation requests ratification of existing agreements and approval to enter into new revenue agreements, with various special operations funding sources, such as: the Organized Crime Drug Enforcement Task Forces (OCDETF), Department of Justice, Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE), San Diego Regional Fugitive Task Force of which the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) Task Force is part, Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA), California Bureau of Investigation (CBI), the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI), and other task forces for participation in special operations/task force activities, as they become available and when deemed appropriate.  These task forces specialize in drug enforcement, drug trafficking, auto theft, violent crimes, and gangs.  Expeditious processing of this type of agreement is crucial, as Probation’s participation in most special operations is requested immediately upon notification or receipt of the associated revenue agreement.  The length of Probation’s participation and the revenue amounts vary by case and task force.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Adopted Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2006-07 for the Probation Department in the amount of $823,815 in direct costs and, $120,458 in revenues. The funding sources are federal, state, and local revenue from law enforcement agencies participating in special operations/task forces.    If approved, this request will result in total estimated costs of $848,529 and revenues of up to $203,722 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and costs of $878,228 and revenues of up to $203,722 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 and will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan.  No additional staff year(s) are required.

	Finding quality childcare is often a stressful endeavor for parents.  A simple and innovative new system promises not only to make the search for a quality facility easier, but also to keep you better informed of the type of care your child is in. 

I request your support for California State Assembly Bill 313 (AB 313) which would require the State Department of Social Services to develop and implement a licensed child day care facility rating system for quality of care and child safety.  This rating would be posted in a conspicuous place at each facility for parents to access, in addition to being posted on the Department’s Internet website.  Furthermore, the Department would be required to update the posted ratings as often as possible to maintain current and accurate information.   

Today’s action will authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare a letter, to be signed by the Chairman of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors, stating San Diego County’s support for California Assembly Bill 313 as well as direct the Chief Administrative Officer to include this action in the Board’s 2007 Legislative Program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego provides for the prevention and control of tuberculosis through a combination of federal, State and other funding methods.  Pursuant to authority provided by this Board on March 16, 1999 (3) allowing Public Health Services to seek outside funding to prevent the spread of communicable diseases, the Health and Human Services Agency has obtained grant awards from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, State of California Department of Health Services, and other sources for countywide tuberculosis treatment and control services to reduce the incidence rate and transmission of tuberculosis in the County.  

Today’s action requests Board approval to accept revenues awarded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, State of California Department of Health Services, and the University of California San Diego for tuberculosis treatment and control services. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2007-2009 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency will include $3,060,446 in Federal and State funding for TB control.  If approved, this proposal will result in no increase in current year and subsequent year’s cost and revenue.  The funding sources are the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, California Department of Health Services, and University of California San Diego.  There will be no change in net General Fund Cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This County of San Diego Consortium Consolidated Annual Funding Plan is the culmination of community meetings held throughout the County to solicit proposals for revitalization of qualified communities and development of affordable housing for lower income residents.  On March 13, 2007 (3), the Board of Supervisors conducted a public hearing on the Draft County Consortium Fiscal Year 2007-08 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs, and approved the Plan, in principle.  This Board letter also includes the staff response to a referral from the Board of Supervisors during the March 13, 2007 public hearing.
At the time the Draft County Consortium Fiscal Year 2007-08 Annual Funding Plan was filed for Board consideration, final funding allocations had not been issued by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. Final funding allocations were announced on March 9, 2007.  The four federal programs will provide $11,617,977 in Annual Plan funds, a cumulative decrease of $57,714 from the four entitlement program funding levels in Fiscal Year 2006-07.  Fiscal Year 2007-08 is the sixth consecutive year of decreases in CDBG Program funding, totaling 32.3% in reduced funding over the last six years.  In addition, an estimated $1,375,000 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 Program Income will be received, primarily from loan repayment proceeds, providing a total of $12,992,977 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 for community revitalization and affordable housing that benefits low-income residents and persons with special needs.
The proposed recommendations will accomplish four objectives: first, approve the County Consortium Fiscal Year 2007-08 Annual Funding Plan; second, reallocate up to $232,964 from previous years’ budgets for funding of two additional Community Development Block Grant projects; third, authorize the Director, County Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Request for Proposals; and, finally, reallocate up to $520,225 from previous years’ budgets for two HOME Investment Partnerships projects.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request in the amount of $12,992,977 are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  The funding sources are Community Development Block Grant ($4,818,222), HOME Investment Partnerships ($3,966,792 plus $72,878 in American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant ($209,085), and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($2,551,000) programs, and unanticipated Program Income from the Community Development Block Grant Program ($850,000) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program ($525,000).  If approved, this request will also result in the reallocation of $232,964 in prior year Community Development Block Grant funds and reallocation of $520,225 in prior year HOME Investment Partnerships funds.  Appropriations of $185,000 will be established in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1010779, Campo Community Center Stormwater System Improvements, based on the reallocation of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds.  This will require the addition of no staff years and there is no General Fund cost.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	If approved, these recommendations will have a positive impact on the business community.  Most of the recommended projects include construction that will be implemented by private construction firms selected through a competitive bid process.

Consistent with the prior two fiscal years, the Chief Administrative Officer recommends that the actual employer contribution rates for Fiscal Year 2007-08 be maintained at the higher Fiscal Year 2004-05 levels in order to accelerate the pay down of the unfunded actuarial accrued liability (UAAL) of the retirement fund. Employee contribution rates are recommended to remain as approved for Fiscal Year 2006-07.

	Under the Board of Supervisors’ leadership, the County has made great strides to attain fiscal stability since the early 1990s when achieving a structurally balanced budget was a significant struggle.  Over the years, the County’s revenues and expenditures have been impacted by a recession and the State’s shift of property taxes away from counties, cities and special districts to schools. The County experienced repeated service and workforce reductions and many infrastructure needs went unmet.  Over the past decade, prudent fiscal management, including the establishment of various reserves, has resulted in a more stable fiscal environment and excellent credit ratings.  However, there is more that can be done to enhance the fiscal stability of the County. 

This letter recommends the adoption of a policy that clearly defines targeted reserve and fund balance levels for the General Fund.   Having such a policy in place is recommended by the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) and allows rating agencies to better evaluate credit quality. Further, by defining levels of reserves, the County is able to make more informed decisions regarding the affordability of various proposals to enhance services or address capital needs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, the proposed policy would set targets for a general reserve, the contingency reserve and an unappropriated fund balance that in combination would equal 17% of budgeted general purpose revenues (GPR). For the current year, based on budgeted GPR of $906.3 million, the total targeted set aside would be $154.0 million.  Because they are percentage based, the target amounts would rise in the future with the growth of GPR. Currently, actual balances exceed the targeted levels in all three areas.
