FORMATION OF HARMONY GROVE SEWER MAINTENANCE DISTRICT (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 7, 2007 (7), the Board adopted a Resolution of Intention to Establish the Harmony Grove Sewer Maintenance District and conduct a public hearing on April 25, 2007. New Urban West Inc. is in the process of developing a 468-acre project known as Harmony Grove Village.  This proposed Harmony Grove Sewer Maintenance District is within the development project located in the unincorporated community of Harmony Grove, west of the City of Escondido, where Harmony Grove Road meets Country Club Drive (Thomas Guide Page 1129-C6).  New Urban West Inc. will construct wastewater collection, treatment, and disposal facility, and upon acceptance of completed improvements, the District will assume responsibility for future operations and maintenance.  

This is a request to conduct the required public hearing and, after hearing public testimony, consider adoption of a resolution establishing the District.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	County staff and consultant costs for forming the Sewer Maintenance District will be approximately $10,000.  This cost will be funded by Developer Deposits.  The wastewater collection facility and associated improvements have not yet been constructed by Developer. Once the facilities are constructed and subsequently accepted by the District, staff will develop an operational budget identifying costs associated with the facility, and return to the Board with proposed service charges to be placed on parcels within the District.

Find that the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Harmony Grove Village Project, dated November 15, 2006,  SCH Number 2004071004, on file in the Department of Planning and Land Use as Environmental Review No. 04-08-011, has been completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein in the EIR prior to approving the project, and the EIR reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors; 


Find that the currently proposed actions are within the scope of the EIR; that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken that would result in significant environmental impacts beyond those considered in the certified EIR, nor a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects; and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR was prepared.
2. Conduct a public hearing to consider all oral and written protests concerning the formation of the Harmony Grove Sewer Maintenance District.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Environmental Health promotes public health and safety for the 3 million residents and over 14.7 million overnight guests that visit San Diego County each year.

On December 4, 2002 (1) and January 29, 2003 (2), your Board approved multi-year fees that reflected the negotiated labor agreement.  During that time the Department of Environmental Health made major strides in the protection of public health and safety and the protection of the environment. 
The Department of Environmental Health has continued to implement cost control and cost containment measures; however, in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 it will be necessary to adjust fees for full cost recovery.  The proposed fee adjustments will address increases in staffing costs for the next two years as well as anticipated changes in services and supplies costs. 

This is a request to adopt ordinance amendments to Title 6 of the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances relating to fee adjustments in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 and updates to terminology and references.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact in the current fiscal year.  If approved, the proposed fee adjustments will increase the Departmental fee revenue by $3,204,093 in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The additional revenue will be used to fund negotiated labor increases and fully offset external overhead costs.
The proposed fees will generate total revenue of $22,728,207 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and $23,606,181 in Fiscal Year 2008-09.  Funds for this request will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Years 2007-08 and 2008-09 Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health.  This proposal includes the addition of eight staff years in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This proposal will result in a fee increase of 5% or less for 70% of DEH permits.  Fees and deposits are calculated based on actual documented time required by County staff to perform each service.  The County continually strives to improve and streamline the services.  As a result of this effort, some fees and deposits may be decreased.  Other fees and deposits will need to be increased to adjust for additional County staff costs.  Increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery for services performed by staff.

	The subject 6,375 square-foot property is located at 9716 Birch Street in the Spring Valley Community Planning area (Thomas Guide page1291, C-2).  This is an appeal of a denial for a Zone Reclassification to change the height and story designator of the development regulations from “G” (two stories, 35 feet) to “H” (three stories, 35 feet).  The Zone Reclassification was proposed to accommodate an existing habitable space converted from a non-habitable crawl space under an existing two-story, single-family residence.  The 
property is zoned RS7 Single-Family Residential Use Regulations and is designated (6) Residential by the Spring Valley Community Plan.  The Planning Commission denied the rezone on December 15, 2007.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Staff has identified a 43.24-acre vacant site in the Valley Center area for inclusion in County’s Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  The parcel is located on the east side of Conchita Road, abutting the north side of Santee Lane (Thomas Guide page 1091, F-3).  The fair market value of the parcel is $616,000, as determined by an independent fee appraiser.

