	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 5, 2006 (3), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing to April 26, 2006 at 9:00a.m.  To ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, the Department of Parks and Recreation has completed a fee analysis and determined that new processing fees are needed to offset the Department’s cost to review land development projects for impacts to existing parks, conditions related to trails, and for compliance with the Park Land Dedication Ordinance.

On January 12, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors adopted the County Trails Program and Master Plan.  The County Trails Program provides guidelines for preparing and recommending trail-related conditions for land development projects.  The estimated costs to perform these tasks are included in the annual fees analysis.  The Department also reviews proposed land development projects to determine if they will have impacts on County parks that should be mitigated, and to determine if Park Land Dedication Ordinance fees should be assessed or whether park improvements or park dedications are required.  The costs for the Department to undertake these reviews are also included in the fees analysis.

This Board letter requests approval of Department of Parks and Recreation processing fees to be effective July 1, 2006, and addition of one permanent position to support the County Trails Program.  If approved, this position, effective July 1, 2006, will be funded with the revenue generated by the proposed processing fees, and will be used for preparation and recommendation of trail-related approval conditions for land development projects.  

This request also includes the addition of five permanent positions, effective May 10, 2006, to support the County Trails Program and park operations, to be funded by current year budgeted appropriations in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  These proposed positions will be used for trails construction, maintenance, and rehabilitation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the five requested permanent positions are budgeted in the current year Department of Parks and Recreation Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help budget.  Funds for the one requested position to be effective July 1, 2006 will be provided by revenue generated by the proposed processing fees being requested in this action.  If approved, this request will result in additional cost-offsetting revenue in future fiscal years, depending on the number and types of reviews completed.  There are approximately 50 applications for land development projects that are reviewed for impacts to trails and parks each month.  Based on the monthly estimates and an average of the proposed flat fees by permit type, the new fees will generate approximately $93,600 per year.

If the new fee schedule (Attachment D) is approved, the Department of Parks and Recreation will budget (starting Fiscal Year 2006-2007) the additional revenue to offset the cost of adding one new permanent Land Use/Environmental Planner II position for the County Trails Program (estimated at an annual cost of $89,551).  This position will be added to the budget, with the cost offset by the new fees revenue.

In addition, this request seeks approval to add five permanent positions (effective May 10, 2006) for the County Trails Program and park operations.  The recommended position classifications are three Park Maintenance Workers, one Equipment Operator, and one District Park Manager.  Current year costs, estimated at $77,152 will be funded by unexpended budgeted appropriations in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  Subsequent years’ costs for these five positions, estimated at $308,608 annually, will be included in the Department’s annual budget, with the cost offset by a reduction in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.

If approved, this proposed action will have no increase in net County cost and will add five new permanent staff years to be effective May 10, 2006, and one new permanent staff year to be effective July 1, 2006.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The proposed changes to the permit review fees will have a moderate impact on the business community.  New review fees are directly related to the added requirement to prepare and recommend conditions for land development projects and their affect on the community trails system, park impacts, or Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) requirements, and the change in class rates for positions performing these reviews.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Oak Country Estates project consists of a General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan, Rezone, Tentative Map and Administrative Permit that would allow a 57-lot subdivision on 768.5 acres located northwest of the intersection of Highland Valley Road and Rangeland Road, in the Ramona Community Planning Area.  The project proposes residential lots clustered on the western portion of the site, ranging in size from 2 to 40 acres.  The development footprint impacts approximately 220.3 acres of the site.  Open space is proposed for 485.2 acres, 279.6 acres of which would be preserved in dedicated open space easements.  Existing regulations include Estate Development Area (EDA), Environmentally Constrained Area (ECA), (20) General Agriculture, and (21) Specific Plan Area designations.  In addition, the site is currently zoned with the S88 and A70 regulations.

