	< MacroButton NoMacro On April 14, 2010 (8), the Board continued the item to April 28, 2010 at 9:00 a.m.

On October 22, 1997 (1), the Board adopted the County of San Diego Multiple Species Conservation Program South County Subarea Plan.  The associated Implementing Agreement among the County of San Diego, California Department of Fish and Game and United States Fish and Wildlife Service became effective on March 17, 1998.  The Implementing Agreement requires the County to prepare an annual accounting of 1) all habitat gained through acquisitions or dedications of open space made through the land development process; and 2) all habitat lost as a result of discretionary land use and certain ministerial actions.  

The 2009 Multiple Species Conservation Program Annual Report summarizes habitat gains and losses within the three South County Subarea Plan segments (Lake Hodges, South County and Metro-Lakeside-Jamul) for the period of January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009.  This report also includes a discussion of management and monitoring programs and funding sources utilized by the County to meet its obligations under the Implementing Agreement.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Bear Valley Parkway from State Route (SR) 78 north to Boyle Avenue is currently a two lane road with one travel lane in each direction and a non-contiguous asphalt path next to the east side of the road for bicyclists and pedestrians (Thomas Guide page 1130, E11).  This road has the poorest Level of Service (LOS) F on all roadway segments between SR 78 and Boyle Avenue.  The project proposes to relieve congestion by widening Bear Valley Parkway to Major Road standards to include four travel lanes.  It would also include a bicycle lane and sidewalks. 

The County completed a Draft Environmental Impact Report for this project which was circulated for public review from December 17, 2009, to February 11, 2010.  The project would result in significant unmitigable long-term and short-term noise impacts. Consequently, the Board would have to adopt a Statement of Overriding Considerations to approve the project.  All other significant impacts of the proposed project can be mitigated to below a level of significance.

This is a request to certify the Final Environmental Impact Report, adopt the related CEQA finding for mitigation of significant impacts, and adopt a Statement of Overriding Considerations for the impact that cannot be mitigated.

This is also a request to authorize negotiation and acquisition of right of way in preparation for construction of this project and increase this project’s designation of Proposition 1B funding from $2,600,000 to $4,242,000.  It is anticipated that right-of-way acquisition will take 18 to 24 months to complete. Staff anticipates returning to the Board for authorization to advertise and award a construction contract in Summer 2012.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funding for this request is included in the CAO Proposed Fiscal Year 2010-12 Operational Plan.  Estimated cost for right of way acquisition is $5,472,000.  Of this amount, $4,242,000 is proposed to be funded from Proposition 1B revenues.  The remainder is funded with Gas Tax.  The $4,242,000 in Proposition 1B funding represents an increase in Proposition 1B allocation from $2,600,000, made possible due to savings from other projects that had previous allocations.  Construction is anticipated to be approximately $7,500,000, to be funded from a combination of sources.  A full fiscal impact statement for construction cost will be included when this item is brought to the Board for approval to advertise and award the construction contract, anticipated in Summer 2012.  There will be no general fund cost and no need for additional staff years as a result of this request.

The requested change would transfer area that currently falls within the Crest Section to the Granite Hills Section and transfer area from the Granite Hills Section to the Dehesa Section.  The proposed changes would not alter the distribution of elected representatives from each of the four sections of the Subregional Community Planning Area.  The Group voted unanimously (10-0-0) on April 13, 2009   to recommend this change to the Board of Supervisors.  

Board of Supervisors Policy I-1 guides the formation of Community Planning Groups and the election of group members in Subregions.  The policy states: “To ensure adequate representation for each section in a subregion, the Board of Supervisors may identify sections of the subregion and determine the number of members and numbered seats to be filled from each section, at least 180 days in advance of the election, and direct the Registrar to so indicate on the ballot.”

