	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 19, 2002 (5), the Board of Supervisors approved use of several options by private developers for long-term maintenance of stormwater facilities.  The goal is that developers will provide assurance of long-term, post-construction Best Management Practices (BMPs) maintenance for stormwater facilities on private land development projects.  Complex BMPs, classified by the County as Category 3, are a high risk to water quality if not properly maintained. This means they require substantial water quality protection efforts, and as such, it is in the best public interest for the County to assume responsibility for maintenance of these BMPs.

A mechanism to ensure ongoing maintenance and administration requires the developer to dedicate the BMP and property on which it is located to the San Diego County Flood Control District.  Each such dedication will comprise a Stormwater Maintenance Zone within the District and the primary funding mechanism will be a special assessment under Flood Control District authority.  The assessment will be collected in the same manner as property taxes. This funding mechanism will take a period of time to establish and to collect assessments; therefore, a developer fee is required to cover the initial maintenance and administration period of up to 24 months.

Today, the Board is requested to adopt the Resolution of Intention to Establish Stormwater Maintenance Zone 3-4978-1 of the San Diego County Flood Control District for the Black Wolfe Estates in Alpine (Thomas Bros. Guide 1234-E5).  The Resolution also sets June 18, 2003, as the date of the required public hearing. This is also a request to direct staff to initiate mailed ballot proceedings mandated by State law.   If the ballot receives sufficient support, and the district is formed, the operative date will be upon Board formation approval.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering establishment of new districts are on deposit in the proposed Zone’s trust fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year processing cost of up to $4,000.  No associated annual cost and no additional staff years are required for these actions.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

1. Find, pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, that the requested actions are not subject to the environmental review process because it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility they may have a significant effect on the environment.
2. Accept the Engineer’s Report on file in the office of Special Districts Administration, detailing the proposed work plan, budget, and method of assessment allocation for proposed Stormwater Maintenance Zone 3-4978-1 of the San Diego County Flood Control District.

3. Adopt resolution entitled Resolution of Intention to Establish Stormwater Maintenance Zone 3-4978-1 of the San Diego County Flood Control District, which sets June 18, 2003 as the date of the required public hearing.

4. Direct staff to prepare and conduct a mailed ballot proceeding stipulated by State law to the owners of property located within the boundary of proposed Stormwater Maintenance Zone 3-4978-1 of the San Diego County Flood Control District.
