	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request by Beazer Homes, the property owner, for a Specific Plan Amendment, SPA 99-05, for Areas C, D, and E of the Pala Mesa Private Development Plan (PDP), a concurrent Rezone, R99-020, to implement the changes proposed by the Specific Plan Amendment and a Tentative Map, TM 5187RPL7, to subdivide the site.  The Planning Commission voted to recommend denial of these applications on April 23, 2003.  Since that time, the project site has been sold and the new owner has conducted additional noise analysis and re-designed the project with the additional information.  Project design changes include a reduced development footprint and changes to proposed site grading to address noise constraints.  A larger centrally located recreation area and changed circulation pattern are included as well, to address neighborhood compatibility issues.

It is proposed that the applications for Pala Mesa Highlands be remanded back to the Planning Commission for their review and recommendation because of the considerable design changes in the project.  The site is subject to the Current Urban Development Area (CUDA) Regional Category and the (21) Specific Plan Land Use Designation of the Fallbrook Community Plan; however, there are no use and density guidelines within the Community Plan for the Specific Plan Area.  It is 84.5 acres in size and encompasses Areas C, D, and E of the Pala Mesa PDP.  Zoning is A70, Limited Agriculture and RS7, Single Family Residential, with provisional RV3, RV4, Variable Residential and A70(4) Limited Agriculture Use Regulations to implement the current Pala Mesa PDP.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 17, 1999 (1), the Board of Supervisors approved an extension of the Agricultural Employee Housing Fee Waiver Program to June 30, 2004.  The purpose of the current action is to extend the program to June 30, 2009.  The program is the result of Community Development Block Grant Funds first awarded to the County by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development in 1990.  Under the program specified fees and deposits are waived for various permits, including building and septic permits and Department of Public Works fees.  Park Lands Dedication Ordinance fees are also waived, although those fees are not recoverable through the grant funds.  Also included is a clean up item to the Park Lands Dedication Ordinance to reflect current responsibility for the collection of Park Lands Dedication Ordinance fees.

Extending the program requires Board action on both the County Code and Zoning Ordinance amendments.  The Planning Commission considered only the Zoning Ordinance amendments because it has no jurisdiction over the County Code.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fee waiver program is funded under the Planning, Management and Administration Community Development Block Grant (cdbg) Fund.  A balance of $28,304.47 currently remains.  These monies are used by the Departments of Planning and Land Use, Environmental Health and Public Works to offset the cost of staff time in processing these applications and is budgeted in their yearly operational plans.  The funds are budgeted by Housing and Community Development as a revenue source and the balance is carried over each year.  Based upon past activity, it is estimated that the remaining funds will be sufficient for the 5-year extension.  

The Department of Parks and Recreation is not reimbursed for the waived Park Lands Dedication Ordinance fees.  The County’s eligibility to use CDBG funds for the fee waiver program is addressed in the Code of Federal Regulations at 24 CFR 570.206 (g).  In accordance with these Federal regulations, the grant funds must be used to offset staff time spent processing these applications plus some overhead costs.  

The requested action will result in a reduction of Park Lands Dedication Ordinance fees that are collected per dwelling unit developed, and used for acquisition and/or development of park facilities in the respective Local Park Planning Area.  Based upon the latest permit issuance rate for farm employee housing (6 permits issued since 1999), the loss in revenue for the proposed action is estimated to be less than $1,000 per year.

	This program acts as an incentive for farmers to provide housing for their agricultural workers.

	On April 7, 2004 (3), the Board of Supervisors set a hearing for May 5, 2004.

This is a request to vacate a portion of an open space easement on golf course Lot 93 of Map 11910, which is the Rancho Santa Fe Farms Golf Club.  Approximately 9,063 square feet will be vacated for the use of the owner of residential Lot 73.  In return, the lot owner of residential Lot 73 will dedicate 8,988 square feet in the rear of residential Lot 73 as an open space easement for the use of the golf club.  The purpose of the vacation is to allow the owner of Lot 73 to add to that Lot, the portion of Lot 93 from which the open space easement is being vacated.  The Lot 73 owner and Rancho Santa Fe Golf Club have agreed upon the exchange of land.  Attachment G is a copy of a letter from the Golf Club agreeing to the vacation of the open space easement.  A Boundary Adjustment (B/C 03-0070) will be approved along with this project.  

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of public hearing.

