	Emergency Lease of Aerial Assets for Fire Fighting (DistrictS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Over the last three months, the Regional Fire Protection Committee has been evaluating our region’s many fire prevention and protection needs.  As the committee continues to study this information and formulate a long term plan, our region has an immediate and time sensitive need to prepare for the upcoming Santa Ana wind period of our fire season.  This period historically begins in August and can extend into the winter months.

Today’s action, which will authorize the leasing of two Bombardier CL-415 SuperscooperTM fixed-wing amphibious aircraft for a 90-day period and one Aero Commander 690 aerial supervision platform aircraft with a qualified Air Tactical Group Supervisor (ATGS) for a 150-day period.  This is an important step in the preparation of our region for the next Santa Ana wind period of the fire season.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The estimated cost to lease two Bombardier CL-415 SuperscooperTM fixed-wing amphibious aircraft for a 90-day period and one Aero Commander 690 aerial supervision platform aircraft and qualified Air Tactical Group Supervisor (ATGS) for a 150-day period is $3,031,660.  Actual cost will depend on flight time and federal and state reimbursements. 
The funding source for the two Bombardier CL-415 SuperscooperTM fixed-wing amphibious aircraft and the Aero Commander 690 aerial supervision platform aircraft is anticipated to be FY 2007-08 fund balance in the General Fund.

	The Operation Stonegarden (OPSG) grant program is intended to enhance law enforcement preparedness and operational readiness along the land borders of the United States.  On July 24, 2007 (4) your Board approved the submission of an application and authorized acceptance for the 2006 Operation Stonegarden.  The 2008 OPSG grant program will provide funding to designated localities to enhance cooperation and coordination between law enforcement agencies in a joint mission to secure the United States land borders. This is a request to ratify the submission of an application to the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security for the Fiscal Year 2008 Operation Stonegarden Grant Program and adopt a resolution for the 2006 Operation Stonegarden grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with these requests.  The Sheriff’s Department applied for $6.5 million in OPSG funds for the period July 2008 to June 2011 that will be used to purchase equipment and support overtime for various law enforcement agencies.  Award notifications are expected to be announced during the summer.  If the application for 2008 Operation Stonegarden funds is approved, a subsequent item will be brought to your Board to accept the funds.  No matching funds required.

	The Sheriff’s Department, Aerial Support to Regional Enforcement Agencies, (ASTREA) operates a fleet of helicopters consisting of Bell and MD models.  Most of the helicopters in the fleet have the forward looking infra-red (FLIR) system.  This thermal imaging system improves both the operational and safety capabilities of the helicopter by enhancing surveillance and search and rescue operations.  This is a request to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to procure one forward looking infra-red system, a two year extended warranty and accessories from FLIR Systems, Inc.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are included in the Adopted Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Purpose Revenue.  If approved, this request will result in estimated current year costs of $304,500 and will require the addition of no staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Under State law, the County is responsible for determining eligibility to federal and State public assistance programs. CalWIN is the automated eligibility system used by front line staff to perform this work.  To maximize efficiencies, CalWIN is overseen by a Consortium of 18 counties that share costs associated with maintenance and updating the system in line with State requirements.  The California State Association of Counties (CSAC) has functioned as the Consortium contract administrator since 1991.

Based on a competitive bid process, the Consortium awarded Electronic Data Systems (EDS) the contract for the design, development, implementation, ongoing operations and maintenance of the CalWIN system.  The agreement with EDS was for a 99-month period beginning March 1, 2000 through May 31, 2008.  The County’s share of cost was estimated at $64.5 million, with approximately $60 million funded by State and federal revenues.  The net General Fund cost of the contract is approximately $4.5 million over the 99-month project period.   

Today’s item requests an amendment to extend the EDS contract for 26 months through July 31, 2010 to accommodate State-driven delays in development and implementation of the CalWIN system.  It also requests an amendment to the County’s contract with CSAC for up to five years, as needed to oversee the CalWIN system updates.  This action will allow the County to share costs with Consortium counties for management of the CalWIN contracts and system support.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request will be included in the CAO’s proposed Operational Plan for FY 2008-10 for the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA).  If approved, this request will result in $6,165,276 in costs with off-setting revenues of $4,822,921 for FY 2008-09.  Costs for FY 2009-10 are anticipated at $6,302,869 with revenues of $4,939,875.  The funding sources are State CalWIN revenues, State and Federal Social Services revenues, and County General Fund revenues.  If approved, this request will result in General Fund costs of $1,342,355 in FY 2008-09 and $1,362,994 in subsequent FY 2009-10 and no additional staff years.

	PSYCHIATRIC EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM (PERT) COMPETITIVE PROCUREMENT (DistrictS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since 1995, the Psychiatric Emergency Response Team (PERT) program has provided the County of San Diego with coordinated law enforcement/psychiatric emergency response services, responding to more than 5,000 emergency calls in Fiscal Year    2006-07 alone.  PERT mobile teams defuse potentially life-threatening incidents in all parts of the county.

