	FINAL PROPOSED 2005-2006 ANNUAL FUNDING PLAN AND 2005-2010 CONSOLIDATED PLAN FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT, HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIPS, EMERGENCY SHELTER GRANT, AND HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES FOR PERSONS WITH AIDS PROGRAMS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego Consortium (County Consortium) Annual Funding Plan and Consolidated Plan are the culmination of community meetings held throughout the County to gather public opinion on needs and priorities, and to solicit proposals for revitalization of qualified communities and development of affordable housing for lower income residents.  The Consolidated Plan is a five-year strategic plan prepared in accordance with requirements of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  The Consolidated Plan describes housing and community development needs, resources, and a strategy for addressing those needs each year through the four entitlement programs.
On March 22, 2005 (2), the Board of Supervisors conducted a public hearing on the Draft County Consortium 2005-2006 Annual Funding Plan, Draft 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan, Draft Citizen Participation Plan, and Draft Residential Anti-displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan for Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS programs, and approved these plans, in principle.  This Board letter also includes the staff response to a referral from the Board of Supervisors during the March 22, 2005 public hearing.
The four federal programs will provide $12,521,251 in Annual Plan funds, plus $1,940,000 in estimated FY 2005-2006 Program Income, primarily from loan repayment proceeds, providing a total of $14,461,251 for community revitalization and affordable housing that benefits low-income residents and persons with special needs.
The proposed recommendations will accomplish three objectives: first, approve the County Consortium 2005-2006 Annual Funding Plan, 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan, Citizen Participation Plan, and Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan for submittal to HUD; second, reallocate $274,350 from previous years’ budgets for additional funding of three Community Development Block Grant projects; and finally, reallocate $15,320 from a completed Encinitas HOME Investment Partnerships project to reimburse a prior-year Encinitas HOME advance. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request in the amount of  $14,461,251 are included in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2005-06 CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  The funding sources are Community Development Block Grant ($5,408,793), HOME Investment Partnerships ($4,230,491 plus $146,050 in American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant ($208,917), and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($2,527,000) programs, and expected Program Income from the Community Development Block Grant Program ($1,200,000) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program ($740,000).  If approved, this request will also result in expenditure of $274,350 in prior year Community Development Block Grant funds and $15,320 in prior year HOME funds, and, if approved by the Board as part of the FY 2005-06 Operational Plan, $14,461,251 in FY 2005-2006 Annual Plan funds, and will require the addition of no staff years.  There is no General Fund cost.

Approve and authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute FY 2005-2006 Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the American Dream Downpayment Initiative), and Emergency Shelter Grant agreements, between the County of San Diego and U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, when received.

6. Approve and authorize reallocation of $274,350 in Community Development Block Grant funds to the following three projects: City of Lemon Grove Street Rehabilitation Advance of Funds ($246,935); Shelter Valley Community Center Water Tank ($15,500); and Boulevard Fire Department Water Well Supplement ($11,915), from the following completed Community Development Block Grant projects: 2003-2004 Fallbrook Economic Development Plan ($7,534); 2003-2004 Ramona Collier Park Restroom ($887); 2002-2003 Homebuyer Education and Counseling Program ($1,667); 1996-1997 Casa de Oro Drainage Improvements Phase II ($12,745); 1999-2000 Solana Beach Eden Gardens Street Improvements ($2,700); 2002-2003 Shared Housing Program ($1,491); 2003-2004 Poway Affordable Housing Services ($12); 2001-2002 Roher Group Home Rehabilitation ($3,169); 1999-2000 Commercial Façade Improvement Program ($2,626); and, the Housing Development Fund ($241,519).

7. Approve and authorize the reallocation of $15,320 in HOME funds from the completed Encinitas Ranch Apartments Project to Encinitas Pacific Pines Affordable Housing Project Reimbursement.

8. Authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute all necessary documents for the submittal, regulatory processing and/or implementation of the County Consortium 2005-2006 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS programs, and recommended projects described in Recommendations #6 and #7.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 27, 2004 (3) your Board continued to support the District Attorney’s strong commitment to combat high technology and identity theft crimes by approving the submission and ratifying the acceptance of the fifth year High Technology Theft Apprehension and Prosecution Program (CATCH) and the fourth year High Technology Identity Theft Program (CATCH ID Theft), a highly successful regional, multi-agency network devoted to investigating and prosecuting criminals that seek to exploit and utilize technology for criminal gain.  This is a request to (a) receive grant revenues from the Southwestern Bell Corporation (SBC) Foundation and the Consumer Protection Prosecution Trust in the total amount of $15,692 and (b) increase expenditure contracts in the CATCH and CATCH ID Theft Programs in the amount of $50,000 and $30,000, respectively.  The SBC Foundation grant, in the amount of $14,884, will be used to support personnel costs of a Sheriff’s Department student worker for the CATCH Program.  The Consumer Protection Prosecution Trust grant, in the amount of $808, will be used to purchase investigative equipment for the District Attorney’s Consumer Protection Unit. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request will result in overrealized revenue in the amount of $15,692 in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Adopted Operational Plan.  The funding sources are the SBC Foundation and the Consumer Protection Prosecution Trust.  The District Attorney’s Office will reimburse in arrears the Sheriff’s Department for the personnel costs of the student worker.  Funds for the expenditure contracts are budgeted in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Adopted Operational Plan and are offset by grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services.  This request will not require the addition of staff years.  There is no local match required for this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sheriff’s Off-Road Enforcement Team (ORET) provides supplemental off-road law enforcement support to Federal, State, and local agencies located in San Diego County.  The Team also provides public education, medical assistance, and search and rescue services for the off-roading community.

