2) Ratify the submission of an application to the California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) under the DUI Avoid program (formerly Avoid DUI Campaign) for an amount not to exceed $446,924 for Federal Fiscal Year (FFY) 2011-2012;

3) Ratify the submission of an application to the OTS under the DUI Overtime Only program (formerly DUI Enforcement & Awareness Program) for an amount not to exceed $525,175 for FFY 2011-2012;

The FY 2011 program takes a comprehensive approach to combating all forms of trafficking: sex trafficking and labor trafficking of foreign nationals and U. S. citizens (male and female, adults and minors); and

11) Authorize an amendment to the law enforcement services agreement amendment #1 relating to the project period with the City of Imperial Beach, City of San Marcos, and the City of Vista for overtime reimbursement under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) from the U. 5)  OHMVR
Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2010-11 Operational Plan for the Sheriff’s Department.  If the grant is awarded, it will result in unanticipated revenue not to exceed $113,395 and a subsequent item will be brought to your Board to accept and appropriate funds.  Matching funds of 25% ($73,684) which will be met and exceeded through in-kind time and services donated by the Sheriff’s Off-Road Enforcement Team (ORET) Reserve Deputies and other Sheriff’s staff working on this program.  There are no costs or revenue associated with this request to apply for funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no addition of staff years.

6)  Bulletproof Vest Partnership (BVP) Program
Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2010-11 Operational Plan for the Sheriff’s Department.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $192,257 which will be included in the FY 2011-12 CAO Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter.  The funding source is unanticipated grant revenue from the USDOJ.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no addition of staff years.

7) Edward Byrne Memorial JAG (Imperial Beach)

The proposed ordinance contains additions, modifications and deletions to the California Fire Code that County staff has determined are necessary because of San Diego County's climatic, geological and topographical conditions, which include among other things, vegetation that is highly combustible in its natural state, prevalence of hot and dry conditions at certain times of the year including exposure to Santa Ana winds, history of drought conditions, hilly and mountainous terrain that limit access and egress and increase the speed at which wildfires spread, history of severe wildfires that have caused devastating losses, potentially severe rainstorms with resultant flooding and proximity to earthquake fault zones.

This continued success relies on effective strategies to recruit prospective foster and adoptive families, particularly for special needs children.   

The County Health and Human Services Agency provides adoption and foster care services under contracts with the California Department of Social Services. Over the last few years, several State, federal and Dependency Court initiatives were implemented to improve opportunities for children in long-term care and expedite the adoption process.  Since that time, the number of hard-to-place children who are identified by the Court as needing adoptive homes continues to increase. Many of these children are older, are members of sibling groups, and frequently have identified medical and/or psychological needs related to their histories of abuse and/or neglect. There is a continuing need to recruit more prospective foster and adoptive families who are equipped to deal with the challenges presented by these children.  Media outreach has been identified as the most effective method of reaching families who are willing to prepare for the adoption process.

Supported by KFMB-TV, the “Adopt 8” program has greatly enhanced the County’s foster and adoptive family recruitment activities for over a decade. At this election, 71.3% of those voters in the District casting ballots, which is above the 55% voter approval level required, authorized the issuance and sale of general obligation bonds of the District for various purposes in the maximum principal amount of $195,000,000 (the “Authorization”).  The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (“ARRA”) granted a national allocation of $11 billion to provide for the issuance of qualified school construction bonds (“QSCBs”), and the district has received a $25,000,000 share of this allocation.  Section 15150 of the Education Code authorizes school districts to issue notes, maturing within a period not to exceed five years, in anticipation of the sale of General Obligation Bonds, provided that the proceeds received from the sale of the notes are used for authorized purposes of the General Obligation Bonds.

On March 22, 2011, the Board of Education of the District approved the issuance of not to exceed $25,000,000 of these notes to be designated the 2011 Qualified School Construction General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes (the “2011 BANs”).  Under the Authorization, the District has previously issued or caused to be issued the $49,995,053.70 Oceanside Unified School District General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2008, Series A and the $29,999,990.75 Oceanside Unified School District General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2008, Series B.  Currently $115,004,955.55 of the Authorization remains and subsequent to the issuance of the general obligation bonds that will repay the 2011 BANs, it is estimated that $95,004,955.55 of the Authorization will remain for the issuance of additional series of bonds.  Proceeds from the Bonds will be used to finance capital improvements to school facilities as approved by the Authorization; improvements will include modernizing classroom facilities and providing additional classrooms. 	<The County of San Diego was approached by two vendors interested in offering prescription drug discount programs, free of charge, to all county residents.  The two vendors were NACo/CVS Caremark and the Coast2Coast Rx Discount Prescription Card Program by Financial Marketing Concepts (FMC).  After reviewing both proposals and interviewing representatives from each organization, the Chief Administrative Officer recommends that the Board consider negotiating with FMC to bring the Coast2Coast Rx Discount Prescription Card Program to San Diego County for our residents.

