This reorganization requires adoption of an ordinance that amends the County Administrative Code and abolishes the appointed office of Alternate Public Defender.   This requested action requires two steps, approval of the first reading of the Ordinance on May 12, 2009 and adoption of the Ordinance after the second reading on June 16, 2009.>>

	<The San Diego Regional Computer Forensic Laboratory (SDRCFL)  is a one stop, full service forensics laboratory and training center devoted entirely to the examination of digital evidence in support of criminal investigations in such areas as terrorism, child pornography, crimes of violence, trade secret theft, theft or destruction to intellectual property, financial crime, property crime, internet crimes and fraud. The primary mission of the SDRCFL is to effectively meet the digital forensics needs of all law enforcement agencies and departments throughout the San Diego and Imperial Counties. The SDRCFL’s Local Executive Board (LEB), which includes one representative from each of the participating agencies, provides operational guidance and oversight to the SDRCFL. The District Attorney, as one of the participating agencies in the SDRCFL, was selected by the LEB to be the fiscal agent to support the operations of the SDRCFL.

This request is to authorize the District Attorney as fiscal agent to accept contributions agreed upon by the LEB from various participating law enforcement agencies in San Diego and Imperial Counties and approve an expenditure contract with SDRCFL to distribute the monetary contributions received from the partner law enforcement agencies to the SDRCFL in support of its operations.  This request is to also establish appropriations of $42,924 in the District Attorney’s Office in Contributions to Other Agencies based on funds received from the El Cajon Police Department to support SDRCFL operations. >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On January 30, 2007 (11), the Board authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation for the purchase of up to five million kilowatt hours per year of solar-generated photovoltaic electricity at County facilities. Proposals were received from four vendors; two of the proposers were deemed responsive and were requested to submit final offers.  Extensive review of proposals, site alternatives and negotiations have been completed.  Based on review of the final offers it was determined that the SunEdison Inc. proposal met the County's criteria and provides the best overall value.  Purchasing and Contracting has negotiated the major terms of the contract, including cost, and is finalizing the remaining terms.

This action authorizes the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a power purchase agreement to SunEdison to supply and operate a roof-mounted photovoltaic system at East Mesa Detention Facility.  The proposed photovoltaic system will provide the facility with up to 650,000 kilowatt-hours per year of renewable solar power at market-competitive prices, representing approximately 5% of the facility's annual electricity usage of approximately 12 million kilowatt-hours.   >>

	<The pricing terms offered by SunEdison (11.4¢/kWh; annual 1% escalator) will result in an anticipated reduction in utility costs in the first year of approximately $9,100. The projected savings over the 20--year term, adjusted for inflation, is estimated at $472,000.  There will be no capital outlay for the County; the system will be provided and paid for by SunEdison, including ongoing operations and maintenance of the systems.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Assembly Bill 885 (AB 885) was introduced by Assemblywoman Hannah Beth Jackson in 1999 and signed into law in 2000.  It was originally drafted to address concerns with Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems (OWTS) in the City of Malibu and Santa Barbara County, and later was expanded to include OWTS statewide. The land characteristics of Malibu and Santa Barbara are not consistent with the rest of the State.  AB 885 requires the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to draft and implement statewide uniform performance standards and regulations for the permitting and operation of Onsite Wastewater Treatment Systems.  Since 2000, SWRCB has worked with regulators, industry, and environmentalists to produce draft regulations.  The latest version of draft regulations and the Draft EIR were released on       November 7, 2008.  Since these proposed regulations are extremely burdensome and costly to those using onsite wastewater treatment systems,   AB 885 should be repealed. At a minimum, legislation to reduce the impact of the proposed regulations should be considered.  

In an effort to address the problems associated with AB 885, three Assembly bills were introduced in 2009 that focus on OWTS regulations (AB 268,        AB 916, and AB 580).  AB 268 repeals the current requirement for SWRCB to adopt regulation and standards for OWTS.  Due to the burden AB 885 places on OWTS users, today’s action would put the County of San Diego on record supporting AB 268.>>

The projected balance for the General Fund is $190.0 million, and for all budgetary funds combined, is $233.1 million.  The projected balance in the General Fund reflects some structural savings from operations, but primarily delays in currently funded projects that will be re-budgeted in Fiscal Year 2009-10 and the conservation of management and contingency reserves.  

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, adjustments are recommended to transfer funds to the Regional Communications System Trust Fund and establish appropriations for costs related to the court facilities transfer.  Other significant adjustments include the use of fund balance and management reserves to mitigate the decline in Proposition 172 revenues in the Sheriff’s Department, and to provide funds for the cost of outfitting a surveillance van and other costs related to the Department of Homeland Security and Federal Bureau of Investigation revenue.  

In the Land Use and Environment Group, significant adjustments include a transfer of management reserves to support the implementation of the Business Case Management System in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures, amending the Airport Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT) Fund Spending Plan and the Airport Non-AMT Fund Spending Plan to provide funding for a capital project at McClellan-Palomar Airport, and to substitute funding sources for Department of Public Works Road Fund projects.  Other adjustments include requests to establish appropriations to implement a beach water monitoring program in the Department of Environmental Health and to prepare an Environmental Impact Report related to the implementation of a wind turbine ordinance in the Department of Planning and Land Use.  In addition, a request is submitted to reduce the fund balance designation within the General Fund for Environmental Health to provide funding for data imaging projects.

In the Community Services Group, significant adjustments include requests to establish appropriations for the May 19, 2009, Statewide Election and for the Documentum upgrade.  Another request includes an accounting adjustment to properly reflect a prior transfer of working capital funds from the General Fund to the Housing and Community Development Special Revenue Fund.

In the Capital Program, significant adjustments include requests to appropriate or transfer funds for augmenting capital projects (e.g. Jess Martin Exercise Path and Park Improvements, Lakeside Community Center Photo-voltaic project, and Lindo Lake Boathouse).  Other recommendations include adjustments to cancel remaining appropriations and related revenue for 10 projects that are anticipated to be completed and capitalized at the end of the fiscal year, and adjustments to properly reflect transactions related to the COC Redevelopment Project and the North Central Public Health Center.

Finally, in Finance Other, a request is submitted to establish appropriations to properly reflect the sale of the 2008 Taxable Pension Obligation Refunding Bonds.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Over the past decade, the San Diego region has been put to the test when faced with major wildfires.  In an effort to help minimize the region’s threat from future fires, the County of San Diego has invested over $135 million dollars since 2003 to improve fire protection and emergency medical services.  

The County is now better prepared with two new firefighting helicopters, dozens of new fire trucks, an improved communication system, and a new Emergency Operations Center, and has removed over 500,000 dead, dying and diseased trees.  In addition, the County of San Diego spent $3 million dollars last year to fund a pilot program that leased two Quebec based Superscoopers and one tactical aircraft during a three month period.   

In light of the economic limitations facing local governments, the Unified Disaster Council (UDC) recently approved a plan recommending a more cost-effective approach to augment our current regional aerial firefighting assets.  Today’s action would implement the Unified Disaster Council’s approved plan for a supplemental Aerial Fire Protection Program to provide a significant surge of aerial firefighting assets on a “call when needed” basis for this year’s fire season.>>
