	Justice Mental Health Collaboration  (DistrictS: All)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the application and approve the acceptance of Justice and Mental Health Collaboration Program, Bureau of Justice Assistance grant funds in the amount of $250,000 for a period of three years (October 1, 2008 through          September 30, 2011).  This is also a request for approval to release a Request for Proposal (RFP) to competitively procure mental health services for juvenile justice-involved youth with mental illness.
The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) has made funding available for units of local government in an effort to increase public safety through innovative cross-system collaboration for individuals with mental illness who come into contact with the criminal or juvenile justice systems.  This is a three-year grant project to complete an already-initiated strategic plan for mental health collaboration, and then begin implementation of the plan during the project period.  The BJA supports the Blueprints for Change, a comprehensive model for systems-involved youth and requires a joint application with a mental health agency and a unit of government responsible for juvenile justice activities.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the CAO’s Fiscal Year 2008-10 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $62,500 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 (October 2008 through June 2009), which will be added during Budget Change letter for the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan.  The second and third subsequent years, Fiscal Year 2009-10, Fiscal Year 2010-11 will each result in costs and revenues of $83,333.  Fiscal Year 2011-12 (July through September 2011) will result in costs and revenues of $20,834.  This request will result in no additional staff years.  The funding source is the Federal Bureau of Justice Assistance.  This grant requires a 20% match for the first two years of the grant (Fiscal Years 2008-09 and 2009-10) and a 40% match for the third year of the grant (Fiscal Year 2010-11).  The match will be satisfied by in-kind salaries and benefits of Probation Department staff.

In accordance with Board Policy, A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) and subject to successful negotiations and determination of fair and reasonable price, award a contract for evaluation services for three years through September 30, 2011 and an additional six months if needed, and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Chief Probation Officer.   Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Government Code section 26205.1 permits the Board of Supervisors, by resolution, to authorize County officers’ destruction of “hard” or “paper” records on certain statutory conditions, including the ability to store such records electronically in “trusted systems.”  Section 26205.1 also allows the Board to impose other conditions. On March 22, 1994 (40), the Board of Supervisors passed Board Resolution 94-91, which included an additional, local requirement to keep all paper records for at least two years. A new resolution is required for the County to take advantage of its technologically advanced, electronic, record-storage capabilities, thus reducing the logistical burden created by the retention of paper records.  Additionally, an update is required to Board Policy A-129, Compliance with the Countywide Records Management Program, which directs Countywide compliance with records management policies and procedures as set forth in recently updated Administrative Manual Item 0040-09.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact to update the Board policy and Resolution.  However, since these updates eliminate an erroneous requirement to keep all paper records for two years, it is anticipated that the County will avoid some storage fees and will benefit from efficiencies of electronic storage.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	A key component of the County of San Diego’s successful Welfare-to-Work program is providing assistance in obtaining child care for families who are moving toward self-sufficiency.  The County’s Health and Human Services Agency provides child care assistance to low-income families and families with foster children as they transition from welfare to work.  The Child Care program is funded by the State of California Department of Education through revenue contract agreements.  

This item requests Board authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute a revenue agreement amendment in the amount of $763,295 with the State of California Department of Education for the County’s Child Care program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for the Child Care Stage 3 program is included in the FY 2007-2009 Operational Plan in the amount of $5,319,693. The original agreement with the State, however, was for an amount less than was budgeted. If approved, this request will result in an increase of $763,295 in the amount of the agreement, but no change in the budget for the current fiscal year.  The funding source of this revenue is the State of California Department of Education.  There will be no change to net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

These recommended revisions were supported by Commission members at their meeting on May 2, 2008.  
The changes include revising Commission membership and membership terms to reflect representation requirements.  These changes will enhance the Commission’s ability to work on issues affecting children, youth and families in San Diego County.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In recent years, your Board has taken many actions to improve the comprehensive mental health care system for children and adolescents in San Diego County.  On September 19, 2000 (2) and October 17, 2000 (1), the Board approved the Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) plan and the Children’s Mental Health Initiative resulting in increased services for children and adolescents.  On December 3, 2002 (3), the Board approved competitive solicitations in order to continue existing mental health contracts that contribute to the County’s comprehensive plan.  Included among these programs is the Sexual Treatment Education Program and Services (STEPS) which provides day treatment and outpatient services to emotionally disturbed juvenile sex offenders.  

The term of the current STEPS contract ends June 30, 2008, with a six-month extension.  Today’s item requests authority to issue a competitive solicitation in order to continue the juvenile offender treatment program currently serving children, youth and families.  Any contract is contingent upon the availability of funding. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for FY 2008-2010 for the Health and Human Services Agency includes costs and revenues of $1,094,710 each year for this proposal.  The funding sources are federal financial participation, EPSDT, and State Mental Health Realignment.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

