	HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES AGENCY MAIL/COURIER SERVICES BUSINESS PROCESS RE-ENGINEERING    (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Your Board has expressed an ongoing commitment to continuous improvement and projects aimed at fiscal responsibility to save taxpayers’ money.  During Fiscal Year 2006-07, the County’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) has undertaken several Business Process Re-engineering (BPR) projects to achieve efficiency and improve services. A recent BPR study dealt with mail/courier services.  The comprehensive study revealed that there were duplications in service among mail/couriers across the organization and that consolidation of those services would reduce workload and associated costs to the County.  Savings will be reinvested in direct services. 

Today’s action will take the necessary steps to consolidate HHSA mail/courier services in the Department of General Services as a result of this re-engineering.  The action will result in the reduction of eight positions in the Health and Human Services Agency and an increase of one position in the Department of General Services. No employees will be laid off as a result of this action.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed action will result in projected net annual savings of $592,000 in the Health and Human Services Agency’s costs for mail/courier services beginning in FY 2007-08.  Because the costs for the mail/courier services were mostly revenue offset, there will be no net cost savings to the County. Instead the savings in overhead costs will be reinvested in direct services, primarily in Child Welfare Services. The reduction of eight positions in the Agency and the addition of one position in the Department of General Services are reflected in the CAO’s Proposed FY 2007-09 Operational Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 1984, the State enacted Assembly Bill 3632 which requires county mental health departments to conduct mental health assessments and to provide necessary mental health services required by students with disabilities. Full funding for these programs is provided through a number of State and federal sources, including federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) funds. The State now requires each county office of education and county mental health department to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) as a condition of transferring the IDEA federal grant funds to the county mental health department for mental health services provided to AB 3632-eligible students.  

This request would authorize the Director, Health and Human Services Agency, or designee, to sign and execute the MOU and MOU renewals, amendments, and extensions between the San Diego County Office of Education and the County of San Diego Mental Health Services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current and subsequent year cost and revenue of $4,030,591.  The funding source is federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	In 1945, the California Riding and Hiking Trails Act was adopted by the State Legislature identifying a State Loop Trail that was to extend from Mexico to Oregon.  The California Riding and Hiking Trail is routed through National Forests, State Parks, private property, scenic and historical areas.  The State acquired easements, agreements, and permits to establish the trail.  The responsibility for the trail is currently with the State of California Department of Parks and Recreation.
The State Parks Department would like to transfer the easements and agreements on private lands associated with the California Riding and Hiking Trail to the County to be incorporated into the County trail network.  The State Parks Department has already transferred easements in other counties.  The County of San Diego now has an opportunity to continue to provide access to the trail for the public’s enjoyment.  

Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the feasibility of obtaining trail easements and agreements from the State for the California Riding and Hiking Trail.

In addition to the current requirements, AB 844 would mandate that all scrap-metal dealers and recyclers hold scrap metal for 15 days or get a picture of the person trying to sell the metal.  It would also require the records to include a description of the material, type, quantity, weight, and size of junk purchased or sold, and that scrap-metal dealers and recyclers pay anyone selling metal with a check instead of cash, payable 10 days after the transaction.
