	ADVERTISE AND AWARD A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR APRONS AND RUN-UP AREAS AT BORREGO VALLEY AIRPORT (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Borrego Valley Airport, located three miles east of Borrego Springs (Thomas Guide page 1058, G-1), is a popular destination for flying public visiting the desert area.

The proposed Borrego Valley Airport Aprons and Run-Up Areas Project consists of construction of run-up areas for both ends of Runway 7/25, a helicopter apron, and a fuel tank apron area, including associated drainage, electrical, and pavement markings, meeting Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) standards.  Total construction cost is estimated at approximately $1,075,000 including contingency.  Plans and specifications for construction of the project are complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of the Borrego Valley Airport Aprons and Run-Up Areas Project.  If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin October 2007 and be completed in May 2008.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Borrego Valley Airport Aprons and Run-up Areas Project will be included in the CAO’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Proposed Operational Plan for the Department of Public Works. Funding sources for the $1,075,000 construction project are Federal Aviation Administration grants ($1,021,050), State grants ($24,186) and fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund ($29,764).  No additional staff years will be required and there will be no impact to the General Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Gillespie Field, a general aviation airport in El Cajon (Thomas Guide page 1251, E-1), provides facilities for 774 general aviation and corporate aircraft, numerous aviation businesses, Mercy Air and the Sheriff’s ASTREA facility. 

The proposed Gillespie Field West Transient Apron Project consists of construction of a transient parking ramp for general aviation and small jet aircraft, including associated drainage, electrical, and pavement markings, meeting Federal Aviation Administration standards, with a total construction cost estimate of approximately $3,700,000 including contingency. Plans and specifications for the project are complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of the Gillespie Field West Transient Apron Project. If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin in October 2007 and be completed in April 2008.

Also, this is a request to approve payment to Skywest Airlines.  Skywest Airlines erroneously sent a check to the County of San Diego, which was deposited in the Airport Enterprise Fund. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Gillespie Field West Transient Apron Project will be included in the proposed Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan for the Department of Public Works.  Total construction cost will be approximately $3,700,000.  Funding sources are Federal Aviation Administration grants ($3,515,000), State grants ($87,875) and fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund ($97,125).  No additional staff years will be required and there will be no impact to the General Fund.

If approved, this request for refund to Skywest Airlines, would amend the Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan by $46,350.  The funding source is available fund balance in the Airport Enterprise Fund.  No additional staff years will be required and there will be no impact to the County General Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Permanent Road Division Zone 9B, Harris Annex, is located in the Rancho Santa Fe area, just south of Del Dios Highway and West of the San Dieguito River (Thomas Guide page 1168, H-1 and H-2). One of the district’s roads, La Brisa, is completely located within the boundaries of the district but was not initially included as a public road to be maintained by the district because that area was not yet developed. 

On June 29, 1999 (7), the Board adopted a resolution declaring 2,287 feet of La Brisa, southwesterly from Rancho Del Rio to the intersection of Calle Dos Lagos, to be a Public Road and not accepted in the County Maintained Road System.  That action enabled the district to improve and maintain that segment of road.  The Permanent Road Division Zone 9B Road Committee recently decided to include the last segment of La Brisa, from Calle Dos Lagos to the end of La Brisa, for future road maintenance. This is a request to adopt a Resolution to have  1,260 feet of La Brisa, beginning at  the intersection of Calle Dos Lagos, declared public so that Permanent Road Division Zone 9B – Harris Annex can maintain it.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no General Fund impact from this request.  If approved, there will be no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Department of Parks and Recreation manages the 121.4-acre Lakeside Linkage Open Space Preserve, which is located in the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide Page 1232, A5-C6).  This preserve is included in the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program and its main public access is provided by way of an unpaved parking area off of Los Coches Road.  Improvements to the preserve are necessary to discourage unauthorized activities while enhancing preserve habitat.  The total cost of these improvements is estimated to be $120,800.
The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $100,000, including contingency, for construction of improvements to include fencing, gates, and signage in various areas on the perimeter of the Lakeside Linkage Open Space Preserve.  Remaining project funds of approximately $20,800 will be used for project design, construction inspection, and project administration costs.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request in the amount of $70,750 are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding source is Environmental Mitigation Program grant funds.  Additional funds of $50,050 being requested will be provided by Department of Parks and Recreation budgeted Grant Match General Funds, for a total project budget of $120,800.  If approved, this request will authorize a construction contract estimated at $100,000, including contingency, for the habitat enhancement project.  Remaining project funds of approximately $20,800 will be used for project design, construction inspection, and project administration costs.  Upon project completion, operations and maintenance costs are anticipated to be reduced, due to less staff time and resources needed to enforce preserve rules and regulations.  No additional staff years are required as a result of this action.

	REQUEST AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT LOCAL GOVERNMENT HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE GRANTS FROM THE CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 31, 2006 (19) at the request of Supervisor Cox, the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to develop and implement public outreach activities educating San Diego County residents on the methods to properly dispose of or recycle previously exempt universal waste.  On May 10, 2006 (4) the Board received a status report on the universal waste public outreach campaign which included seeking grant opportunities.  The Consolidated Integrated Waste Management Board is now accepting applications for the 16th Cycle Local Government Household Hazardous Waste Grant which is designed to assist local government efforts to reduce the amount of waste going to California landfills by building needed infrastructure and providing outreach. 
The proposed action is for the Board to consider adoption of a Resolution authorizing application for and acceptance of a California Integrated Waste Management Board Household Hazardous Waste Grant for an estimated amount of $200,000.  Grant funds would benefit the public by offsetting costs of planning, coordinating, developing and expanding specific programs for the collection and recycling of universal wastes and home-generated medical sharps in the unincorporated areas of the county. 

As new waste types such as universal waste become increasingly regulated, additional funding sources are necessary to meet the waste management costs.  In addition to universal wastes, beginning on September 1, 2008, households will no longer be able to dispose of medical sharps (pre-filled or non-pre filled needles, lancets, pen needles or other injection devices) in the trash.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with applying for the grant in the current fiscal year.  If awarded, the grant will result in costs and revenue of $50,000 in Fiscal Year 2007-08, $100,000 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 and $50,000 in Fiscal Year 2009-10 for a total of $200,000. The funding source is the California Integrated Waste Management Board.  This is a full cost recovery grant and will result in no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 25, 2007 (2), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on May 16, 2007.
The Department of Environmental Health promotes public health and safety for the 3 million residents and over 14.7 million overnight guests that visit San Diego County each year.

On December 4, 2002 (1) and January 29, 2003 (2), your Board approved multi-year fees that reflected the negotiated labor agreement.  During that time the Department of Environmental Health made major strides in the protection of public health and safety and the protection of the environment.   
The Department of Environmental Health has continued to implement cost control and cost containment measures; however, in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 it will be necessary to adjust fees for full cost recovery.  The proposed fee adjustments will address increases in staffing costs for the next two years as well as anticipated changes in services and supplies costs. 

This is a request to adopt ordinance amendments to Title 6 of the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances relating to fee adjustments in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 and updates to terminology and references.
