	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 24, 2004 (26) (San 2), the Board authorized the Department of Public Works to notify Alpine, Lakeside and Spring Valley Sanitation Districts customers that a hearing will be held May 19, 2004, to consider rate increases to be implemented over the next five years.

The Department of Public Works has completed an in-depth financial examination of current wastewater operations for the Alpine, Lakeside and Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District. This review focused on wastewater treatment costs, operation and maintenance costs, and  capital project requirements. The objective is to ensure financial stability to enable continuation of the highest standards of wastewater collection and disposal operations, to avoid potential sewage spills, system outages and associated water quality and/or public health problems. 

The examination included review of annual sewer service charges, connection fees and annexation fees. The last rate adjustments occurred in 1992 (Alpine), 1997 (Lakeside/Spring Valley) and 1999 (Winter Gardens).  The examination concluded that, although rate stabilization through the use of operational reserves had postponed the need to adjust user fees, sewer service fee adjustments for Alpine, Spring Valley and Lakeside Sanitation Districts should now be considered. Without rate adjustments, reserves will fall below levels required by the State Water Quality Control Board and the Environmental Protection Agency. Reserves must be adequate to support needed replacement and repair of aging sewer systems, increased City of San Diego treatment costs and ongoing preventive maintenance program.

Recommended adjustments include increasing the annual sewer service fee by 7.5% per year in the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts, and by 4% per year in the Spring Valley Sanitation District, beginning Fiscal Year 2004-05 and through 2008-09. Also recommended is an increase in the sewer connection fee for new customers in Alpine from $2000 to $2,300 per Equivalent Dwelling Unit, and changing the annexation fee charged to out-of-district customers to an Equivalent Dwelling Unit-based charge of $1,000 for Alpine and Spring Valley, and $500 for Lakeside and Winter Gardens. 

A one-time 15% annual sewer service fee reduction is recommended for the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District because reserves in that district are sufficient to fund operations over the next five years. Also recommended is a reduction in connection fees in Winter Gardens from $2,000 to $1,000 per Equivalent Dwelling Unit. 

This is a request for Board of Directors’ adoption of Ordinances related to sewer service charges, connection fees and annexation fees for the Alpine, Lakeside, Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and Board of Supervisors’ adoption of an ordinance for Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.  Rate changes will take effect July 1, 2004. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Proposed Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plans for Alpine, Lakeside and Spring Valley Sanitation Districts and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District include the requested rate changes. If approved by the Board, requested rate changes will allow the Districts to fund their capital replacement programs and continue to meet ongoing operational requirements. The requested rate changes will generate an additional estimated $0.97 million in Fiscal Year 2004-05 for the four districts combined and an additional $1.1 million in Fiscal Year 2005-06. No additional staff years are required to support this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 1990 the County of San Diego and the cities of San Diego and Chula Vista formed a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to coordinate the acquisition, planning and design of the Otay Valley Regional Park.  The Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement envisions the eventual inclusion of 3,000 acres of land in the park, spanning 13 miles from southern San Diego Bay to Otay Lakes.

On April 21, 2004 (12), the Board set a hearing for May 19, 2004, to consider the purchase of two properties, with the combined size of 191.52 acres, for acquisition and inclusion in the park.  The properties are located north of the intersection of Lone Star Road and Harvest Road and northeast of Brown Field Municipal Airport (Thomas Guide, page 1331-H7).  The Board is requested to approve the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 646-040-24, 25, 27 and 28 from Otay Ranch Holdings, LLC (Greg Smith, Manager) for $3,243,000, and Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 646-040-21, 23 and 26 from Georgiana R. Smith for $2,611,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request, in the amount of $5,854,000, are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1000246-Otay Valley Regional Park Acquisitions.  The funding source is Coastal Conservancy grant funds.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $5,854,000 for the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 646-040-24, 25, 27 and 28 (Otay Ranch Holdings, LLC) and 646-040-21, 23 and 26 (Georgiana R. Smith).  Existing budgeted staff at Otay Lakes County Park will routinely patrol and manage the land, and environmental management and monitoring costs will be funded with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate a 1.29-acre portion of open space easement, next to an existing Otay Water District water tank at 2105 Ledge Avenue.  This Vacation will allow the Otay Water District to construct a second water tank on top of this hill.  The water tank site is surrounded by 36.50 acres of dedicated open space, which will remain.  Access is provided via a paved access road extending up the hill from the terminus of Ledge Avenue.  The open space easement was required as a condition of approval of Tentative Map 4828, recorded May 12, 1999 (Maps 14152, 13779, 13780, and 13781).  The General Plan Land Use Designation is (21) Specific Plan Area within the Spring Valley Community Plan.  The zoning on the site is S88 Specific Plan Area Use Regulations.  The Pointe Specific Plan was adopted on February 27, 1980 and allows essential public facilities such as a water tank.

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for and accept grant funds, and to ratify a previously submitted application for grant funds from the following programs.

Off-Highway Vehicle Grant Program

The Department is requesting authorization from the Board to apply for and accept Off-Highway Vehicle competitive grant funds of approximately $312,000 for restoration of open space park land that was damaged by the October 2003 Cedar fire.  The State of California Department of Parks and Recreation Off-Highway Motor Vehicle Recreation Division administers the Off-Highway Motor Vehicle grant program.  This program has approximately $17,000,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-2005 available to state and local agencies to fund projects related to off-highway vehicle operation.  One category funded by the Off-Highway Vehicle grant is Restoration Resource Management projects, which are intended to conserve, restore, or repair natural and cultural resources in an effort to maintain environmentally balanced Off-Highway Vehicle recreation, or to provide data that will allow for appropriate management decisions related to natural and cultural resource issues.  A Restoration Resource Management project is warranted when areas are adversely affected by off-highway vehicle use.  

