	Through its Citizen Corps Program (CCP), California Volunteers is charged with engaging Californians in helping to make our state safer and better prepared for disasters, emergencies, and acts of terrorism.  In Fiscal Year 2006, California Volunteers received $1 million in Homeland Security Grant Program funding for local assistance grants.  This is a request to ratify the submission and acceptance of the California Volunteers grant funding in the amount of $100,000 to develop the County Shelter Team Program, the County Crisis Chaplain Program and the Special Needs Population Outreach Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in cost and revenue of $100,000 in Fiscal Year 2007-08. If approved, funds for this request will be included in the CAO’s Change Letter to the Proposed 2007-2009 Operational Plan.  The funding source is the Federal Homeland Security Grant Program passed through the Citizen Corps Program.  There is a requirement to provide a matching share of the total project cost in the amount of at least 20% of the requested funds.  An in-kind match will be provided using staff time allocated to this program and time provided by program volunteers. The program will require no General Fund cost and will require no additional staff years.

There is a required 10% match of $22,166.  These funds will continue the “Putting Juvenile Offenders Back On Track” and Community Response Officer Program (CROP) for an eighth year.  The purpose of these programs is to improve interagency communication, ensure immediate and appropriate consequences for wards violating Juvenile Court orders, and provide expanded prevention and intervention services to status offenders and at-risk youth.

	The funds for this request and for the required match of $22,166 are included in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan for the Probation Department. The required match will be funded from general purpose revenues.  There are no additional staff years as the result of this request.

	For the last five years, the County of San Diego has contracted with Rady Children’s Hospital and Health Center (RCHHC) for the provision of specialized developmental evaluation services for young children presenting with suspected developmental delays and other concerns.  During this period, RCHHC has met or exceeded all contractual requirements.  RCHHC is unique among local organizations in providing these services.  To verify this, the Director of Purchasing and Contracting issued a Request for Information (RFI) in January 2007.  RCHHC was the only responder.

Today’s recommended action authorizes negotiation of a new sole source contract with RCHHC to continue specialized mental health developmental evaluation services for young children.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are included in the FY 2007-09 CAO Proposed Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in no current year costs, and subsequent annual costs and revenues of $525,000.  The funding sources are Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) and Short-Doyle Medi-Cal Federal Financial Participation.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	In 2005, the County of San Diego substantially revised its capital planning process.  The new Board Policy G-16, Capital Facilities and Space Planning, was approved by your Board on June 21, 2005 (15).  

The revised Board policy established the Facilities Planning Board, which is responsible for creating a consolidated and prioritized Capital Improvements Needs Assessment Program in conformance with the County’s General Management System. The Capital Improvements Needs Assessment is presented here for consideration and approval by your Board with referral to the Chief Administrative Officer to determine timing and funding mechanisms to implement individual projects.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This plan represents approximately $250 million in currently funded and approved projects, plus approximately $1.046 billion in partially funded and unfunded priority major and minor capital projects, over the five-year time-frame of the Capital Improvements Needs Assessment.  There is no fiscal impact associated with approval of the Capital Improvements Needs Assessment.  Fiscal impact will occur when funding recommendations are approved during future, project-specific Board actions.

	CORRECTIONS CORPORATION OF AMERICA DETENTION FACILITY IN OTAY MESA - SECOND AMENDMENT TO LEASE AGREEMENT  (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Corrections Corporation of America is the County’s lessee at one of the Otay Mesa Detention facilities. The current ground lease arrangement involves County-owned land on which Corrections Corporation of America constructed detention facilities to house federal offenders.  The Board originally approved the Corrections Corporation of America’s Lease Agreement on December 2, 1997 (28).

The Board is requested to approve a Second Amendment to the Corrections Corporation of America’s Lease Agreement. This amendment will extend the term of the lease for the 200-bed Expansion Premises portion of the Lease by an additional four years, to December 2011.  This amendment will also extend the notification period to acquire the 200-bed Expansion Premises from 90 days to 270 days and delay the County’s notification to cancel the lease so it occurs no sooner than March 2008; delay the County’s notification to buy out the 800-bed Initial Premises so it occurs no sooner than March 2011; and, it will increase the notification period to buy out the Initial Premises from 90 days to 270 days through December 2011.  In exchange for the right to extend this part of the lease, delay the buyout period, and increase the notification period, Corrections Corporation of America will pay additional lump sum annual rent payments to the County totaling $7,725,000 through Fiscal Year 2011-12.  The funds will be due within 30 days of the lease execution and within 10 days of the start of each subsequent fiscal year.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan, including the lump sum financial incentive payment of $1,100,000.  Additional Fiscal Year 2007-08 revenue of $1,200,000 will be included in the change letter, bringing the total budgeted amount to $3,650,000. This request will require no additional staff years. The total additional revenue for the six years is $7,725,000.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Regional Law Enforcement Memorial will be installed on the southwest lawn of the County Administration Center and will honor local officers killed in the line of duty. The Memorial is being created by local law enforcement organizations, headed by the San Diego County Deputy Sheriffs’ Association.  
On April 17, 2007, the Board accepted the recommended alternate placement of the Memorial on the County Administrative Building’s southwest lawn, accepted the San Diego County Deputy Sheriff’s Foundation (SDCDSF) and Diego County Law Enforcement Memorial Foundation (SDCLEMF) design committee’s proposed design criteria, and approved a Memorandum of Understanding that outlines construction, maintenance, repairs, and fiscal responsibilities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Board actions on September 20, 2005 (30) and December 6, 2005 (16) allocated $100,000 of Community Projects Funds to the SDCDSF for costs of planning, design, and construction of the San Diego County Regional Law Enforcement Memorial. The Department of General Services staff costs for project management and design review are approximately $12,000, to be funded from current-year appropriations for CAC Major Maintenance. Annual routine maintenance costs are expected to be less than $3,000 and will be funded by the general fund.  In the event that costs exceed $3,000 annually, they will be paid for by the SDCDSF.  The proposal will require no additional staff years.

	Tax and revenue anticipation notes, commonly referred to as “TRANs” are issued by public agencies to fund cash flow deficits in a fiscal year.  The County has historically issued TRANs in anticipation of the receipt of taxes, income, and other money to be received during the upcoming fiscal year, which is received on an uneven basis throughout the year.  The TRANs are repaid within 12-13 months from the issuance date.  Since 1999, the County and certain school districts have issued TRANs together to eliminate certain fixed costs and obtain economies of scale.  This year, the County and the schools are proposing to again issue a combined TRANs financing.  This action requests that the Board of Supervisors approve two resolutions related to the issuance of the Fiscal Year 2007-08 TRANs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding source for the repayment of TRANs is general purpose revenue.  If approved, the request will result in an estimated net interest cost of $4.32 million for Fiscal Year 2007-08 assuming an interest rate of 3.6%.  The actual interest cost will be known at the time the County enters the financial market.  Sufficient appropriations are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2009 Proposed Operational Plan to cover the estimated cost of the TRANs.    This action does not require any additional staff years.
