FORMATION OF CAMPO WATER AND SEWER MAINTENANCE DISTRICT (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 18, 2007 (12), the Board adopted a Resolution of Intention to Establish the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District and conduct a public hearing on May 23, 2007.  This proposed District is located in the unincorporated community of Campo (Thomas Guide page 1298, B-6, B-7) and its boundary is the same as that of the existing Campo Water and Sewer Service Area.  Establishing the District will provide a more efficient governance structure for the existing Service Area and will not result in changes to the level of service or rates.   

This is a request to conduct the required public hearing and, after hearing public testimony, consider adoption of a resolution establishing the District.  This is also a request to approve appropriate ordinance changes, establishment of funds and appropriations, and amendments to Board Policy I-135, all necessitated by change in governance structure that is part of this action.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for water and sewer services are budgeted in the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area Fiscal Year 06-07 budget.  This proposal only recommends a change in governance of the Service Area, and no changes to level of service or rates. Appropriations for CWSMD-Sewer Maintenance District will be established in the Change Letter to the CAO Proposed Operation Plan for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and will result in annual operation and maintenance costs and revenues of $342,100.

The Board is also requested to authorize establishment of a new fund for the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District.  This fund will be used to provide water service for Zone A of the District and an appropriate accounting mechanism for all revenues, expenditures and assets of the Zone A water system.  Without creation of this new fund, Zone A water and sewer service will continue to be combined in a single fund causing separation of water and sewer accounting within that Zone to be laborious and inefficient.  Establishment of this new fund will provide better accountability and improved customer service.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find, in accordance with Section 15320 of the California Environment Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, this project is exempt from CEQA because it involves the change in organization of a local agency.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 18, 2007 (11), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended setting hearing for May 23, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to enhance the safety and appearance of communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public.  Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

This is a request to set a hearing for May 23, 2007, to form a new district, Bonita Road Phase 3 in the community of Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1310, H-3).  Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step is adopting a resolution of intention to set a date for a public hearing.  The second step is to consider adopting an ordinance forming the district at close of the public hearing. 

Additionally, this is a request to allow San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E) funds allocated for County undergrounding projects to be used to underground an adjacent 1,200-foot segment of 69kV transmission lines within the City of Chula Vista.  This segment is in the Chula Vista Municipal Golf Course between two planned County Underground Utility Districts (this Bonita Phase 3 District and a future planned Sweetwater Road District), and will enable removal of large poles in the unincorporated county at both ends of the segment.

VALLEY CENTER - ACQUISITION OF 43.24 ACRES (PULVER) FOR INCLUSION IN THE HELLHOLE CANYON OPEN SPACE PRESERVE (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Staff has identified a 43.24-acre vacant site in the Valley Center area for inclusion in County’s Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  The parcel is located on the east side of Conchita Road, abutting the north side of Santee Lane (Thomas Guide page 1091, F-3).  The fair market value of the parcel is $616,000, as determined by an independent fee appraiser.

On April 25, 2007 (4) a hearing was set for May 23, 2007 to consider the purchase of the parcel from Burdette and Myung Hou Pulver for the appraised value of $616,000.  Additional costs of $229,400 for related security and environmental issues and transaction costs will also be incurred as part of the acquisition of this property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $616,000 on May 23, 2007 funds for the purchase and related costs will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP/Open Space Acquisitions.  The current year cost is $845,400, including costs related to the purchase ($616,000 for the acquisition, $2,900 for title insurance and escrow costs, and $6,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase), one-time stewardship costs of $175,000 for an Area Specific Management Directive for the entire Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve, and additional costs of $45,000 for fencing, gate, signage, storm water/erosion prevention, and removal of debris on the Pulver parcel.  These additional costs are necessary to ensure adequate protection of the property and compliance with Department of Environmental Health recommendations related to the acquisition of the Pulver parcel.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $1,512 for Special Tax Assessments, for water availability, vector control, and fire standby fees that will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation annual Operational Plan.  Existing budgeted staff can easily assume the MSCP management of this acquisition since it is adjacent to the existing Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.

Find, in accordance with Article 19, Section 15325 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 189-081-24 is categorically exempt from the provisions of the CEQA as it involves the transfer of ownership of land to preserve open space and natural habitat. 

