	<On May 11, 2011 (7), the Board of Supervisors continued the item to May 25, 2011 at the request of the Chief Administrative Officer.

The County of San Diego operates Gillespie Field (2010 Thomas Guide, Page            1251, E-2), a general aviation airport in El Cajon. Gillespie Field conducts approximately 209,000 take offs and landings annually and provides facilities for 964 general aviation and corporate aircraft. The airport accommodates various aviation businesses providing service to the aviation community, general public and supports public safety services such as the Sheriff’s Air Support facility and Lifeflight Helicopter. 

On March 31, 1998 (53), the Board approved a 30-year aviation ground lease at Gillespie Field with Royal Jet, Inc, who improved the leasehold with aircraft hangars, ramps and offices. The lease was assigned in June 2005 to Jet Air FBO, LLC (Jet Air).  Jet Air recently invested $350,000 to rehabilitate the existing fuel farm including installation of new tanks that comply with updated requirements.  Jet Air requested a new lease to give additional time to recoup the fuel farm investment and to provide stability for future business plans. While in negotiations for the new lease, Jet Air decided to sell its business to Raven Aeronautical Holdings, LLC (Raven Aeronautical).  The sale would be subject to the County granting a new 30 year lease which would supersede the existing Jet Air lease.  Jet Air and Raven Aeronautical requested the County issue the proposed lease to Raven Aeronautical. Both the sale of the business and the new lease would be effective simultaneously at close of escrow. 
This is a request to approve a new 30-year aviation ground lease for 8.8 acres at Gillespie Field with Raven Aeronautical. >>

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Following the recent major storms of December 2010 through January 2011, the Department of Public Works performed damage assessments, emergency repairs, and began consultant design work for permanent restoration of County roads within areas impacted by the winter storm events.

A forty-foot section of Rainbow Crest Road in North County was heavily damaged by the recent winter storms (2008 Thomas Guide Page 999, B-7). The road is a narrow, two-lane road cut into a steep slope. A slope failure below the roadway caused the outside lane to wash out. Currently only one lane is open to traffic on this two-lane road. Rainbow Crest Road is in the County-Maintained Road System and serves more than 100 parcels, most of which are on private roads or in Private Road Districts south of the failed road segment. The Department of Public Works has developed a design to repair Rainbow Crest Road and is planning to construct permanent repairs in July 2011. 

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct permanent road repairs on Rainbow Crest Road.  Upon approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, which is scheduled to begin in July 2011. Construction will take approximately three weeks.

If approved, total current year construction project cost will be $300,000, with no additional on-going cost and no additional staffing. The County will apply for state and federal reimbursement based on its eligibility as restoration work following the Winter Storm 2010 state and federal disaster declarations. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	Bonsall Landfill has been inactive since 1982 and is one of many inactive landfills maintained by the County. The landfill is located at 29466 Twin Oaks Valley Road, approximately 1.5 miles west of Interstate 15 and south of Gopher Canyon Road, in the vicinity of the unincorporated community of Bonsall2009 Thomas Guide                    Page 1068, F-7).
The proposed construction project would include upgrading the drainage system, reconstructing a portion of the access road, and repairing a westerly facing slope.   
This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Bonsall Landfill Slope Repair and Drainage Improvements project.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, which is scheduled to begin in August 2011 and be completed in October 2011.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Woodside Avenue Flood Control Project will replace the existing drainage system between Woodside Avenue and Highway 67 in Lakeside with a drainage system that will accommodate 100-year flood events (2008 Thomas Guide page 1231, J4).  The project will also construct road improvements, including new curb, gutter, sidewalks, and bike lanes, as well as under-grounding existing overhead utilities.
Construction of the project requires acquisition of easements from 16 properties in the project area.  To date, 12 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required easement interests to the County.  Those contracts, each of which was under $150,000, were approved by the Director of the Department of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approvals.