This is a request to set a hearing for May 23, 2007 to consider the purchase of the parcel from Burdette and Myung Hou Pulver for the appraised value of $616,000.  Additional costs

of $229,400 for related security and environmental issues and transaction costs will also be incurred as part of the acquisition of this property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $616,000 on May 23, 2007 funds for the purchase and related costs will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP/Open Space Acquisitions.  The current year cost is $845,400, including costs related to the purchase ($616,000 for the acquisition, $2,900 for title insurance and escrow costs, and $6,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase), one-time stewardship costs of $175,000 for an Area Specific Management Directive for the entire Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve, and additional costs of $45,000 for fencing, gate, signage, storm water/erosion prevention, and removal of debris on the Pulver parcel.  These additional costs are necessary to ensure adequate protection of the property and compliance with Department of Environmental Health recommendations related to the acquisition of the Pulver parcel.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $1,512 for Special Tax Assessments, for water availability, vector control, and fire standby fees that will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation annual Operational Plan.  Existing budgeted staff can easily assume the MSCP management of this acquisition since it is adjacent to the existing Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County (Thomas Guide page 1127, D-2).  It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities, and is home to 426 aircraft.

The Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project combines 10 projects at McClellan-Palomar Airport into an integrated project with a total construction cost estimate of approximately $23,875,000 including contingency.  This project includes construction of a new terminal building and federal inspection facility, terminal access roads, terminal apron, vehicle parking lots, automated parking lot control systems, passenger facilities, airport security system, upgraded taxiway, infield drainage, and blast fence.  Integrating completion of the redevelopment program as one large project will enhance coordination to minimize impacts to customers during construction.  Plans and specifications for construction of the Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project is complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of the Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project.  If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin October 2007 and be completed in November 2008.  This request also adds appropriations of $21,087,331 for the project. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project is partially budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan in the amount of $2,787,669.  This request, if approved, would amend that Spending Plan by $21,087,331 for a total construction cost of $23,875,000 including contingency.  Funding sources are Federal Aviation Administration airports grants ($10,528,214), Operating Transfers from the Airport Non AMT Public 2005 Fund ($4,284,174) and Airport AMT Private 2005 Fund ($5,720,826) and fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund ($554,117).

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Negative Declaration for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Master Plan, SCH No. 97061054, on file at the Department of Public Works, has been completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, and that the Negative Declaration reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors; and

Find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted Negative Declaration, dated September 1997, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since said Negative Declaration was prepared.

2. Transfer appropriations of $4,284,174 within the Airport Non Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT) Public 2005 Fund from Palomar Permanent Parking Lots, Capital Project No. 1000088 to Operating Transfer Out to provide funding for capital projects in the Airport Enterprise Fund.

3. Transfer appropriations of $5,720,826 within the Airport AMT Private 2005 Fund from Palomar Airport Terminal, Capital Project No.1000095 to Operating Transfer Out to provide funding for capital projects in the Airport Enterprise Fund.

4. Amend the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan in the amount of $21,087,331 to provide funding for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment projects based on unanticipated revenue from the Federal Aviation Administration ($10,528,214), Operating Transfers from the Airport Non AMT Public 2005 Fund ($4,284,174) and Airport AMT Private 2005 Fund ($5,720,826) and fund balance available ($554,117). 

5. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Redevelopment Project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Each year State and federal sources including the California Department of Fish and Game and the United States Fish and Wildlife Service allocate monies for Natural Communities Conservation Plans such as the County of San Diego’s Multiple Species Conservation Program. 
The Department of Planning and Land Use requests Board authority to apply for and accept grant funding from State and federal sources for the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.  Funding would be used for planning, development and implementation of special projects or research specified by, or directly in support of, any Multiple Species Conservation Program Plan directed or adopted by the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors. 