The General Plan Amendment proposes to amend the Ramona Community Plan to reduce the density of the applicable (21) Specific Plan Area Land Use Designation from 0.13 to 0.10 dwelling units per acre, reduce the minimum lot size within the Specific Plan from 6.0 to 2.0 acres, and to allow recreational uses throughout the planning area instead of restricting them to the Santa Maria Creek floodplain.  The Oak Country Estates Specific Plan covers approximately 647 acres of the 768.5-acre project site and provides for 52 of the 57 residential lots on approximately 163 acres of land, 63.1 acres are designated as future planning area, and approximately 392 acres are designated as open space.  The Rezone of the Oak Country Estates Specific Plan area would establish a density and minimum lot size consistent with the Specific Plan, provide more restrictive animal regulations (from O to L), and specify setback requirements (from V to B).  A Rezone of the project area that is outside of the Specific Plan, which is zoned with the A70 Use Regulation, would increase minimum lots sizes to 10 and 40 acres, and reduce densities to 0.1 and 0.025 dwelling units per acre.  The Tentative Map covers the project area outside of the Specific Plan and western portion of the Specific Plan. The Tentative Map proposes a total of 57 residential lots, four open space lots, 12 private street lots, and three common landscaped lots.  The Administrative Permit requires formation of a Homeowners Association, which will take responsibility for the ownership and maintenance of common lots.  Thomas Bros. Guide 1151-F5, F6, F7, G6, G7, H6, H7.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The proposed project is an amendment to a Williamson Act Contract for parcels under ownership by the Rancho Corte Madera, Inc., within the Corte Madera Agricultural Preserve Number 33.  The amendment would allow for the inclusion of 16 parcels, totaling approximately 1,234 acres into the existing Land Conservation Contract 74-12, Number 8128-4900-A.  The land under contract, as well as the land to be added to the Contract, is used as a cattle ranch (cattle breeding).  The subject parcels are within the existing Corte Madera Agricultural Preserve No. 33 and have an “A” Special Area Regulation Designator, which is applied to lands designated as being within an agricultural preserve in accordance with the California Land Conservation Act of 1965. The General Plan Regional Category is Environmentally Constrained Area and the site is designated (23) National Forest and State Parks in the Central Mountain Community Plan.  The subject parcels are located south of Interstate 8, west of Buckman Springs to the east of Rancho Corte Madera Road.  Thomas Bros. Guide 429-A6.

	MEMORANDUM OF COLLABORATION BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND MEXICO ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE BAJA CALIFORNIA EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT INSTITUTE  (DISTRICT: 1 & 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 30, 2003 (11) the Board approved a Memorandum of Understanding on Cross Border Communications and Emergency Response Strategies for Polluting Incidents, which was signed in October 2003 by the City of Tijuana, the County of San Diego and the City of San Diego. In this memorandum of understanding the participants agree to cooperate to effectively reduce the risk of threats to public health, safety and welfare of their communities caused by explosions, fires, spills, or releases of hazardous substances into the environment.  As a result, the Department of Environmental Health has been providing emergency response training and coordination support to Tijuana first responders for several years using U.S. federal grant money. These direct efforts have helped to protect the citizens of San Diego and Tijuana.  However, turnover among first responders in Tijuana is high, and long-term regional training needs cannot be met by using U.S. federal money to send County trainers into Mexico.  

Recognizing this, Department of Environmental Health, the United States, and Mexico have simultaneously pursued a long-term goal of arranging for Mexican institutions to meet these training needs on a sustained basis.  The United States Environmental Protection Agency as part of the Border 2012 project provided the Department of Environmental Health a grant  in 2004 to address three key requirements for meeting this goal: (1) arranging a lead role for a capable and independent Baja California educational institution; (2) ensuring transitional access to technical expertise and guidance while that institution builds a quality program and a domestic funding base; and (3) getting key Mexican government institutions committed to sustained support for this effort.  A memorandum of collaboration that will assist in meeting all of these requirements is now ready for implementation.  