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining over 14,250 drainage culverts in unincorporated San Diego County.  Stormwater crews inspect all County-maintained culverts on a cyclic basis and prioritize them for rehabilitation and replacement.  Field Engineering staff inspects culverts nearing the end of their service life to determine a rehabilitation strategy.  The proposed project includes the construction of new drainage facilities, replacing existing facilities, and rehabilitating existing drainage culverts and inlets. Culvert rehabilitation restores the structural integrity of the culvert using methods that minimize impact to the traveling public. 

This is a request to establish appropriations and approval to advertise and award, to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to install and rehabilitate various culverts in the unincorporated area of the County of San Diego.  Total cost, including contingency, is approximately $1,900,000.

On December 5, 2007 (11), your Board approved the advertisement and award of an Rehabilitation of Drainage Facilities project utilizing $22,047,821 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposition 1B funds.  At completion of the construction project there was a remaining unspent allocation of Proposition 1B funds.  This request proposes to utilize the remaining funding in the Rehabilitation of Drainage Facilities project to fund this drainage construction and rehabilitation project.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Oakoasis County Park is a 397-acre Open Space Preserve located in the unincorporated community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide page 1212, G-4).  Park facilities consist of a staging area, a group camping area, restrooms, trails and a volunteer pad.  Many of these facilities and related infrastructure have outlived their useful life and are in need of repair or replacement.  In addition, an upgrade of the existing small water system is needed to adequately support park amenities and provide for fire suppression.  

The proposed Oakoasis Park Improvements project includes construction of a new shade structure and picnic area, new amphitheater, restroom improvements, construction of a new well, water storage and conveyance system, road and parking improvements and planting of drought tolerant native landscaping.  

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a construction contract estimated at $1,100,000, including contingency, for Oakoasis Park improvements.  Remaining project funds estimated at $50,000 will be used for testing, inspections and project management.  If approved, construction is expected to begin in Summer 2010 and be completed by Winter 2010.

	<West Nile Virus has been found in the County of San Diego since the fall of 2003 and is now endemic to the county.  Aggressive control measures are a key strategy in minimizing the impacts of the virus on our residents. Results from applications of larvicides using a helicopter reveal that mosquito populations can be significantly reduced if applied every three weeks.  Vector Control conducts aerial applications of larvicides every three weeks beginning in the spring (April/May) through fall (October/November) at 40 selected mosquito-breeding locations in the county.  Ground based applications of larvicides at over 2,000 sites are also conducted on a three week rotation in the county.  The Department of Environmental Health is requesting that the Board approve the purchase of larvicides to conduct the aerial and land applications.
This is a request for approval of sole source procurement and authorization to enter into an agreement with Adapco, Inc. for an amount not to exceed $500,000 for Fiscal Year 2010-11 and $500,000 for each fiscal year through June 2014.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The State Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle), formerly known as the California Integrated Waste Management Board, is a new department within the California Natural Resources Agency. CalRecycle offers funding opportunities to assist public and private entities in safe and effective management of the waste stream. Public Resources Code Section 48690, et seq. authorizes CalRecycle to make payments to qualifying jurisdictions for implementation of used oil programs.
On February 24, 2010 (7), the Board adopted a Resolution Authorizing Applications for State Funding for Recycling, Cleanup and Resource Management Grants for Fiscal Years 2009-10 through 2013-14.  That resolution included the oil recycling grant programs as well as other CalRecycle grants, but it did not include the new used oil payment program since the State had not yet released it.  CalRecycle recently released information on the new Used Oil Payment Program, including changes in how the State is administering its used oil recycling program.  Oil recycling funding will be paid to the County on a distribution basis rather than a reimbursement basis; the annual block grant program is now a payment program.  CalRecycle has requested a new, differently worded Resolution from the County as a result of this change.  This is a request to Adopt a Resolution Authorizing Applications for State Funding from the Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery for the used oil recycling payment program.

The Used Oil Recycling Act helps local governments establish or enhance permanent, sustainable used oil recycling.  Since 1993, the County of San Diego has received 19 used oil recycling grants totaling approximately $3,439,000 in State funding.