	ESTABLISHMENT OF A TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT FEE PROGRAM  (DISTRICTS: 2 AND 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 17, 2003 (10), the Board received a report indicating that it is generally feasible to establish a program to use infrastructure development fees to fund future transportation improvements in unincorporated communities, but that many issues must be considered when developing such a program. The Board directed that basic program details be developed for the community of Ramona, along with an estimate of the cost to establish such a program.

Over the past several months, staff met with community representatives and other stakeholders to develop major program concepts and recommendations on key issues. Specific public transportation improvement projects to be considered for inclusion in the program were also identified. Stakeholder recommendations regarding key issues and potential transportation improvement projects were considered in establishing a program framework. 

The pilot program for Ramona was brought before the Board for approval to use consultant services to develop the impact fee program on February 25, 2004 (3), and was continued for 60 days. During the continuance staff was directed to provide the planning group additional information, and to begin working with the Fallbrook Community Planning Group on a similar impact fee for their area.

Both communities are now ready to work with the County to develop the Transportation Infrastructure Development fee program. This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to develop Transportation Development fee programs for Ramona and Fallbrook. This task will be completed within eight months of beginning work, using a consultant currently on retainer. The consultant will conduct community information meetings at various stages during program development. 

When this item returns, the Board will be provided with a plan for program implementation and administration. Major components of the program will include a list of specific transportation improvement projects, a fee schedule, and an implementing County ordinance.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted. Funding source is Department of Public Works General Fund. Program development will result in a current year and subsequent year cost totaling up to $200,000. This amount was initially estimated for just the Ramona portion of the Transportation Infrastructure Development fee program; however by relying upon traffic modeling to be completed as part of the next phase of General Plan 2020, costs of fee program development can be reduced, enabling both communities to move forward. Annual costs and revenues relative to the overall program are unknown at this time. No additional staff years will be required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This program will provide a mechanism for developers to mitigate traffic impacts resulting from their projects by contributing a fair share to fund infrastructure construction. During the implementation process, developers will continue to be involved and their input included in key components of the program.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that this proposal is exempt from requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), as specified in Section 15262 of CEQA Guidelines, as these actions relate to transportation facilities planning and will not result in a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change to the environment.

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to develop Transportation Infrastructure Development fee programs for Ramona and Fallbrook.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Seventeen items were on the Committee's March 12, 2004, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on 14 items, as three items were continued prior to the meeting. Item 2-D was continued by staff, Item 2-E was continued at the request of the Alpine Community Planning Group and Item 5-B was continued at the request of the Valley Center Community Planning Group.  All 14 remaining items are recommended for action, with one of these items recommended for continuance.

On March 24, 2004 (11), your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to establish a two-hour commercial vehicle time limit parking zone from 6:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., and a commercial vehicle parking prohibition from 7:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. daily in the commercial zone. Direction was also to implement a no idling zone at this commercial parking area. This item includes a resolution and ordinance, with supporting documentation, necessary for implementation.  This resolution and ordinance affects all vehicles including commercial vehicles.

	On April 9, 2003 (11), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Department of Parks and Recreation to apply for and accept $1,000,000 in Proposition 13 River Parkways grant funds and enter into a grant agreement with the State of California Coastal Conservancy for habitat and trail planning in the Tijuana River Valley.  The grant was awarded for preparation of baseline studies, site design and engineering, environmental review, and related pre-construction activities in Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.

Phase I of the project includes developing a concept plan that will provide the model for habitat restoration and a multi-use trails system with connectivity to adjacent communities, and the Coastal Trail System.

If approved, the proposed Phase II project will take the concept plan further, developing plans for specific trail corridors, habitat restoration areas and outlining areas that must be free from development in order to carry out the Multiple Species Conservation Plan.  Phase II also involves developing construction plans and documents and the preparation of environmental studies needed to complete the project.  This phase will utilize consultant services to complete these documents.  

Public agencies in California must use a “Qualifications Based Selection” method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services to be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the type of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, describes the County’s method for contracting with consultant firms.  Seven firms responded to a Request for Statement of Qualifications, carried out in accordance with Board Policy F-40.  An authorized selection panel recommended three high scoring firms to interview.  The high scoring firm of Van Dyke LLP landscape architects and planners was ultimately selected.

This recommended action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and execute a consultant agreement in an amount not to exceed $757,000 with Van Dyke LLP for consultant services to complete the habitat restoration and trails design for the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.