Due to the program’s success, on December 3, 2002 (6) the Board approved the Health and Human Services Agency’s recommendation to extend the PERT service contract.  The current contract term ends June 30, 2008, with a six-month extension.  

Today’s action would authorize issuance of a Request for Information (RFI) to determine whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing these services.  If more than one qualified entity expresses interest, staff will proceed with a competitive procurement.  However, if only one qualified provider responds to the RFI, today’s action would authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and award a sole source contract for PERT services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds are included in the CAO’s Proposed FY 2008-10 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $1,983,781 for each of the years.  The funding sources are Short/Doyle FFP revenue, County Mental Health realignment, and Mental Health Services Act funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego provides for the prevention and control of tuberculosis through a combination of Federal, State and other funding methods.  Pursuant to authority provided by this Board on March 16, 1999 (3) allowing Public Health Services to seek outside funding to prevent the spread of communicable diseases, the Health and Human Services Agency has obtained grant awards from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Housing and Urban Development and State of California Department of Public Health, and other sources for countywide tuberculosis treatment and control services to reduce the incidence rate and transmission of tuberculosis in the County.  

Today’s action requests Board approval to accept revenues awarded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Housing and Urban Development and the State of California Department of Public Health, for tuberculosis treatment and control services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are included in the FY 2007-2009 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this proposal will result in additional costs and revenue of $20,000 in FY 2007-08 and subsequent year costs and revenue of $3,294,680.  The funding sources are the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, California Department of Public Health, and Housing and Urban Development through its fiscal intermediary, St. Vincent De Paul Villages.  There will be no change in net General Fund Cost and no additional staff years.

On March 11, 2008 (10), the Board of Supervisors conducted a public hearing on the Draft County Consortium Fiscal Year 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs, and approved the Plan, in principle.  

The Fiscal Year 2008-09 entitlement funding for each program is as follows: Community Development Block Grant ($4,637,376); HOME Investment Partnerships ($3,838,789) and HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative ($29,446); Emergency Shelter Grant ($207,599); and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs ($2,646,000).  The four federal programs will provide $11,359,210 in Annual Plan funds, a cumulative decrease of $258,767 from the four entitlement program funding levels in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  Fiscal Year 2008-09 is the seventh consecutive year of decreases in CDBG Program funding, totaling 36.05% in reduced funding over the last seven years.  In addition, an estimated $944,750 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 Program Income will be received, primarily from loan repayment proceeds, providing a total of $12,303,960 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 for community revitalization and affordable housing that benefits low-income residents and persons with special needs.  A total of $1,753,196 in prior year’s funding, made available through cancelled and completed projects, will be reallocated to eligible recipients.

The proposed recommendations will accomplish five objectives: first, approve the County Consortium Fiscal Year 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan; second, reallocate up to $1,058,502 from previous years’ budgets for funding of eleven additional Community Development Block Grant projects; third, reallocate up to $661,417 from previous years’ budgets for two HOME Investment Partnerships projects; fourth, reallocate up to $33,277 for four Emergency Shelter Grant projects; and finally, authorize County Purchasing and Contracting to issue three Requests for Proposals.

	Funds for this request in the amount of $12,303,960 are included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2008-09.  The funding sources are Community Development Block Grant ($4,637,376), HOME Investment Partnerships ($3,838,789 plus $29,446 in American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant ($207,599), and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($2,646,000) programs, and estimated Program Income of $944,750 from the Community Development Block Grant Program ($446,000) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program ($498,750).  If approved, this request will also result in the reallocation of $1,058,502 in prior year Community Development Block Grant funds, reallocation of $661,417 in prior year HOME Investment Partnerships funds, and up to $33,277 in prior year Emergency Shelter Grant funds.  Appropriations of $210,000 will be established in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1012118, Campo Community Center Parking Lot, based on the reallocation of Community Development Block Grant funds.  This will require the addition of no staff years and there is no General Fund cost.

	Effective January 1, 2008, State law mandated an increase in fees for four Fish and Game filings collected by the Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk (ARCC).  The fee for a Negative Declaration increased from $1,800 to $1,876.75, the fee for a Mitigated Negative Declaration increased from $1,800 to $1,876.75, the fee for an Environmental Impact Report increased from $2,500 to $2,606.75 and the fee for an Environmental Document pursuant to a Certified Regulatory Program increased from $850 to $886.25. ARCC is proposing the adoption of the attached resolution to set these four fees at the 2008 level.

Additionally, the Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk proposes to decrease the VHS wedding video tape fee from $10.00 to $5.00.   The VHS technology has become outdated and has been replaced by DVDs, which ARCC currently sells for $10.00.  The fee reduction will help reduce and phase out the VHS inventory.  Once the inventory has been sold, it is proposed that the fee for VHS tapes be removed from the County fee schedule.

	There is no impact to the FY 07-08 Operational Plan from the increase in revenue for Fish and Game fees, as all revenue generated by these fees is transferred to the State.  The VHS fee decrease will result in no change for FY 07-08 Operational Plan because of off-setting over-realized revenue from DVD sales.  No additional staff years are required.