This is a request to authorize the acceptance of $50,000 in funding from the State Department of Parks and Recreation for the FY 2004/05 Off-Highway Vehicle Grant Program.  The grant will provide overtime funding for a Sergeant and three Deputies to supplement the volunteer Reserve Deputies assigned to ORET on major holiday weekend desert details that occur in FY 2005/06.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the State Department of Parks and Recreation.  If approved, this request will result in no costs or revenues in FY 2004/05 and $50,000 in costs and revenues in FY 2005/06. The State Off-Highway Vehicle Grant requires a 25% local match of $16,667.  This requirement will be met and exceeded through the in-kind value of time donated by Sheriff’s Reserve Deputies working on the program. This request will require the addition of zero staff years.

	The Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk (ARCC) is currently developing and implementing significant improvements to its Automated Recording, Vital Records, Data Entry and Cashiering systems, and its various appraisal database applications.  This includes development of an integrated departmental cashiering system and related accounting/financial workflow improvements that will allow us to automatically interface with the County’s ERP financial systems. 

ARCC currently contracts with both Debra Newell and Advance Database Management for specialized software development consulting services to assist with the implementation of the aforementioned projects and activities.  Approval of this request will allow ARCC to continue to utilize these consultant services without impacting various major project milestones.

9. Allocate $12,500 from the Community Projects budget (org 15650) to the Gaslamp Quarter Association for costs associated with CD-ROM production, photography and VHS video production for the San DieGO DOWNTOWN campaign.

10. Allocate $25,000 from the Community Projects budget (org 15650) to the Maritime Museum Association of San Diego for costs associated with the Festival of Sail 2005.

11. Allocate $5,000 from the Community Projects budget (org 15650) to OnStage Playhouse, Inc. for costs associated with printing of materials and postage for the 2005-2006 theatre season. 

12. Allocate $5,000 from the Community Projects budget (org 15650) to the San Ysidro Chamber of Commerce for the purchase of office equipment and furniture.

13. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects budget (org 15650) to the San Diego Dental Health Foundation for supplies and equipment for Share the Care’s community based free dental clinics in South San Diego County.

14. Rescind the March 22, 2005 (22) allocation of $5,000 to Point Loma Nazarene University for costs associated with the “Where Do We Go From Here?” Foreign Affairs Conference so that the funds can be reallocated for current year projects.

	On October 19, 2004, your Board approved the County Self Assessment (CSA) as required by Assembly Bill 636.  AB 636 (Steinberg), also known as the Child Welfare System Improvement and Accountability Act of 2001, brings accountability to the State’s child welfare system.  It requires that the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) conduct outcome-based reviews of all of the counties’ child welfare agencies, emphasizing safety, permanency, and child and family well-being, outcome measures for improved performance.  This goal is in alignment with the Board’s priorities and commitment to the welfare of children in the County of San Diego.

The County Self Assessment (CSA), required by this initiative, identified many areas of strength in San Diego County Child Welfare Services (CWS) and determined that major changes were not warranted.  The County’s System Improvement Plan (SIP), developed as a result of the assessment, targeted specific outcomes and systemic factors to be addressed.  To support this initiative, consistent, credible data, enhanced performance management reports, and productivity tools are needed.
In an effort to support counties, CDSS has worked with the National Council on Crime and Delinquency (NCCD)/Children’s Research Center (CRC) since 1998 to develop and implement a simple, objective, and reliable web-based instrument for use by Child Welfare Services personnel.  The Board previously authorized the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and award a contract with NCCD to provide access to child welfare case management reports via SafeMeasures®, a proprietary software.  The contract expires on May 31, 2005.  In an effort to ensure that Child Welfare Services maintains its strong performance in areas identified in the CSA, while continuing to address outcomes and systemic factors targeted in the SIP, today’s action item requests Board authorization for the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate contracts for Safe Measures® through June 30, 2007, with one two-year option period.  This action will support the County’s progress in areas identified in the SIP by providing reliable case management data reports and research on improved foster care and relative placement risk assessment.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Health and Human Services Agency Fiscal Year 2004/2005 budget and the Proposed Fiscal Years 2005/2007 Operational Plans.  If approved, this request will result in an estimated Fiscal Year 2004/2005 costs and revenue of $104,000, Fiscal Year 2005/2006 costs and revenue of $223,000, and Fiscal Year 2006/2007 costs and revenue of $203,000.  Fiscal Year 2005/2006 includes one time costs and revenue in the amount of $20,000 for the foster care/relative care assessment research component.  The funding sources are State of California Child Welfare Services funding and Social Services Realignment.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years required.