The Coast2Coast Rx card is not an insurance product nor is it intended to replace insurance.  A cardholder that is covered by health insurance will likely receive the greatest benefit by using his or her health insurance prescription card.  If a health insurance prescription plan does not provide a discount for a particular drug, it is likely the Coast2Coast Rx card will provide a discount, considering there are more than 60,000 name-brand and generic prescription medications included in the discount program.  Individuals and families participating in the program can save up to 65% on prescriptions and up to 80% on lab and imaging tests, all at no cost to the participant or the County.  Users can also obtain discounts on dental, vision and hearing services as well as medications for animals.
FMC will assume the production, distribution and administration costs of the cards.  In exchange, FMC asks that we support it by publicizing the discount program through our network of partners, such as 2-1-1 San Diego.

	<San Diego’s vast, sprawling and populous North County has been without a landfill for decades. Recent census data shows the North County to be among the county’s fastest growing regions, in terms of population. The trash generated by North County residents must be collected and then transported by heavy trucks to landfills in the East County (Sycamore) and South County (Otay). County of San Diego voters twice have gone to the polls (1994 and 2004), and in overwhelming numbers (68 percent and 64 percent, respectively), in support of the Gregory Canyon Landfill project. The project has an approved Environmental Impact Report that has withstood legal scrutiny as high as the California Supreme Court.

Senate Bill 833, as introduced on February 18, 2011 and amended on April 25, 2011, proposes to put additional restrictions on the abilities of counties to determine the timing and citing of landfills, and most directly and immediately, end the Gregory Canyon project. This is a blatant effort to thwart the will of San Diego County voters.

Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter in opposition to SB 833 and authorize the County’s Sacramento representatives to convey this message to the appropriate members of the Legislature and the Administration.

	<After the horrific murder of Danielle Van Dam, I brought forward an action in March of 2002 to establish the first countywide sex offender Internet pin map in the State of California, and call on the State of California to increase the availability of Megan’s Law information to the public.  

Since that action, I was pleased to partner at different times with Supervisors Cox, Roberts, and Slater-Price on 14 separate board actions to strengthen laws against these heinous offenders, secure additional resources for law enforcement, and enhance public awareness about the dangers of registered sex offenders.  
Most recently, I partnered with Sheriff Bill Gore, District Attorney Bonnie Dumanis, and other law enforcement agencies in the region to toughen laws and tackle the issue of human trafficking and the sexual exploitation of underage girls.  Through these efforts, we were successful in working with Assemblyman Marty Block to author legislation that would add pimping, pandering and human trafficking to the list of primary activities outlined in the penal code required to define a criminal street gang.

Several pieces of state legislation regarding registered sex offenders and human trafficking have been introduced and warrant support from the County of San Diego.  Although some of these bills have met resistance in the State Legislature this session the policy ideas contained in the measures have merit and should continue to be pursued.  Today’s action adds to the County’s Legislative Program the proposals in numerous pieces of legislation that continue the effort to prevent registered sex offenders from harming children, and authorizes the Chief Administrative Officer to support those bills that are still active.>>

	<Senate Bill 425 (SB 425) would establish minimum fines and penalties for specific dogfighting and cockfighting violations.  It would also allow for the forfeiture of property that was purchased with means gained through cockfighting, which is currently applicable to dogfighting.

The minimum fines and penalties for cockfighting would apply to the possession, sale or manufacturing of cockfighting paraphernalia such as “gaffs” and slashers, and owning, possessing, keeping, or training any bird or other animal with the intent to use the animal for fighting.  Furthermore, it would increase the minimum fine if a minor is convicted of attending a cockfight, or in the case of those who admit a minor to a cockfight.

In addition to this request to support SB 425, today’s action would also support state and federal legislative efforts to increase the penalty for illegal animal fighting from a misdemeanor to a felony, including being a spectator at a dogfight or cockfight.