It includes five members who represent the Board of Supervisors, seven members who represent economically disadvantaged persons throughout the County and three members who represent the private sector.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Tax and revenue anticipation notes, commonly referred to as “TRANs” are issued by public agencies to fund cash flow deficits in the near term; the County reviews it fiscal year cash flow annually.  The County has historically issued TRANs in anticipation of the receipt of taxes, income, and other money to be received during the upcoming fiscal year, which is received on an uneven basis throughout the year.  The TRANs are repaid within 12-13 months from the issuance date.  Since 1999, the County and certain school districts have issued TRANs together to eliminate certain fixed costs and obtain economies of scale.  This year, the County and the schools are proposing to again issue TRANs in a combined financing.  This action requests that the Board of Supervisors approve two resolutions related to the issuance of the Fiscal Year 2008-09 TRANs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding source for the repayment of the TRANs is general purpose revenue.  If approved, the request will result in an estimated net interest cost of $2.5 million for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 assuming an interest rate of 2.50%.  The actual interest cost will be known at the time the County enters the financial market.  Sufficient appropriations are included in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Proposed Operational Plan to cover the estimated cost of the TRANs. This action does not require any additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The firms utilized as Underwriters for the TRANs have offices located within the County.  Every other effort will be made to ensure that these offices receive a high priority in the sale of the County’s TRANs.  This will result in additional revenues of the local offices, as well as highlight to the firms the importance of these offices to the County.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance.  The projected fund balance from current year operations for the General Fund is $164.6 million and for all budgetary funds combined is $217.3 million.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  Among these adjustments are recommendations to appropriate or transfer funds for augmenting capital projects (e.g., Spring Valley Community Center Expansion and the Cactus Park Sports Field), for costs related to response and recovery efforts associated with the October 2007 Firestorm in the Office of Emergency Services, for mitigating declining revenues in the Proposition 172, Recording Fees, and AB 2890 supplemental property tax administration accounts, to amend the Department of Public Works ISF to provide funding for operations and maintenance of vehicles and fuel, to amend the Airport Enterprise Spending Plan for various needs, for Geographical Information Systems scanning and data conversion needs in the Department of Public Works, and for establishing appropriations in the Department of Animal Services for major maintenance projects at the Carlsbad Shelter and for the construction of a surgical center at the Central Shelter. The Board is also asked to authorize the Auditor and Controller to reduce the fund balance designation within the General Fund for Environmental Health to provide funding for data imaging projects and to reduce the fund balance designation within the General Fund for the Department of Planning and Land Use for the costs associated with processing building permits. 

In addition, 17 capital projects are anticipated to be completed and capitalized at the end of Fiscal Year 2007-08.  These projects have remaining appropriations that need to be cancelled.  This board letter proposes to cancel the remaining appropriations in the identified projects.

	COUNTY MEDICAL SERVICES PROGRAM ELIGIBILITY MODIFICATIONS (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County Medical Services (CMS) program provides necessary medical care for San Diego County residents ages 21 through 64 years, who have no financial resources for medical care and meet prescribed income limits and other eligibility criteria.  Eligible individuals can receive primary care, hospital emergency and inpatient care, and medically necessary approved medical services and medications. In Fiscal Year       2007-08, the CMS program will provide care to an estimated 18,000 certified eligible individuals for a total program cost of approximately $69 million.

On October 24, 2007 (2), the Board adopted as final the increased CMS income limit from 135% Federal Poverty Level (FPL) or $1149 monthly income to 165% FPL  ($1404 monthly) with co-payments required for individuals with incomes over 135% FPL, and the CMS Hardship Exception Policy for individuals with co-payments or income over 165% FPL.  On March 11, 2008 (8) the Board adopted an ordinance amending the County of San Diego Administrative Code to clarify the authority of the County to seek recovery in appropriate cases for services provided to patients through available legal methods including the executing and filing of liens. 

A recent ruling in the Alford v. County of San Diego court case requires additional changes to the CMS eligibility standards.  Changes to comply with the court’s ruling are included in this request.  If approved, this request would permanently remove the co-payment requirement for individuals over 135% of FPL, establish an income limit of 350% FPL ($2979 monthly), revise the CMS Hardship Policy, and establish a share of cost requirement for individuals determined eligible for the CMS Hardship.  These program changes will take effect on July 1, 2008.

This action will also authorize the addition of two full-time staff in the County Medical Services program to handle increased workload resulting from the revised CMS eligibility requirements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	While funding is included in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2008-10 CAO Proposed Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency, it will require a reprioritization of programs and expenditures.  Other programs will be delayed or not implemented as a result.  Changes to the CMS policy will result in an estimated annual increase in direct costs of $4 million per 1,000 individuals added to the CMS program.  This change will also result in one time contract costs of approximately $400,000 for reprogramming of Administrative Services Organization and County information technology systems. This change will result in the addition of 2.0 staff years which are not included in the FY 2008-10 CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  The addition of the two positions will be brought to the Board in the CAO Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter for FY 2008-10 for formal approval.  The source of funds is a combination of Tobacco Settlement dollars and General Purpose Revenue.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Approve the following actions, effective July 1, 2008:  

a. Permanently remove the co-payment requirement for individuals over 135% of the Federal Poverty Level. 

b. Establish a repayment agreement requirement for all individuals over 165% FPL.  

c. Establish an income limit of 350% of the Federal Poverty Level.

d. Revise the CMS Hardship Policy by permanently removing requirements to assess individuals’ past ability to purchase medical coverage and future ability to pay for current medical services (Attachment A). 

e. Establish a monthly share of cost requirement for individuals determined eligible for CMS through the CMS Hardship Policy.   

2. Approve in principle the request to add two positions (2.0 staff years) to the Health and Human Services Agency to handle increased workload resulting from changes to the CMS eligibility requirements and authorize the Department of Human Resources to appropriately classify these positions.