The Department of Parks and Recreation proposes to submit an Off-Highway Vehicle grant application to restore Boulder Oaks, Sycamore Canyon/Goodan Ranch, Oak Oasis, and El Capitan Open Space Preserves, and the Berkeley/Hering property.  The project includes reconstruction of fencing and/or other natural barriers, trail restoration and removal of debris.  The application due date is June 1, 2004.

This proposed action requests approval of a resolution authorizing the Department of Parks and Recreation to apply for, and accept, Off-Highway Vehicle grant funds of approximately $312,000 for open space restoration of preserves and properties damaged by off-highway vehicle use and fires.  Proposals under the restoration category of this grant do not require matching funds.

Fish and Wildlife Advisory Commission Grant Program

The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting ratification of a previously submitted grant application for San Diego County Fish and Wildlife Advisory Commission competitive grant funds of $25,000.  The proposed project consists of the manufacture and installation of interpretive signage detailing fire ecology in parklands burned in the October 2003 firestorm.  This grant program is funded by fine money derived from violations of the Fish and Game Code, and is awarded in accordance with the Fish and Game Code.  The Commission attempts to balance grant funding between projects involving habitat improvement, research and management, education, and law enforcement.  There is no grant match requirement under this program.  The application due date was May 1, 2004.

The Department of Parks and Recreation submitted a grant application for $25,000 to provide interpretive and educational signage about fire ecology in Louis A. Stelzer Park, and Boulder Oaks, Oak Oasis, Sycamore Canyon/Goodan Ranch, El Capitan and Mt. Gower Open Space Preserves.  This proposed action will ratify the previously submitted grant application. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this proposal.  This request seeks 1) approval to submit an application for competitive grant funds of approximately $312,000 from the Off-Highway Vehicle grant program, and 2) ratification of a previously submitted grant application for $25,000 from the Fish and Wildlife Advisory Commission.  Proposed projects under both of these grant programs do not require a match.  There is no guarantee these funds will be awarded or if so, how much the awards will be.  If grant funds are awarded, the Department will return to the Board to appropriate the awarded grant funds.  If projects are approved for funding, maintenance of the constructed facilities will be managed utilizing existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund or additional staff years resulting from these actions.

Since its inception, over 1,926 cases involving contamination by leaking underground storage tanks have been resolved within the county.  The Program currently oversees approximately 1,029 active cases.  Roughly half of these cases involve the presence of methyl tertiary-butyl ether, a gasoline additive used to reduce exhaust emissions that is also a groundwater contaminant and suspected carcinogen.  The Local Oversight Program is addressing this potential threat to the county’s groundwater resources through a risk-based approach by focusing on groundwater supplies that are most at risk, such as water wells in rural areas.  

The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval for the Fiscal Year 2004-05 revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the county, in an estimated amount of $1,762,443.

	In response to the Firestorm 2003, on December 2, 2003 (2, 3, & 4), at the request of Chairwoman Jacob and Supervisor Horn, the Board of Supervisors authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to take several actions related to fuel management, access, defensive land use design, brushing and clearing, and building codes to reduce the risk of another devastating fire.  In addition the Chief Administrative Officer was authorized to apply for Federal or State resources for hazard mitigation, fuels reduction and forest health protection as matching funds become available and pursue State Fire Assistance funds available through the United States Forest Service.

Departments in the Land Use and Environment Group have applied for and been awarded Federal grant funds totaling up to $39.904 million from three United States Department of Agriculture grant programs, including:  Emergency Watershed Protection administered by the Natural Resources Conservation Service ($30 million); State Fire Assistance administered by the United States Forest Service ($7.825 million); and Rural Development Funds administered by the United States Forest Service ($1.25 million with an additional $829,000 may be offered). These funds must be used to reduce hazardous fuels by removing dead, dying and diseased trees resulting from prolonged drought, overstocked forests, and insect infestation, and to utilize residual woody biomass as economic resources.

This is a request to authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to accept these grant funds, and to approve actions to secure contract services to begin the work on both public and private lands in the unincorporated area of the county. In total, grant funding will cover a four-year period of forest management activities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT

	
	This action will result in grant revenue of up to $39.904 million over a four-year period for hazardous fuels reduction activities in the unincorporated area of San Diego County to help prevent future damage to lives and property from wildfires. Funding source is the United States Department of Agriculture. Both the Emergency Watershed Protection program ($30 million award) and the Rural Development Funds program ($1.25 million award and an additional $829,000 may be offered) do not require match funds. The State Fire Assistance grant ($7.825 million) has a 25% match requirement. To meet this, $2.6 million dollars will be provided by San Diego Gas & Electric’s work removing trees along utility lines and utility access roads. 

Current fiscal year unanticipated revenue could reach $1.4 million; annual costs and revenues during each of the next four fiscal years will become part of the Operational Plans of the Departments of Agriculture Weights and Measures, Planning and Land Use, Public Works, and Parks and Recreation as part of the normal budget process.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	The County is committed to reducing fire hazards and supporting economic viability for utilization of the resulting woody biomass.  Practical uses of biomass, such as onsite  ground cover and transporting to chipping and composting companies, will create a significant feedstock in an expanding and available market.

7. Establish appropriations in the Department of Planning and Land Use General Fund in the amount of $500,000 for hazardous fuels reduction activities based on unanticipated revenue received from the Federal and State grant funds (4 VOTES).

8. Authorize the Directors, Departments of Agriculture Weights and Measures, Parks and Recreation, Planning and Land Use, and Public Works, or their designees, as agents of the County to conduct all negotiations and execute and submit all documents that may be necessary for implementation of the grants including any amendments that do not materially impact or alter the grant program.