2. Approve the Real Property Contract for the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 189-081-24 from Burdette and Myung Hou Pulver for the appraised value of $616,000, and direct the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute two originals of the contract.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to improve the appearance of communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public.  Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

This is a request to set a hearing for June 20, 2007, to form two new districts, Sweetwater Road Phase 1 (Thomas Guide page 1310, F-3) and Sweetwater Road Phase 2 (Thomas Guide page 1310, H-1) in the community of Bonita.  This first step is to set a public hearing, which involves recommendations 1, 2, and 3 below.  At the hearing on June 20, 2007 the Board will consider adopting ordinances to form the two Underground Utility Districts.  That action, listed as recommendation 4, is discretionary after consideration of public testimony. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Utility companies underground their overhead lines at their own expense.  Funds for formation and administration of these districts are budgeted in Department of Public Works General Fund, $2,000 current year cost, and $1,000 subsequent year cost.  No additional staff years will be required.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15061(b)(3)  of the State CEQA Guidelines because it consists of setting a public hearing and adoption of an ordinance for undergrounding existing public utilities.

	ORDINANCES AMENDING THE COUNTY FIRE AND BUILDING CODES AND RATIFYING A CONSOLIDATED FIRE CODE FOR THE LOCAL FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICTS (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 10, 2001 (1) the Board of Supervisors adopted an ordinance ratifying the first edition of the Consolidated Fire Code.  Since then, each of the seventeen fire districts that serve the unincorporated area has adopted a new ordinance requiring ratification.  When a fire district board of directors adopts an ordinance more stringent than the State Building Standards Code, Health and Safety Code Section 13869.7 states that the legislative body of the city or county must ratify the ordinance before it can become effective.  The legislative body for fire districts in the unincorporated area is the Board of Supervisors.

The Department of Planning and Land Use has reviewed each of the fire districts’ ordinances to determine if they should be recommended for ratification, modification or denial pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 13869.7.  In conjunction with this review, County staff has consolidated code amendments, combined them with the County Fire Code, and is recommending adoption of an ordinance ratifying the second edition of the Consolidated Fire Code.

In addition, on June 23, 2004 (5), the Board of Supervisors adopted ordinances amending the County Building and Fire Codes to add certain fire-resistive construction standards in response to lessons learned during Firestorm 2003.  Among the recommendations included in this Board action are minor amendments to the County Building and Fire Codes that make the code more usable while also increasing wildland fire protection.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with these recommendations.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The adoption of the County Fire and Building Code amendments and the ratification of the Consolidated Fire Code proposed in this letter would benefit the business community by improving customer service by reducing the number of local amendments to the State Fire Code and ensuring more consistent fire code enforcement throughout the unincorporated area.  In addition, the revision to the deck construction standards will provide builders with more flexibility and cost savings.

	WORKFORCE REDUCTION IN THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING AND LAND USE - BUILDING DIVISION (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Planning and Land Use is responsible for several private development building services including plan check activities and issuing building permits.  Recently, the Department has experienced a decrease in the number of building permits and plan check activities due to a decrease in the number of permits being processed.  The Department of Planning and Land Use is proposing to adjust staffing levels in the Building Division to match the resulting decrease in revenue.

The proposed action will impact 14 positions in the Building Division, including elimination of six positions and reclassification of one position within the Building Division; transfer and reclassification of four positions from the Building Division to the Department of Planning and Land Use Regulatory Planning Division; and transfer of three positions to the Department of Public Works public counter.  These transfers will be effective FY 2007-08.  This will result in the elimination of over the counter services in the El Cajon and San Marcos offices.

The proposed reclassifications to appropriate classifications are an attempt to accommodate some of the individuals at risk of layoff and to address workload issues in the Department of Planning and Land Use Regulatory Planning Division.  The four positions that will be reclassified and transferred to the Regulatory Planning Division will be revenue offset.  The reclassification within the Building Division will also be revenue offset.

A total of three positions will be transferred to the Department of Public Works to address workload impacts to the Department of Public Works public counter.  These positions will be revenue offset.

A Workforce Support Team has been established through the Department of Human Resources to provide assistance to the employees affected by this action with considerable effort being made to find other employment opportunities for the affected employees throughout the County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed action will result in no net impact to the County General Fund.  If approved, this action will result in an annual cost savings of $688,560 in the Department of Planning and Land Use.  This is a result of elimination of six positions and reclassification of one position within the Building Division; transfer and reclassification of four positions from the Building Division to the Department of Planning and Land Use Regulatory Planning Division; and transfer of three positions to the Department of Public Works public counter. This  savings is offset by a reduction in program revenue.  These adjustments are partially reflected in the CAO’s Proposed FY 2007-09 Operational Plan.  Remaining adjustments will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter.