Today’s request is to approve a Real Property Contract for the purchase of Parcel Number 2008-0278-A & B from the Raymond Francis Archard Family Trust for $270,000.  Negotiations with the remaining three unsigned property owners are ongoing.

	Lincoln Acres is an island of unincorporated San Diego County located within the boundaries of the City of National City north of State Route 54 at I-805 (2008 Thomas Guide Page 1310, B2-B3 and C2-C3).  The proposed project involves construction of 560 feet of new curb and gutter, 178 feet of new sidewalk, 19 new pedestrian ramps, and three upgraded pedestrian ramps at various locations throughout the community of Lincoln Acres.  The improvements will benefit the community by enhancing pedestrian access and walk-ability in this heavily-traveled, mixed-use residential and        commercial-industrial area.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Lincoln Acres Pedestrian Ramps and Prospect Street Sidewalk Improvements project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	 MacroButton NoMacro This item addresses the continuation of existing street lighting and landscape maintenance assessments for Fiscal Year 2011-12 without any rate changes.  Each year a public hearing is held to confirm benefit levies for street lighting and landscape maintenance districts for the coming fiscal year.  Districts that rely on property tax alone are not included in this letter.  
San Diego County Street Lighting District
The San Diego County Street Lighting District (SDCSL District) operates and maintains approximately 10,000 public street lights in unincorporated San Diego county and is dedicated to providing quality street light service at a low cost to property owners. Funding for the SDCSL District is through a small portion of property tax and assessments charged to benefiting properties.  Assessments are based on traffic generation for each type of land use, with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.  

Funding for the SDCSL District is sufficient to operate and maintain the County’s street lights for the next fiscal year without a rate increase.  The proposed assessment rate for the SDCSL District for Fiscal Year 2011-12 is the current rate of $6.48 per single family home per year.   Among all street lighting district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County’s assessment rate remains the lowest and has not increased since Fiscal     Year 2008-09.

Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1
Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 1 was formed to supplement revenue assessed by County Service Area No. 26 – Rancho San Diego for park operations and maintenance within the LMD No. 1 boundary.  There is no proposed increase in assessment rate for Fiscal Year 2011-12 for LMD No. 1.  The assessment rate will remain at the current assessment rate of $29.50 per single family home per year. 
Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2

Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park) was established to fund ongoing maintenance of amenities and construction of minor capital improvements at Jess Martin Park in the community of Julian.  There is no proposed increase in assessment rate for Fiscal Year 2011-12 for LMD No. 2.  The assessment rate will remain at the current assessment rate of $47.82 per single family home per year.  

This action requires two steps. These proposed assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  On May 25, 2011, the actions requested are to approve the   Engineer’s Reports for the San Diego County Street Lighting District and LMD Nos. 1 and 2, and to set a public hearing date of July 13, 2011.  If the Board takes these actions on May 25, 2011, then at the hearing on July 13, 2011, after hearing public testimony, the Board will be asked to consider adopting resolutions confirming the Fiscal           Year 2011-12 assessment rates.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Motorist safety and the quality of our roads are issues that concern all residents of       San Diego County.  Special interests are proposing federal legislation to increase truck size and weight limits on the interstate highway system that would jeopardize motorist safety and damage road quality at taxpayer expense. 

Today’s action opposes any federal or state legislation that would allow larger trucks on our roadways.

Not only does existing road infrastructure not support larger trucks, but this proposal would jeopardize public safety and strip taxpayers of vital resources.
Allowing for bigger and heavier trucks on our state and local infrastructure would accelerate the deterioration of our existing transportation system. Currently, state and local governments are finding it difficult to adequately fund road maintenance and financial indicators are showing that it may get even worse.  

We cannot accept the greater risks to motorist safety, and we cannot afford the increased road maintenance costs that larger trucks would create.  This position is supported by a diverse coalition including the American Automobile Association (AAA), The National Association of Counties (NACo), the California State Association of Counties (CSAC), and the California State Sheriff’s Association (CSSA) among many other national and local agencies.