This funding will facilitate the development of the two remaining Multiple Species Conservation Program Plans as well as amendments or other updates to the adopted Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan.  These monies will also support biological research projects associated with species covered by the Multiple Species Conservation Program Plans, including projects related to species or habitat management and/or monitoring. 
This is a request for authorization to accept FY 2006-07 through 2010-11 funding in U.S. Fish & Wildlife Federal Section 6 monies, administered by the California Department of Fish and Game for the East County Multiple Species Conservation Program Plan; and apply for and accept future grant funding for additional planning, development and implementation of special projects or research specified by, or directly in support of, any Multiple Species Conservation Program Plan directed or adopted by the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2007-08 2008-09 for the Department of Planning and Land Use. If approved, this request will result in an expenditure of $368,000 and revenue of $184,000 in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The funding source is a grant from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Section 6 monies, administered by the State of California Department of Fish and Game.  The grant has a 50% matching requirement which can be offset by existing budgeted staff time.  This request will require the addition of no staff years.

Grant funding would be utilized in support of the Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Authorize the Director of the Department of Planning and Land Use, or his designee, as an agent of the County to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests; and to execute grant agreements upon award of grant funds, including any extensions or amendments thereof, that do not materially impact or alter the grant programs or funding levels, for FY 2006-07 through FY 2010-11.

4. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, which requires full cost recovery for grants and requires that Board approval be given in advance of application for funds.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 23, 2001 (8), the Board approved an amended County TransNet Program to include Bradley Avenue/State Route 67 Interchange project located near El Cajon (Thomas Guide page 1251, F2).  The narrow Bradley Avenue overcrossing is one of the main east-west thoroughfares in the Gillespie Field area.   The current constriction is in a portion of unincorporated county that impacts motorists traveling to and from El Cajon, Santee, and the airport.   The proposed $34,000,000 project will relieve this constriction and facilitate regional traffic flow in and around the area.  The project will improve the State Route 67/Bradley Avenue interchange by replacing the bridge overcrossing State Route 67 and its approaches, widening the ramps, and widening Bradley Avenue between Mollison and Magnolia Avenues.  

Because the project involves a State Route and Caltrans right of way, a cooperative agreement between the County and Caltrans is necessary to complete the environmental document and project report.  This agreement will enable Caltrans to allocate its resources to work on the project.  

This is a request to approve a Cooperative Agreement with the State of California, Caltrans, for completing the environmental document and project report.    

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The State Route 67/Bradley Avenue Interchange total project cost is estimated at $34 million.  The Board has allocated TransNet funds for environmental review and design for the project, and staff is actively pursuing federal funding as well.  TransNet funding is budgeted for this and other administrative costs in the current year Department of Public Works Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in no additional current year cost or revenue, no annual cost, and will not require the addition of staff years.

This agreement was amended on May 8, 2002, extending the term an additional five year performance period.

This is a request for the Board of Supervisors to approve an amended agreement between the County of San Diego and the San Diego Data Processing Corporation for an additional five year period for the performance of GIS services to County departments, which are currently provided by the existing Agreement.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The annual cost of GIS support services provided by the San Diego Data Processing Corporation are budgeted in the various County departments.  The anticipated total cost over the life of the agreement is less than $280,000 annually.  A portion of the costs will be offset by revenues for an average net general fund cost of less than $130,000 annually.  No additional staff years are required.

Amendments are proposed to the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to clean up and codify appeals procedures, and to take full advantage of the panel of independent hearing officers that has been appointed by the Board of Supervisors.  The intent is to provide for first-level appeal hearings with a departmental hearing officer on permit denials, revocations and suspensions related to Department of Environmental Health permits; and to replace second-level appeals to the Board of Supervisors with appeals to independent hearing officers chosen from a list of hearing officers appointed by the Board of Supervisors.  Procedures for administrative probation following the suspension or revocation of a permit have been simplified, and other changes have been made for textual clarity.  In addition these amendments will allow electronic filing of permit applications.