This is a request to enter into a four year memorandum of collaboration to assist in the development an Emergency Management Institute in Tijuana, Mexico.  The institute would be part of the Baja California State University, and it would be supported by the Baja California Civil Protection Administration, the Tijuana Fire Department and Municipal Protection Administration, Mexico’s Federal Attorney General for the Protection of the Environment, the United States Environmental Protection Agency, and the County of San Diego.  The County's role, as in the past, would be to provide technical expertise, curriculum materials, and guidance; and to participate on an advisory committee.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request for the current fiscal year are included in the Adopted Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2005-06.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $4,167, $50,000 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 and $17,197 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and requires no additional staff years.  Funds for subsequent years are included in the Proposed Operational Plan for 2006-08 in the Department of Environment Health. The funding source is a grant from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. 

The grant has been used to develop the framework for the Emergency Management Institute and as designed in the grant will continue to be used through December 31, 2007 to fund the Department’s role in this collaboration.  This collaboration would not impose any obligation upon the County to participate in either the institute or related special projects without additional funding. The Department expects that all of the County's costs to support this Department of Environment Health staff work would be funded by federal grants, as in the past.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The development of an Emergency Management Institute in Tijuana, Mexico will benefit the general public, the environment, and the business communities on both sides of the international border by providing a necessary infrastructure to train Mexican fire and law enforcement agencies in identifying and reducing the risks of sudden releases of hazardous materials in the border region, through improved emergency planning, response and communication.

The other parties to this memorandum of collaboration are expected to be the United States Environmental Protection Agency, Mexico’s Federal Attorney General for the Protection of the Environment, Baja California Civil Protection Administration, The Tijuana Fire Department and Municipal Protection Administration, and the Baja California State University.

3. Authorize the Director of Environmental Health to execute any amendments or revisions to this memorandum of collaboration that do not materially impact or alter either the program or the County's obligations.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project involves the construction of sidewalks, curb and gutter and retaining walls along the south side of Ramona Drive in Valle de Oro between Casa de Oro Boulevard and Agua Dulce Boulevard (Thomas Guide: Page 1271-E5).  Currently, there is no sidewalk on Ramona Drive.  An elementary school is located on the corner of Ramona Drive and Agua Dulce Boulevard. Completion of this project will provide continuous sidewalk for local school children and residents and will improve pedestrian access and safety.

On October 19, 2005 (6), the Board amended the TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects, which included TransNet funding allocation for this project under SANDAG’s Early Action Program. This program provided an early TransNet funding opportunity for constructing the project.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Ramona Drive Sidewalk project in Valle de Oro. Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence in June 2006.

The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) distributes this funding throughout the state for eligible bridges that have need for replacement or rehabilitation. Caltrans has authorized construction funding for the Collier Way Bridge project. The project consists of replacing the existing structurally deficient bridge, which crosses over Harbison Canyon Creek (Thomas Guide page 1253-C2), with a new bridge that meets current federal standards and accommodates the passage of the 100-year flood.

This request is to approve establishment of appropriations of $1,044,461 based on receipt of federal funding, and to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a construction contract to replace the existing bridge on Collier Way over Harbison Canyon Creek. 	The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures is requesting Board approval of an amended Pest Exclusion County Work revenue contract with the California Department of Food and Agriculture.  The amendment adds high-risk program activities increasing the current contract by $51,680.  The total contract amount for Fiscal Year 2005-06 will change from $1,417,369 to $1,469,049.

On December 14, 2005 (11), the Board approved the Pest Exclusion County Work revenue contract for $1,417,369 covering seed services, nursery stock inspections and Sudden Oak Death activities.  The High Risk Pest Exclusion Program provides reimbursement for inspections of incoming shipments of plant material originating from Florida and other southern states.  County inspectors visiting destination nurseries or nursery holding facilities will inspect these shipments for destructive pests such as Imported Fire Ant and Burrowing and Reniform nematodes.  The work plan designates 626 hours for inspections of 209 high-risk facilities in San Diego County.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted. The Department requests appropriation of $51,680 for Fiscal Year 2005-06 to cover costs of activities related to high-risk pest exclusion activities.  No additional staff years are required to support this request.
Current department and external overheads are 59%.  Due to the 25% State cap for all overhead costs, the County’s full overheads for this contract are not covered.   Therefore, a waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested.   For the revenue contract amendment, there will be $14,057 in overhead costs that will not be reimbursed.  These unreimbursed costs will be covered by funds currently available in the Department: $5,763 will be covered by Unclaimed Gas Tax (41%) and $8,294 will be covered by general purpose revenue (59%).