On March 11, 2003 (17), as part of the 2002-2003 Second Quarter Budget Status Report, the Board approved the establishment of appropriations in the amount of $500,000 to initiate planning efforts for a new regional park along the San Luis Rey River.  The creation of a regional park will provide for recreational needs of the residents of the unincorporated area of the north county as well as residents of other nearby incorporated areas.  

Public agencies in California must use a “Qualifications Based Selection” method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services to be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the type of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, describes the County’s method for contracting with consultant firms.  Fifteen firms responded to a Request for Statement of Qualifications for master plan design services, carried out in accordance with Board Policy F-40.  An authorized selection panel recommended seven high scoring firms to interview.  The high scoring firm was Hargreaves Associates, which the Department of Parks and Recreation selected.

This recommended action will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and execute a consultant agreement in an amount not to exceed $495,000 with Hargreaves Associates for design services to complete the draft San Luis Rey River Park Master Plan.  In addition, this request includes the transfer of appropriations in the amount of $50,000 between Capital Projects, to supplement project costs.

	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting the Board of Supervisors to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and award a contract for consultant services to prepare a habitat restoration and exotic/non-native species plant removal plan for Otay Valley Regional Park.

Public agencies in California must use a “Qualifications Based Selection” method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services to be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the type of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, describes the County’s method for contracting with consultant firms.  Three firms were interviewed to provide a proposal for a habitat restoration plan.  The high scoring firm was HDR Engineering, which the Department of Parks and Recreation selected. 

On December 13, 2000 (13), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Department of Parks and Recreation to apply for and accept Proposition 13 River Parkways funding for land acquisition, habitat protection and trail development in Otay Valley Regional Park.  This park is the result of a multi-jurisdictional effort in the Otay River Valley by the County of San Diego and the Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego.  

In 1990, the jurisdictions entered into a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement for coordinated planning, acquisition and design for Otay Valley Regional Park.  This park represents one of the major open space areas within the southern area of San Diego County, linking south San Diego Bay with Lower Otay Lake Reservoir.  On June 21, 2001 the Department of Parks and Recreation entered into a grant agreement for $5,900,000 of State Coastal Conservancy funds for land acquisition, trail planning and habitat restoration.  

The proposed project will assist in the implementation of the Otay Valley Regional Park Concept Plan, which identifies the need to provide protection of environmentally sensitive areas and important cultural resources.  A habitat restoration and exotic/non-native plant removal plan for the park is a necessary first step towards enhancing the existing riparian and wetland habitat, which may serve as potential breeding and nesting habitat for sensitive species such as the federally endangered least Bell’s vireo and southwestern willow flycatcher.  Furthermore, the park will also support the need to integrate compatible agricultural practices within the park and serve as an open space buffer between the urbanized areas of the Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego.   

This recommended action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and execute a consultant agreement in an amount of up to $250,000 with HDR Engineering for consultant services to complete the habitat restoration and exotic/non-native species plant removal plan for Otay Valley Regional Park.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The 2003 Cedar and Paradise Fires burned over 15,000 acres of County-owned park land and open space preserves, including the 1,700-acre Sycamore Canyon and 325-acre Goodan Ranch Open Space Preserves.  Before the fires, these open space preserves offered visitors miles of trails, where they could enjoy grand vistas, abundant wildlife, and interesting reminders of the long and varied history of man’s use of the area.  As a result of the devastating fires, these preserves suffered significant damage and are currently in need of many clean up and maintenance projects.
Board Policy A-112, Acceptance of Gifts and Donations, permits the acceptance of gifts over $5,000 by the administrative head of each Department in the County, subject to ratification by the Board of Supervisors.  This is a request to authorize the Department of Parks and Recreation to accept a new John Deere Trail Buck Utility All-Terrain Vehicle offered by the Friends of Goodan Ranch and Sycamore Canyon, Inc. and the Goodan Family, valued at $6,363, and to authorize the Chair of the Board of Supervisors to sign letters of appreciation to the Friends of Goodan Ranch and Sycamore Canyon, Inc. and the Goodan Family for the donated equipment.  The Department will be able to use this All-Terrain Vehicle to clean up and maintain these two preserves.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Any fuel and maintenance costs to operate the donated equipment will be provided by existing Department appropriations.  This vehicle will be added to the Department of Parks and Recreation’s vehicle inventory as a non-ISF vehicle, therefore, will not be depreciated.  There will be no addition of staff years as a result of this action.