	The San Elijo Lagoon Nature Center is located on County-owned land in the San Elijo Lagoon Ecological Reserve and is operated by the County of San Diego Department of Parks and Recreation (Thomas Guide Page 1167, G-5).

The nature center is small and consists of two open-air pavilions over an assembly/seating area, restrooms, and a small office/storage area for staff.  The current facility lacks the exhibit and interpretive space necessary to properly serve as an educational center and public attraction.

The Department of Parks and Recreation is proposing to replace the existing facility with a larger, two-story structure with modern exhibits and displays, showcasing the unique ecology and history of the lagoon environment.  Upgrades to the existing parking lot and entrance are also proposed.  The goal is to provide a high quality Americans with Disabilities Act compliant facility for public education, complete with certified green technology and registered with the U.S. Green Building Council.

This is a request to approve the Mitigated Negative Declaration, and authorize advertisement to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $3.5 million, including contingency, for the proposed project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding sources are Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds ($58,885), Prop 40 Per Capita grant funds ($2,854,427), Housing and Urban Development (HUD) grant funds ($247,500), District 3 Community Projects funds ($253,148), and County General Funds ($1,317,511) for a total current year project budget of $4,731,471.  If approved, this request will authorize a construction contract estimated at $3.5 million, including contingency, for the proposed nature center project.  The balance of the project costs of approximately $1.2 million are for completion of project design, environmental work, construction management, construction inspection, and project administration costs.  

If this request is approved, there will be future costs associated with maintenance and operation of the new nature center that are above the current level of annual funding for the existing facility.  Additional appropriations of $175,000 are included in the Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-2009 CAO Proposed Operational Plan to fund the costs for added staff and Services and Supplies.

	APPROVE FISCAL YEAR 2007-08 REVENUE AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD FOR THE LEAKING UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS PROGRAM (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Local Oversight Program of the Department of Environmental Health enforces the cleanup of spills associated with leaking underground fuel storage tanks, thereby protecting the County’s groundwater resources.  The Program has been funded through a succession of revenue agreements with the State of California since 1988.  Since its inception, nearly 2,200 cases involving contamination by leaking underground storage tanks have been resolved within the county.  The Program currently oversees about 800 active cases.  Approximately 650 of these cases involve the presence of methyl tertiary-butyl ether, a gasoline additive used to reduce exhaust emissions that is also a groundwater contaminant and suspected carcinogen.  The Local Oversight Program is addressing this potential threat to the county’s groundwater resources through a risk-based approach by focusing on groundwater supplies that are most at risk, such as water wells in rural areas.  

The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval for the Fiscal Year 2007-08 revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the County, in an amount of $2,114,217.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan ($1,568,574) and Fiscal Year 2007-09 CAO Proposed Operational Plan Change Letter ($545,643) for the Department of Environmental Health.  If approved, this request will result in $2,114,217 in revenue and $1,979,119 in direct cost for Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The funding source is the revenue agreement with State Water Resources Control Board.  This is a full cost recovery agreement and will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The Local Oversight Program provides services to underground storage tank owners, property owners, consultants, contractors, and the San Diego community, through oversight of the investigation and cleanup of spills from underground storage tanks.  Further, this program benefits business by insuring that cleanups meet State and local standards, enabling tank owners or operators to be reimbursed for costs through the State Water Resources Control Board’s Underground Storage Tank Cleanup Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Environmental Health has participated in the State of California Department of Education’s Summer Food Service Program since 1996.  The program consists of food safety inspections of approved summer lunch sites, such as schools and churches, within San Diego County.  The cost of these inspections is reimbursed by the California Department of Education.  

The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval to enter into a revenue agreement with the State of California Department of Education for an estimated amount of $7,350 for the period of July 1, 2007 through September 30, 2007, to provide health and sanitation inspections of the food service operations for the Summer Food Service Program.  The State requires a Board Resolution or certified minute order to execute this agreement. Normally, in accordance with Administrative Code Section 123 and Board Policy B-29, this agreement would not require Board approval since it is less than $50,000.  Approval of this agreement will ensure that the approved summer lunch sites in San Diego County will be inspected for food safety and, in so doing, reduce the risk of foodborne illnesses associated with the Program.  The Summer Food Service Program exclusively serves the children of San Diego County.

If approved, this request will result in $7,350 in revenue and $6,910 in direct cost, and will require no additional staff years.