The state-side Land and Water Conservation Fund is a federal grant program, which provides competitive grants to the 50 states and six territories.  Funds allocated to the states may be used for statewide planning and for acquiring and developing outdoor recreation areas and facilities.  In Fiscal Year 2006-2007, approximately $720,000 will be available to local agencies in Southern California.

The Department of Parks and Recreation proposes to apply for a competitive grant to construct a multi-use trail on County-owned land in the Otay Valley Regional Park.  This grant requires an equal match in non-federal funds, which will be provided by State Park Bond Act (Proposition 12) grant funds.

This proposed action will approve a resolution authorizing the application for and acceptance if offered of Land and Water Conservation Fund grant funds in an amount not to exceed $250,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This proposed action would authorize the submittal of an application for competitive grant funds totaling up to $250,000 from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) grant program.  The LWCF program requires an equal match in non-federal funding.  If grant funds are awarded, the match requirement will be met with State Park Bond Act (Proposition 12) grant funds.  There is no guarantee these funds will be awarded or if so, how much the award will be.  If grant funds are awarded, the Department will return to the Board to appropriate the awarded grant and matching funds.  If the project is approved for funding, the trail will be constructed on County-owned land within the Otay Valley Regional Park.  The Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) between the Cities of San Diego and Chula Vista and the County of San Diego, states that the responsibilities for maintenance are divided up into sections between the JPA participants.  Under the terms of the JPA, the maintenance of these constructed trails would be the responsibility of the City of San Diego. The City of San Diego has been made aware of this project, and acknowledges that they will provide the maintenance of the constructed trail.  There are no additional staff years required as a result of this action.

Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of Encinitas for the Luly Project for use of 0.22 acres and the Bonanno Project for use of 0.045 acres, for a combined total of 0.265 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $6,600 and $1,350 respectively ($30,000 per acre), to the County of San Diego for acquisition and related activities for purchase of lands located in the same Supervisory District as the impact in accordance with Board Policy I-122 Paragraph 3.b.

	The California Integrated Waste Management Board administers a used oil recycling grant program.  This program helps local governments establish or enhance permanent, sustainable used oil recycling. Since 1993, the County of San Diego has received 14 used oil recycling grants totaling approximately $3,062,000, from the California Integrated Waste Management Board.  Currently, the County is eligible for an “Eighth Cycle Opportunity Grant” worth $125,000, which can be used to establish and expand used oil recycling programs from Fiscal Year 2005-06 through Fiscal Year 2009-10. County participation in used oil recycling is important to the County’s efforts to keep its waters safe and clean.  Used motor oil can contain toxic substances such as benzene, lead, zinc, and cadmium. 

The County’s used oil recycling program helps people recycle oil by funding used oil and filter collection, public education on oil and filter recycling, and oil-related stormwater pollution prevention.

This is a request for Board authorization to apply to the California Integrated Waste Management Board for State Used Oil Recycling Grants on an annual basis for the next five years (through Fiscal Year 2009-10).  These oil grants come in two forms, Oil  Block Grants and Opportunity Grants.  Oil Block Grants are offered exclusively to jurisdictions annually and have averaged approximately $120,000 each year.  Used Oil Opportunity Grants are awarded competitively based on proposed project and budget.  Future amounts for Opportunity Grants cannot be estimated because available amounts vary annually.  This is also a request to establish appropriations based on the grant revenue, and to authorize issuance of a request for proposals and subsequent award of contracts for used oil and filter collection, public education and stormwater filter equipment and operations.

	On April 5, 2006 (8), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, introducing Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on April 26, 2006.

On September 24, 1986 (4), the Board of Supervisors adopted the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  The purpose of the ordinance was to create a program that collected and allocated funds to fire agencies in the unincorporated area for the purpose of providing for capital facilities and equipment to serve new development.  Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will serve new development.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.
The Board of Supervisors established the Fire Mitigation Fee Review Committee to provide oversight of the program.  As part of this oversight, the review committee is responsible for reviewing the fire agencies’ annual expense reports to ensure improvements were necessary to serve new development and to make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on increases/decreases in the mitigation fee amount.   The review committee has completed its review of the expense reports for Fiscal Year 2004-05 and evaluated the mitigation fee amount for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and has presented its findings and recommendations to the Chief Administrative Officer for Board of Supervisors consideration.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 5, 2005 (17), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, introducing Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on April 26, 2006.

The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Thirteen items were on the Committee's January 27, 2006, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on all thirteen items. One item (2-E) from the March 10, 2006 TAC meeting is presently before your Board in order to expedite the establishment of an interim all-way stop control at the intersection of  Kenwood Drive and State Highway 94 Westbound off-ramp.  

This report includes Items 2-A and 2-B from the January 27, 2006 TAC meeting along with staff recommendations in response to several citizen requests for various traffic measures (additional speed and curve-warning signage, guardrail, flashing beacons, and traffic calming measures) along Chase Avenue from Jamacha Road easterly to the City of El Cajon. Two of the requested actions are Items 2-A and 2-B of this report. Although other requested devices are outside of the TAC’s jurisdiction, due to the Committee’s varied experience and expertise, staff informed the TAC of the heightened sense of citizen frustration and discontent.  The TAC agreed to allow citizens the opportunity to address their concerns to determine if the TAC’s collective knowledge would provide additional insight and identify alternative actions if deemed appropriate.  

On March 10, 2006 the TAC reviewed the intersection of Kenwood Drive and State Highway 94 Westbound off-ramp. The Committee noted this intersection is experiencing undue congestion and delay. The intersection to the south at the Eastbound off-ramp is controlled by an all-way stop.  This control meters northbound traffic and does not allow sufficient gaps for motorists trying to enter Kenwood Drive from the Westbound off-ramp. Motorists entering Kenwood Drive find themselves trapped for several minutes during peak times, with traffic backing-up on the ramp and at times onto the freeway.  Both the Spring Valley and Valle de Oro Community Planning Groups have reviewed this matter and both agree signalization at both ramps to be the ultimate solution.  The TAC concurs the ultimate solution to be signalization and believes an interim all-way stop control to be an appropriate measure to relieve the existing congestion.

	OPPOSITION TO PERMITS FOR WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES (SB 1627 – KEHOE) (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Wireless telecommunication providers have been applying for permits to locate facilities throughout the unincorporated area of the County.  Many, such as Sprint, have previously submitted applications for numerous facilities within a single community.  Local jurisdictions all over the State have been grappling with how, where, and what types of wireless telecommunication facilities should be permitted in residential and commercial, rural and urban areas.

Senate Bill 1627 (Kehoe) directs cities and counties to administratively approve, through the issuance of a building permit or other nondiscretionary permit, applications to place telecommunications equipment on structures where such equipment already exists.  Local officials’ reviews of these applications would be limited to health and safety requirements. 

This bill negates the county’s ability to use a major use permit process or other fail safes.  It relegates antennas to administrative approval.  It completely sidesteps local planning groups and community input.  

Further, this bill requires a city or county to approve or disapprove an application for development of a wireless telecommunications facility within 90 days of the date of completion of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR).  

I am requesting your support in opposition to this bill to preserve the County Board of Supervisors’ land use discretion in siting of wireless telecommunication facilities within the unincorporated areas of San Diego County.
